have reduced the actual rate of
forgeries from 91 per million in
1939 to 38 per million at the pre-
sent time. This could not have
been accomplished without the full
cooperation of the police depart-
mentg throughout the country.
These departments, through their
efforts, have obtained coopera-
tion from many merchants.

“Many juveniles from 12 to 17
years of age have stolen, forged
and cashed Government and com.
mercial checks,” said Chief Ivey,
“just because some merchants
have not asked for positive identi-
fication. When a merchant ac-
cepts a check from a juvenile,
without requiring proper identi-
fication, and the check turns out¥
to be a forgery, then that mer.
chant is contributing to the, deli-
quency of the juvenile.”

The following precautions should
always be observed by business
houses which cash checks for
customers:

1. When any stranger asks you
to cash a check, insist that he pro-
perly identify himself as the
rightful payee of that check. Do
NOT accept Social Security cards
as a means of identification.

2. Insist that the check be en-
dorsed in your presence. If it is
endorsed when presented to you,
have it endorsed again.

3. Before you accept any check
ask yourself this question: “If
this check is returned to me be-
cause the endorsement is forged,
can I locate the forger and re-
cover my money?”

4. Have each check initialed by
the employee who pays out money
for it and also have the employee
to make a notation on the check
of the identification given by the
person presenting the check.

Chief Ivey said that if the Se-
cret Service crime prevention rule
and slogan “KNOW YOUR EN-
DORSER — REQUIRE IDENTIFI.
CATION” is followed by merch-
ants that they would not be victi-
mized, but that if they do not
know the endorser and do not re-
quire proper identification—*“well,
it’'s their money.”
