A fighting man going th»'ough the horrors of war in 

the Southwe.st Pacific wrote a le tter to a stateside friend 
the day a fte r P.-osideiit Roosijvelt died last \e a r  on April 
12 “ You and 1 lost a great friend yesterday.” the letter 
said.

That wa.s the attitude not only of the big majority ol 
Americans on the fighting front, but al.so of our fighting 
Allies and of the people at home in most of the nations of 
^he world. Indeed, a friend had been lo.st. He was a per­
sonal friend w hose conscience and heart w as the conscience 
ind  heart of millions of people. He had proved his friend­
ship by being a friend through twelve trying years of de- 
prcs,sion and war.

His genius of leadership and his resolute determ ina­
tion to make life better for the common man of .America re­
vitalized the economy of the nation and gave new hope to 
a people in despair. Born of an ari.stocratic family. 
Franklin  Roosevelt saw clearly hi.s duty to better the living 
standards of the majority of the people. He never once 
forsook tha t p'iri:ose. and w hen w ar came, the battles of 
G. I. Joe became his battle. He gave personal attention to 
problems of w ar tha t others would have relegated to sub­
o rd in a te '. and those e ffo rt' took his life. He died the* 
death  of a soldier. a> sorely as any man on the battlefield

F'ranVlin k -osevelt was not a perfect man. He made 
errors in .'iidgmcnt. but the errors were made in the face 
of g reater obstae'es than ever before beset a mighty n a­
tion. Turbulent conditions during his time perhaps ob- 
scueod a part of his g reatnes '. but the years of the future 
surely will m easT t him as one of the w orld’s ouL'tandimr 
hum anitarians and diplomats.

His sincerit.v and his ability as an orator enabled r a ­
dio listeners to t'eel tha t President Roosevelt was talking 
directly to them . The sheer force of his personality a t­
tracted millions of admirer.', but the ir faith in him wa.s 
maintained only with the test of time tha t found him true.

It is almo.st certain tha t no other man ever lived who 
commanded the adm iration and respect of so many peo­
ple on the face of the earth . The oppressed people of o th ­
er rations looked to him for help as they had never before 
looked to another man. and with his death, they felt tha t 
they, too. had lo«*̂  a friend.
