PALESTINE:

Trouble Brews

Having heretofore let the British
handle the troublesome situation in
Palestine occasioned by Jewish de-
mands for a national haven in the
Holy Land, the Arabs prepared to
play a more active role in opposition
to London's decision to create a
Zionist state in the embattled coun-
try.

As the majority in Palestine, the
Arabs have fought increased Jewish
immigration or partition for econom-
ic as well as political reasons. Be-
cause the Arabs charge that the
country is not productive enough to
stand a large-scale increase in popu-
lation, the U. S. and Britain sought
to answer this objection in earlier
discussions with promises of a sub-
stantial loan to develop the nation's
industrial and agricultural re-
sources.

While the Jews forced the British
into a consideration of a Zionist state
by keeping the Holy Land in turmoil
with a terrorist campaign, the
Arabs also could turn on the heat.
In addition, they command the full
support of the Near Eastern Arab
league, embracing 33 million Arabs
whose dominance extends to oil rich
countries in which the U. S, and Brit
ain have heavy interests.

GERMANY:

Friendly Warning

Head of the Social Democratic
party in Germany, lean, hard Kurt
Schumacher warned the Allied
peacemakers preparing to draw up
a treaty for the reich that only a
fair agreement accepted by a freely
elected regime would assure polit-
ical stability.

Boldest of the postwar German
political leaders to speak out, Schu-
macher declared that no democratic
government could risk signing a se-
vere peace for fear of repudiation
by the people. Since he is the only
German political leader who has
been openly courted by the western
allies, his declaration that he him-
self would not sign a harsh treaty
took on special significance.

The specter of Hitlerism and Ver-
sailles hung in the background as
Schumacher warned that:

The major mnations which
played politics with Hitler for
their own ends must share the
gullt of many Germans for the
rise of Nazlism.

Annexation of the Saar was
the worst form of reparations.

It would be senseless for Ger-
many to accept a provisional
eastern boundary determined
biforelund by two major pow-
efs.

MORE WOMEN IN GOVERNMENT

President Truman's failure to ap-
point more women to high office
was tactfully laid before the Presi-
dent by a group of women.

Mrs. La Felle Dickinson, presl-
dent of the General Federation of
Women's Clubs, headed the delega-
tion and told Mr. Truman quite
frankly that women generally were
disturbed because he hadn't ap-
pointed as many women to govern-
ment jobs as Mr. Roosevelt had.
She reminded the President that
the state department had built up a
roster of 80 well-known American
women capable of handling impor-
tant government work and urged
him to bring the list up to date.

Dr. Katherine McHale of the As-
sociation of University Women, was
equally strong in urging appoint-
ment of more women to govern-
‘ ment,

Mr, Truman replied that he would .

like to appoint more women to jobs
but it was difficult to get the right
person for the right job.

“l watched President Roose-
velt work for a long time,"” Tru-
man continued. “l knew then,
but didn’t realize fully, just how
large a portion of the Presi-
dent’s time was taken in find-
ing the right people for the
right job. I want you to know
that nobody makes my appoint-
ments for me. 1 make them on
the basis of my own judgment.”

Mrs. Dickinson strongly urged ap-
pointment of a woman to the exist-
ing vacancy on the Federal Com-
munications commission, but didn't
suggest any names. The women's
club leader pointed out that women
make up the overwhelming major-
ity of daytime radio listeners, yet
had no representation whatsoever
,on the FCC.

Mrs. Dickinson also proposed that
a woman be named assistant secre-
| tary of state, because of the enor-
mous interest and great stake that
the women of the country have in

Window Sewing Tips

When you are sewing tops and
hems on sheer curtain material,
place a tissue paper underneath
the materjal while sewing on the
machine to prevent it from puck-
ering or pulling. Simply rip oft
the paper when you are finished.

Unlined draperies need four
inches of material for the head-
ing and five inches for the hem,
Be sure to add these measure-
ments to those for the length of
the window,

You may save time basting win-
dow draperies and curtains by
marking off the stitches with a
single straight line drawn with
chalk. Be sure to use a flat sur-
face for this, however.

Make cer.i.n machine is ad-
justed properly for different thick-
nesses of sewing material by
testing first on a scrap of the

material you are using. Saves
time and stitching.
To make tailored curtains,

pleat sheer material and use a
fringed cornice treatment for in-
teresting effect.

Reinforce the heading of your
draperies with a 3% inch width
of crinoline. This will help drap-
eries hang better and prevent
heading from slipping forward
and exposing the rods.

New Discoveries

The vast frigid Antarctic lying
at the bottom of the world began
to take clearer shape as a result of
the Byrd expedition. No less than
125,000 square miles of hitherto un-
charted wasteland were mapped
by naval explorers in the first five
weeks of polar operations.

Fliers photographed and charted
4 great bays, eight major mountain
ranges, more than 20 islands, 3 im-
portant peninsulas and 2,000 miles
of coastland. Most important sin-
gle discovery was a vast bay cutting

deeply into the continent from
Franklin Roosevelt sea. It meas-
ured 180 mifes in length and 120

miles in width.

Now on his fourth antarctic ex-
pedition, Byrd remained sold on
the white-capped continent. He as-
serted that it contains a treasure-
house of raw materials which could
supplement U. S. resources depieted
during the war.

Ingredients for this home style
Italian spaghett! are simple and eco-
nomical. The cooking time is brief

Simple but Satisfying

There's still plenty of nippy weath-
er ahead before spring breezes
warm up the
days and eve-
nings, and there's
nothing more wel-
come on a crisp
evening after the
gang of young-
sters has been
out skating, ski-
ing or coming
home from a play
than a sizzling hot casserole and a
tossed salad.

Or if you have friends over and
the evening begins to run out, there's
no better way to wind it up than
with a nice, homey oven dish to
warm up the spirit and satisfy the
appetite.

Make refreshments simple by
tossing together the salad right
after dinner—or at least getting
things ready for the toss up. Also,
prepare the casserole, store in the
refrigerator and then about three-
quarters of an hour before serv-
ing, slip it into the oven.

While we're watching our budgets,
we're all looking for inexpensive
dishes for entertalning. Utilize
leftovers for cassercles, and make
them stretch with such good foods as
macaroni, spaghetti and noodles.

Here's an inexpensive but popu-
lar suggestion for late evening
snacks:

6 medium potatoes, pared and

sliced

3 tablespoons butter

2 tablespoons flour

2 cups milk

1 teaspoon salt

1 cup meat stock

3 tablespoons sliced onion

1 cup camned or cooked peas

1% to 2 cups diced leftover meat

14 cup bread crumbs

3 tablespoons melted butter

Cook carrots, celery and potatoes
separately in boiling, salted water
until tender.
(Leftover cooked
vegetables may
be used.)
