Mahon Is Named 
On Committee 
To Visit Europe

Representative George Mahon 
of Lubbock was named Tuesday 
to a 19-man congressional com­
mittee which will visit Europe 
this summer to study the aid re­
quired by foreign nations and 
the extent to which United States 
resources can safely be used to 
supply this aid.

Mahon, the only Texan in the 
group, was appointed by House 
Speaker Martin. The inspection 
was authorized by a congressional 
resolution.

Selection of Mahon was un­
doubtedly made because of the 
important role the West Texan 
had played as a member of the 
House appropriations for foreign 
relief.

The group will leave the United 
States Aug. 27. Mahon plans to 
Viŝ t his congressional district be­
fore leaving, and w ill return to 
West Texas after he gets back to 
report on the European study.

Mahon points out that the 
American people are not going to 
permit Congress to appropriate 
funds for foreign relief each ses­
sion much longer.

“Congress is going to have to 
tell the people how far we are 
going to have to go and where 
the end is,”  (Mahon says. ‘‘That ia 
the purpose of this invectigation.”

The group will make progress 
reports on the study during the 
trip, and will compile an over-all 
report when it is finished. From 
it, a United States policy on for­
eign relief for the future is to be 
devised.

Texas peach crop that’s expected 
to be of the best quality yet has 
started rolling into market from 
the West Cross Timbers area and 
the northeastern part of the state.

Most growers in both areas 
have carried out intensive spray­
ing schedules throughout the 
growing season, which is produc-' 
ii\g worm and rot free peaches, 
saysJ. F. Rosborough, horticultur­
ist of the Texas A. and M. College 
Ebetension Service.

During the last half of July and 
well into August, the yellow free­
stone peaches— Halehaven, Fairs 
Beauty, Texberta and others—will 
be coming in. The Elbertas will 
start moving in early August.

The big crop is coming from 
some 6 million trees, most of 
which are around Weatherford, 
Eastland and Comanche in the 
West CtxMb Timbers area. Ap. 
proximately one million of the 
fruit trees, mostly Elbertas, are 
in the vicinity of Avery, Dekalb 
and Omaha, Texas.

The report of total expenditurca 
of the American Red Cross at 
Texas City as of July 12 has been 
disclosed. $18,604.17 was spent 
for mass shelter, rescue and trans­
portation; $360,240.10 for food, 
clothing and other maintenance; 
$261,701.01 for building and re­
pairs; $7,123.08 for household 
furnishings: $324,469.42 for med­
ical and nursing care; $772,183 for 
farm equipment and livestock; 
$23,160.63 for occupational re­
habilitation. This is a total of 
$1,221,962.24,

Within just a few hours after 
the disaster occurred, a plane left 
St. Louis with $57,000 emergency 
medical supplies and surgical in­
struments, two billion units of 
pencillin, five and one-half bil­
lions anti-gangrene tetanus.

By June 12, the Red Cross had 
handled 41,000 telegrams regard­
ing 8.000 persons. During the 
emergency period, the Red Croaa 
served 120,000 sandwiches, 150,- 
sweet rolls; 50,000 gallons coffee; 
40,000 gallons soup; and 1,000 
cases milk. Sixty-six temporary 
housing units were built by Red 
Cross on lots given by the city.

In the Texas Panhandle and 
Woodward area, the Red Croaa 
spent $1,209,252.04 for emergency 
needs. In this territory, 156 were 
killed, 1006 injured, 736 homes 
destroyed, 1,015 damaged, 8,487 
other buildings destroyed. 1^44 
damaged. Eighty temporary 
housing units have been moved 
in by the Red Cross; 979 families 
assisted, and 269 building con­
tracts let for rebuilding homes.

Salt Is Needed In 
Summer Diet to 
Prevent Cramps

If your work is such that it 
causes excessive perspiration add 
a pinch of ordinary table salt to 
each drink of w-ater you take, to 
prevent heat cramps. This is ad­
vised by Dr. Geo. W. Cox. State 
Health Officer, to prevent a possi­
ble increase in the number of heat 
victims as the Texa.s thermometer 
hits 95 degrees and above.

Laborers, mechanics, farmers, 
and white collar workers who.se 
work cau.ses them to sweat pro­
fusely, are in danger of having 
their body salt content bei-ome 
deficient with resulting heat 
cramps or heat fag. Salt is a 
prominent constituent of sweat; 
the body may lose as high as 40 
to .50 grams of salt during hot 
davs .

