Shown By Water. 
Sewer Depts.

An actual net gain of $16,048.23 
in operation of H askell’s munici- 
F>al w ater and sewer systems dur^ 
ing the fiscal year ending March 
31, 1948, over that of the previ­
ous year was shown in the offici­
al audit of the departm ents p re­
sented to the City Council this 
week by City W ater Superinten­
dent Rogers Gilstrap. The gain 
for the fiscal year is credited 
principally to improvements 
which have been completed since 
the end of the war, perm itting 
extension of facilities to a grow ­
ing num ber of persons.

Breakdown of the audit shows 
h gain in operation of the water 
system during the past year 
am ounting to $7,586.16. and $7,- 
445.28 in the sewer system for a 
to tal of $15,031.44.

Added to the above total is a 
gain of $1,016.79 in inventory of 
w ater and sewer departm ent sup­
plies over the previous year, to 
m ake a total net gain of $16,- 
048.23.

Loan Association of Haskell a t­
tended the Federal Land Bank of 
Houston’s Annual Stockholders 
m’e e t  i n g in Houston recently, 
as the asociation’s representative. 
He was accompanied by W. H. 
McCandless, sec.-trees, of the a s ­
sociation.

Mr. Bell said th a t the Federal 
Land Bank of Houston, which is 
owned entirely  by the 144 Na­
tional farm  loan associations in 
Texas, is celebrating its 30th an­
niversary this spring. Local farm ­
er and rancher-ow ned national 
farm  loan associations “Are the 
foundation of the Land Bank 
System and the meeting in  Hous­
ton was featured by discussion of 
the operations of these organiza­
tions which are set up for pro­
viding safe, long tim e credit at 
low cost, to suit the needs of land 
owners.”

Reports at Houston showed the 
Texas bank to be one of the out­
standing banks of the system, 
having served the Texas fanners 
and ranchers during the past 30 
years by landing to them  approxi­
mately $500,000,000 to about 180,- 
000 borrowers, many thousands of 
these farm ers have paid theii 
loans in full and now own their 
homes debt free.

A t tMa meeting the 20 secre­
taries of National F arm  Loan As­
sociations operating in Texas who 
produced the largest volume of 
business and had the better col­
lecting records w ere honored with 
a special banquet at the Sice 
Hotel in Houston. The Haskell 
County National Farm  Loan As­
sociation was 7th from  th e  top of 
the list, Mr. Bell said.

The Federal Land Bank of
