VETERANS NEWS ...

Eligible veterans who want to
take courses under the GI Bill
that cost more than $500 for the
normal school year may do so by
trading the training time for the
extra cost, the Veterans Admin-
istration reports.

The additional charge in train-
ing time will be at the rate of
one day for each $2.10 of the ex-
cess charge above the $500 maxi-

imum allowed by law.

Veterans desiring to enroll in
the excess cost courses must
authorize VA to pay the full
charges by filling in forms pro-
vided for that purposes.

To prevent overpayments of
subsistence allowances, the vet-
erans administration urges ex-
GI students and their schools to
notify VA as soon as a veteran
breaks off or completes his pro-
gram.

A veteran stydent in training
under the GI Bill is not entitled
to subsistence allowances after
the date he interrupts or com-
pletes his training. In some cases,
veterans stop their training and
receive additional payments be-
fore VA is notified of their
change in status. All such over-
payments must be refunded to
the government .

Advance notice is preferable
whenever a decision is made to
discontinue training. However,
prompt notice immediately after
such a break in training will pre-
vent most overpayments.

About 40,000 schools and col-
leges have been approved to train
World War II veterans under the
GI Bill and Public Law 16. Over
700,000 training establishments
have been approved to give job-
training under the same laws.

[Insect Damage To
Grain Should Be
Curbed Early

The insects in the farm grain

bin may be small but the amount
of damage they do is tremendous,
according to the USDA Bureau
of Entomology and Plant Quar-
antine. The place to start in get-
ting rid of these insects is right
in the grain bin.

By doing a good job of bin
cleaning and afterward spraying
with 5 per cent DDT before the
newly harvested grain has been
put in, you can kill out the hold-
over infestation, and give the
new grain a chance to escape
damage.

C. A. King, associate extension
entomologist of Texas A. & M.
college, says that these tiny in-
sects get one out of every eight
bushels of farm stored grain in
Texas. Further north, it's not that
bad. Missouri loses one in ten,
and the national average is one
in twenty. So, you can see Texas
is at the top of the “high loss”
list.

Entomologists point out that
grain losses can be lowered great-
ly by harvesting grain as soon
as it is dry enough for safe stor-
age and by storing it in weather-
tight bins that have been made
in-sect free by a thorough clean-
ing and spraying. After the grain
is stored, check it now and then
to see if the bugs are getting into
the grain again. If they are, fu-
migate with a mixture of ethy-
lene dichloride and carbon tet-
rachloride at the rate of 6 gal-
ons per 1,000 bushels.

irecently, the body may lose as
{much as fifty grams of salt. Lab-
orers, farmers, and even white-
collar workers should be espec-
ially watchful of heat cramps.”

Heat cramps are characterized
by pains in the stomach, head-
laches, and sometimes neausea
and vomiting. The danger comes
because the loss of the salt may
occur without the knowledge of
the individual until the deficien-
cy causes cramps or heat fag. 2

Salt tablets may be purchased:
commercially., If they are not
available, a pinch of table salt
will serve the same purpose.

“Drinking milk is an excellent
method of replacing body salt lost
through prespiration,” Dr. Cox
says, “but alcoholic drinks should
be avoided.
