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Seven advance
to UIL regional

Ozona High School students
placed higher April S at District
6-AAA U.LL. literary competition at
Angelo State University than they
have ranked in several years,
winding up in fourth place for
district.

““To my recollection, this was the
most points scored in recent years,’’
Ozona High Principal Jim Payne
said, referring to Ozona’s 97 points.

Ozona finished the district literary
and speech competition in fourth
place.

Ten students accompanied by
speech events coach David Porter
traveled to ASU Friday, April 4, to
compete in science, ready writing,
number sense, and spelling events.
The calculator contest and debates
which also began or were held that
day drew no entries from Ozona.

Bret Hood placed first in the
biology division of the science
contest, earning three points in the
competition. Ozona did not finish as
one of the top three schools in the
overall science contest with first and
second places both going to Bal-

linger and Crane taking third.

Ozona’s sole spelling entry, Isabel
Benitez, placed second in her event.
Larisa Schoenhals finished to a fifth
place in ready writing.

Darla Judd and Bret Hood placed
fifth and sixth respectively in
number sense.

Ozona finished the first day’s
competition with only 17 points on
the chart. But, the spread of points
among the schools in the district,
which includes Sonora, Ballinger,
Coahoma, Colorado City and Crane,
showed none to have a clear-cut
advantage at that point.

Crane has been very dominant in
literary U.L.LL. events in the recent
past, often accumulating more points

than the total of three or four of the
district’s other schools put together.
Porter again returned to ASU

Saturday morning taking 15 contes-

tants to compete in journalism,
typewriting and speaking events.
Jacquelyn Shacklette, journalism
coach, Louise Taliaferro, typing
coach, and Chesta Stuart also atten-
ded the meet.

Porter conducted the prose in-
terpretation contest while Taliaferro
assisted by Stuart conducted the
typewriting contest.

Ozona had a full slate of entries in
the four journalism events taking
three first places, one second, one
third, four fourths and one fifth
place.

“All but two of our 12 journa-
lism entries placed in the top five
places of the four events,”’ Shack-
lette said, ‘‘and the two who did not
place had the least amount of
practice and were the most in-
experienced of our writers.”’

In newswriting Michael Glaze
placed first while T. C. Tucker
placed fourth. In the next event,
Tucker earned himself a first place in
feature writing. Isabel Benitez
placed fourth and Linda Villarreal
placed fifth in that event.

In editorial writing Ozona’s three
entries came close to a clean sweep
of the top spots with second, third
and fourth places earned by Glaze,
Tucker and Brock Jones.

Freshman Copie Davis earned a
first place in the headline writing
competition. Amy Beth Scoggins
placed fourth in the event.

“Im very proud of them,”
Shacklette said. ‘‘One of the journa-
lism judges critiquing the papers
after the contest said that the quality
of writing in our district is the
highest which she had seen all year.

She predicted that some of them are
going to do well in regional com-
petition as well.”’

CONSUMER ALERT - Home-

Most fabric
pen marks are removable by apply-
ing a damp cloth to the marked area.
However, it is always best to test the
markers on a scrap piece of fabric.
Some red dyed fabrics permanently
absorb fabric markings. Ironing or
machine laundering may also
permanently set fabric marks.
CONSUMERS RATE QUALITY
CLOTHING
When we think of ‘‘quality”
clothing, most of us think of high
quality fabrics, workmanship, style
and price. But in fact, there are no
features that are absolute marks of
clothing ‘‘quality’’.
For example, not too long ago,

polyester was thought to be a fabric- -

suitable for inexpensive clothes,
while natural fibers such as cotton,
wool and silk were for expensive
clothes.

Now even expensive designer
dresses are made out of 100 percent
polyester, and natural fibers and
fiber blends are found in clothing in
all price ranges. Which type of fabric
is the higher quality?

Or consider the fact that you can
buy a sequined or beaded dress for
hundreds of dollars, yet you would
be unable to wash or clean the
garment without damaging it. Is that
quality?

Many people paid extra for the
style of designer-label jeans, only to
find that they lasted about the same
length of time as ‘‘plain’’ jeans they
bought for much less. Which is the
quality product?

Clothes made outside the United
States were once considred to be
inferior products. Yet it’s now
difficult to find clothes fully made in
this country. And many garments
manufactured overseas are made
from Texas cotton, wool and mohair.
Which place of manufacture shows
quality?

The point is that judging clothing
quality is relative. As consumers
we need to know why we’re buying a
certain item of clothing and then we
can make judgements about quality.

For a party dress that will be worn
once or twice, perhaps flimsy fabric
that won’t hold up well to washing is
appropriate. But for a skirt that you
expect to wear to work often, a good
quality, washable fabric and classic
style may be necessary.

Once you know the level of quality
you need for a certain garment, then
you can shop more carefully both for
the item and a suitable price.