In industry, a methiKi lor pre­
venting heat cramps is to take a 
tablet of pure salt or a mixture 
of salt and dextrose with each 
dink of waer. Workmen whose 
duties require muscular exertion 
shi>uld be esp)ecially careful to 
add more than the usual amount 
of .salt to what they eat and 
drink.

Heat cramp is characterized by 
pains (cramps) in the abdominal 
region, headache, and in severe 
cases, by nausea and vomiting. 
The body tempterature remains 
about normal, likewise the pulse 
rate. Body salt lo.sses occur with­
out the knowledge of the individ­
ual until there is a deficiency then 
the abdominal muscles begin to

Pickled Peaches 
Easy to Prepare

Pickled peaches are one pi Am­
erica's favorite sweet spicy rel­
ishes, says Gwendolyn Jones, food 
preservation specialist of Texas 
A. and M. College Extension Ser* 
vice.

The specialist recommends this 
recipe using 8 pounds of small or 
medium sized peaches: After the 
peaches are washed and pared, 
two cloves are stuck in each 
peach, or the 8 two inch sticks 
of cinnamon and 2 tablespoons of 
whole cloves may be tied loosely 
in a clean, thin, white cloth and 
placed to cook with 2 pounds of 
sugar, 1 quart vinegar and 1 cup 
water for 10 minutes. The peaches 
are added to the liquid and cooked 
slowly until tender but not bro­
ken. After standing overnight, the 
sirup is drained from the peaches 
and spices removed. The sirup is 
boiled rapidly until thickened, and 
poured over peaches already pack­
ed in clean, hot sterile jars. The 
jars are sealed tightly.

To give time for the flavor to be 
blended, the jars of peaches 

I should be kept in a cool place for 
several weeks before serving.

Experiment
Nationalization of industry Is tba 

big issua in England. Tha Labor 
government, elected last year on a 
nationalization platform, is proceed­
ing to carry out the program as 
rapidly at poitible. Some sectors 
of American thought are advocating 
the same measures for our country. 
For this reason it is my belief that 
many readers of this column will 
find interest in the progress of this 
socialistic program in England.

First step was the nationalization 
of the Bank of England, upon which 
the government long has relied for 
more or less of its own financing, 
particularly has it obtained Urge 
short-term loans for years. The 
bunk's stock belonged to private in­
dividuals and had been paying about 
3’ ' interest. The government did 
not evaluate the bank, but simply 
to<̂ k over all the stock, giving to 
all former owners bonds equal to 
the market value of the stock and 
bearing 3 per cent. The invaluable 
hidden assets which invariably ac­
crue to such an institution went to 
the government without remunera­
tion to the former stockholders.

Danger Present
The Bank of England also was 

given power to require other banks 
of the country to accept such bank­
ing policies as it might decide 
to issue. Some experienced bairk- 
ers fear that the day may come when 
the government, because of exten­
sive deficit financing, will advocate 
unsound banking policies which 
would react badly upon the finan­
cial status of the United Kingdom. 
Policies already adopted by the 
bank have led to the discontinuing 
interest formerly paid on deposits 
and savings accounts.

Industries slated for nationaliza­
tion by the Labor government are;
(1) Transportation, including rail­
roads, transport buses, street-cars, 
canal barges, and coastal shipping,
(2) Utilities, including production 
and distribution of electric power 
and the operation of water systems 
throughout the Kingdom. (3) The 
iron and steel industry, and (4) Civil 
aviation.

ComplicatiaM in Steel
Perhaps the most complex prob­

lems for nationalization are pre­
sented by the iron and steel indus­
try. This is a highly skilled craft, 
requiring skills and know-how to be 
found only in the present manage­
ment of the industry. Many impor­
tant but closely related industries in 
manufacturing, from needles to lo­
comotives, would be affected.

One government economist told 
me that Uic government would take 
over production of steel and iron up 
to the point where the metal was a l­
lowed to cool, regardless of thetorm 
in which that might be. However, 
another economist stated that this 
policy would draw the line of de­
marcation for nationalized industry 
right through the center of some 
planU which were accustomed to 
using a continuous process until 
me els were actually shaped into 
materials fer sale.

Some observers in England think 
difificultiet will be so great that the 
government finally will give up the 
scheme of nationalizing the Iron and 
steel industries. In fact, the gov­
ernment has receifUy Indicatad the 
scheme would be postponed for at 
least tour yaars. One steel opera­
tor ventured that production per 
man-hour would certainly go down 
when and If the government took 
over. One of his reasons was that 
the workers would be at points en­
tirely too far removed from the 
source of authority.