Community Center to host
conference group

Ozona Community Center will host
a group of approximately 40 ladies
April 12 while they are en route to
California to attend the National
Assembly of United Methodist Wo-
men in Anaheim. The members of
the Southwest Texas Conference of
UMW will tour other such centers
across the country.

Lunch will be furnished for the
group by members of the Com-
munity Center board.

The Community Center was a
dream of the Woman’s Missionary
Society of the Ozona Methodist
Church for many years. In 1937 it
became  a. reality. when -two-young
workers came to establish a summer
program. Reverend O. Eugene
Slater was pastor of the church at the
time. With his help and that of Mrs.
Slater, Mrs. L. B. Cox Jr., Mrs.
Floyd Henderson, Mrs. Scott Peters
and other women of the church, the
work continued intoe the school year.
Miss Mary Riddle was sent by the
New York offices of the Woman’s
Division of the United Methodist
Church to serve as deaconess, and
she developed a program for the
center.

The Robert and Mary Massie
Foundation of San Angelo con-
tributed a large part of the necessary
funds to erect the stone building
which is still in use. The rest of the
construction cost was paid for by
several concerned local citizens, and
the center was dedicated in 1938.
Later the Massie Foundation fur-
nished funds to add a wing on the
north end of the building to provide
space for the growing kindergarten
program. The 1954 flood caused
extensive damage to the building,
and major repairs were needed. In
1963, through the help and coopera-
tion of many businesses, individuals,
and matching funds from the Na-
tional Division of the UMW, the
repairs were completed and a brick
home was constructed next to the
center to house the staff.

The board of the center consists of
21 members, plus the district
superintendent of the United Me-
thodist Church and the pastor of the
local church. Board members are
from the whole community as well as

" the Methodist Church. Monthly

business meetings are held through-
out the school year.

The main programs offered by the
center are classes for preschool
children. Kiddie Klub is for four-
year-old children and Tinyville is for
three-year-olds. Both groups meet
five days a week during the school
year. There are two full time staff
members, under the direction of
Mrs. Ray Valadez. They are assisted
at various times by volunteers. In the
fall of 1985, the center and the public
schools began a program of early
childhood development for handi-
capped children. Mrs. Elliott Barrera
is leader of this program.

The children attending the pro-
grams pay monthly fees. These are
used to finance the work of the
center. There are several individuals
in town whg, contribute’ monthly to
the center. The local United Me-
thodist Church gives to the center, as
does thlie San Angelo District of the

church. The center also receives
memorial gifts from time to time
from local citizens.

The purpose of the center is to
provide activities and services to
Ozona, to offer individuals the
opportunity to grow spiritually,in-
tellectually, physically and socially
and to increase the children’s
potential for success in a school
situation.

Williams asks election to Silver Haired Legislature

Troy D. Williams has announced
he is a candidate for the Silver
Haired Legislature, an advisory
group created by the last session of
the Legislature, composed of citizens
60 and older. This Silver Haired
Legislature will meet in Austin in
September to draft legislation to aid
in solving problems which relate to
older Texans. !

Four persons will be chosen in a
special election to represent the
Concho Valley Region, two of these
from Tom Green County and two
from the other twelve counties
included in the Region. These
counties include Coke, Crockett,
Irion, Kimble, Mason, McCulloch,
Menard, Reagan, Schleicher and
Sutton Counties.

In the special election to be held
on Friday, May 30, 1986, only
persons 60 or older will be eligible to

vote or hold office, of course they
must be Texas residents and regis-
tered voters.

All candidates and election work-
ers are volunteers. The elected
legislators will receive no salary and
will be responsible for their travel
expenses to Austin for the Silver
Haired Legislative session.

Troy D. Williams, a native Texan,
was born in Panola County, near the
Sabine River. He lived as a lad in
Irion County (Sherwood) before
moving to Ozona in 1931. He has
ranched in Crockett County for 48
years. He graduated from Ozona
High School in 1934, then started
college at the age of 47. He drove to
San Angelo College, now Angelo
State University, from the ranch, 80
miles one way for four years,
graduating with a BBA Degree in
1967. Williams attended the Univer-

sity of Texas School of Law, was
admitted to the State Bar on
December 15, 1969, and graduated
in February 1970. He is still active in
the practice of law, maintaining an
office in Ozona.

“It will be a challenging oppor-
tunity to aid this growing segment of
our population. I believe my ex-
perience, both as County Judge and
as District Judge, has given me the
background and experience to un-
derstand the special problems of the
older citizens, too, many of the State
Legislature members were Law
School acquaintances of mine, and
this will help. I urge all persons who
are 60 or over to go by the Clerk’s

office between May 1 and May 23

and vote for their choice, or in
person on May 30th. My name is the
last on the ticket, and I solicit your
consideration, support and vote.”’