One educational benefit that did 
get through put agricultural on 
'he job trainees on the same fi­
nancial footing as those in indus­
trial plants. Formerly they had 
been limited to one-fourth of the 
ivenefits provided for other job 
trainees.

Among other veterans' measures 
which went through the first ses­
sion of the 80th Congress were 
these:

i Increasing pensions of Spanish- 
American and Civil War veterans 
by 20 per cent.

Rc|>ealing the time limft for re­
instatement of national service 
life insurance.

Increasing from $1..500,000 to 
$3,000,000 the revolving fund for 
loans to veterans taking vocational 
training.

Providing priorities and financ­
ing aid in the purchase of gov­
ernment surplus permanent type 
housing.

Permitting banks to accept 25 
year mortgage home loans, rx- 
ounding the market for the paper 
that finances many veterans' 
houses.

Extending the law permitting 
purchase of automobile for vet­
erans who have lost limbs.

Extending the time for bringing 
; alien fiancees to the United States.

Expediting the admission of 
.alien spouses and children to this 
country.

Young Elconomist
I met a young economist in Eng­

land. His thinking revealed that he 
would like to see the complete crum­
bling of the present order and the 
ultimate nationalization of all Eng­
land. His discussion showed too 
that he would thoroughly relish fail- * 
ure of "the capitalistic order" in i 
America, which he boldly predicted 
would surely come within • fa's’ 
years.

Notable thing about this young 
man is that he is very influential In 
the Labor government. He talked 
freely and with spirit, and the en­
thusiasm he exhibited shows con­
clusively which school of thought In 
England is on the defensive. It Is 
unfortunate when Truth and Right 
are no longer on the crusade, but 
instead niust'be called to the defen­
sive.

Influence of Y'ovth
I asked this young economist the 

secret of the growth of the Socialist 
party in the United Kingdom. Dis- 
pl.Tying political acvn.cn which is 
engendered only from a thorough 
understanding of reality and a 
knowledge of f.ic's. this econom.i-t 
said that victory in the last elect.on 
in close districts came because of 
the vote of the young people.

"In fact, the percentage of young 
people who voted the Socialist ticket 
was greater than the percentage of 
older people in the ranks cf Labor." 
he told me. adding a fact I knew 
already: that the growth of Social­
ism has been more rapid among 
young people and among skilled 
workers. TTie Influence of higher ed­
ucation, he stoutly affirmed, was a 
definite factor in the spread of So­
cialism throiighout the Kingdom.

I did not encourage him in this re­
gard about America, but the paral­
lel was clear. I found myself wish­
ing that our own high schools and 
colleges were doing a better job of 
building into the very fiber of Amer­
ican youth a deep appreciation for 
the fundamental principles of our 
American way of life, lest our youth 
some d.vy lead this nation down that 
same unfortunate road. Strange 
irony it is. that vvcalth created by 
honest work is used in the form of 
taxes and in grants as means to de­
stroy the philosophy which begot 
our freedom and our wealth.

Competition Needed
Even the government officials In 

London do not seem quite sure that 
the principle of nationalization is 
sound. Some uncertainty exists, for 
they are already detecting basic 
weaknesses. During the week of 
July 15 a London newspaper quoted 
the London County Council ai say­
ing that the London Transport (a 

' government monopoly operating 
street-cars and buses) needed com- 

I petition. In the same week an­
other writer stated his opinion that 
the British Broadcasting Corpora­
tion. the weaknesses of which were 
at that time under fire in Parlia- 

‘ ment. needed the competiUon of oth­
er br.'.ideasting companies in Eng­
land

I Failure of the private enterprlaa 
I system in America, our young econ- 
’ omist said, wrould soon come be­

cause of the inability of busineta to 
operate at a loaa. This thing tho 
government could do Indellnlteljr, 
Juat for the take of maintaining 
employment, he affirmed, Inaiating 
there is no limit to deficit flnanctng 
available to government - otsmed 
economy.

I have never been able to con­
vince myself that Socialistic and 

I Communistic minded economists 
could be sincere in advocating this 

I philosophy, characteristic though It 
I is of their thinking. If the principle 
I were workable, why does not some 

Communist nation issue a million 
dollar credit to each of its citizens 
and let them all enjoy wealth In a 
nation that cannot go broke? >
