Early morning apartment
fire claims three lives

Three people died after a
fire at the Cottonwood Town-
homes apartment complex in
Friona destroyed four apart-
ments and damaged five oth-
ers. The Friona Volunteer Fire
Department was called to the
1300 block of Walnut Street at
5:00 a.m. on Friday, Decem-
ber 20th. Upon arriving at the
scene, local officials notified
additional fire crews to assist
in the effort. Also, a myriad
of mutual assistance agen-
cies were notified and all re-
sponded immediately.

One adult and two children

died as a result of the fire. The
victims were identified as
Mateo Zetino Ambrocio, 28,
of Friona; his daughter Sandy
Hilaria Zetino Juarez, 4 years
old, of Friona; and his neph-
ew Jose Juaquin Zetino Aju-
alip, 12 years old, of Friona.

The fire was under control
around noon but over 130
people were evacuated from
the apartment complex as a
safety precaution. Most were
able to return to their homes
by the end of the day. The
cause of the fire is still being
investigated.

Local native retires after 32 years as a commercial pilot

Claud Scott Lillard was born
October 30, 1954 in Clovis,
NM to C L Lillard and LaVelle
Scott Lillard. Scott’s ances-
tors had come to FRIONA in
1905 from Richmond, Mis-
souri. The John Lillard family
started the first livery stable in
FRIONA located at the corner
of 6th and Euclid (where the
American Legion Building is
located). They had three sons
Lawrence, Claude (C L) and
Earl. Lawrence married Edith
Maurer, C L married Carrie
Weir and Earl, who did not
marry a FRIONA girl, later re-

turned to Missouri.
C L, Sr. and Carrie had five
children: Virginia, Frank,

Marshall, who died in 1921 at
19 months, C.L., Jr., and Wil-
ton. C.L., Jr. was born in Clo-
vis, NM but his family moved
back to FRIONA when he was
just one year old. His father,
C.L. Sr. served as the local rail-
road agent at the Depot for
many years. C. L. Jr. attended
school in FRIONA all twelve
years and played football for
the Chieftains in high school.
After a short trip to California
as a senior, he and some foot-
ball friends graduated there.

In 1942, C.L. was the first
19 year old drafted for WWII
in Parmer County serving in
the United States Army from
October 1942 to November
1945. He fought in the Euro-
pean theater including the
D-Day invasion at Normandy,
Ardennes, Rhineland, North-
ern France, Central Europe
and in the Battle of the Bulge.
Following the war, Sgt. Lillard
returned to FRIONA and start-
ed working for his brother-in-
law, Louis Woodford, when he
met LaVelle Scott through a
mutual friend. LaVelle is from
Tipton, OK near Altus. They
married in February 1949 in
Clovis, NM and moved to Cali-
fornia ‘to getrich’ but returned
to FRIONA in 1950 when C. L.
went into the Real Estate and
Insurance business, his life-
long career. His office was in
an historic building which had
been a glass pump gas sta-
tion in early FRIONA for many
years.

Scott followed in his dad’s
footsteps and attended FRI-
ONA schools all twelve years
. He had some of his Dad’s
teachers, Carmaleet Truitt
and J. T. Gee and even went to
the ‘Old Red’ building as his
dad did before the building
was torn down in 1965. As a
child Scott dreamed of being a
pilot and never gave up on his
dream. Following the Lillard
legacy, Scott played sports
from the 7th grade on up to his
senior year including track,
some basketball and lots of
football. During Scott’s school

years dad C. L. bought an au-
thentic chieftain headdress for
the mascot to wear. He also
furnished a full blood Arabian
horse, Jamzed, for the Chief-
tain mascot to ride at games
for the 1965-66 school year.
After his graduation from
high school in 1973, Scott at-
tended Lubbock Christian
College and enrolled in the Air
Force ROTC at Texas Tech. His
goal was to become a pilot in
the military, but when Presi-
dent Carter closed the pro-
gram for training new pilots,
he had to find another way.

He sold Kirby vacuum clean-
ers to work his way through
college. Commercial airlines
require a four year college
degree in aircraft operations
plus 1,500 hours in flying ex-
perience, so he had his work
cut out for him. On the way,
he met his future wife Susan
Snow who was from Fritch, TX
while attending a LCC. They
married in 1975 and have two
sons, Shane and Jeremy. Di-
vorced in 1990, Scott married
Linda Greco from Massachu-
setts in 2016.

Although Scott’s dream
began in early childhood,
he experienced his first
flight at Benger Air Park
at age 12 with his dad C.L.
and a local crop duster pi-
lot. He was hooked! Later,
he rented many planes at
Benger from Elvie Jennings.
He took his first flying les-
son in January 1977. Scott
realized his dream and be-
came a commercial airline
pilot for America West Air-
lines AWA in October 1987
based in Phoenix, Arizona
and quickly became cap-
tain. In 2005, America West
announced that they were
buying the bankrupt U S
Airways. “My company’s
name changed as did my
uniform, but my AWA boss,
Doug Parker, ran U S Air-
ways as well” In December
2013, U S Airways acquired
the bankrupt American
Airlines again keeping the
acquired company’s name
for business name recogni-
tion. “My old boss at AWA
still runs the new American
Airlines and once again I
got anew uniform and kept
my Captain status.” Captain
Lillard has been captain for

28 of his 32 years with all
but the last year based in
Phoenix. American is now
the largest airline and they
do have very good training.

“In 2018, I changed from
flying the Airbus 319, 320
and 321 to my retirement
aircraft, the Airbus 330, the
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largest in the fleet” Fly-
ing the 330 is the pinnacle
of a pilot’s career, but one
doesn’t get the opportunity
until your number comes
up. “My last flight came
on October 26, 2019 from
Prague in the Czech Re-
public back home to Phila-
delphia, home base for the
330. I retired with around
26,900 hours of flight time
or about 3.2 years if you
could fly 24/7/365 and
mostly night flying for mil-
lions of nautical miles.* I
loved the 330 but just fly-
ing is not for everyone, but
if you do have the bug, it is
very hard to get rid of it.”

The AIRBUS 330 200 and
the Airbus 330 300, both
have crews of 3 pilots, 1
captain and 2 first officers,
and 10 flight attendants.
The 300 flies 5200 miles and
carries 291 passengers. The
200 flies up to 8300 miles,
has a wingspan of 198 ft.,
weighs 516,686 pounds
and carries 269 passengers.
Pilots rotate during long
flights with one at rest, but
all 3 are on the flight deck
for takeoffs and landings.
His mandatory retirement
came on October 29, 2019
one day before his 65th
birthday.

What’s next on the ho-
rizon for Captain Lillard?
Perhaps a contract to train
future pilots in flight simu-
lators in Dallas. A true perk
above the bright blue? All
those beautiful sunrises
and sunsets. Seeing St.
Elmo’s fire, static electric-
ity, dance across the wind-
shield during storms was
a more frightening experi-
ence. When I asked him
about the grounding of all

planes after 9/11, he said
that he was in Europe and
had to stay put for 17 days...
A sad reality, several hun-
dred crew members are in-
jured each year in trips to
and from the airports in ho-
tel vans. Some with career
ending injuries.

Please join me in congrat-
ulating Captain Claud Scott
Lillard, Flight Operations
Pilot for American Airlines,
a distinguished FRIONA
High School graduate upon
his service and retirement.

Texas Weekly Fuel
Update and Outlook

Texas gas prices have risen 5.5 cents in the past week, averaging
$2.27 per gallon, according to GasBuddy’s daily survey of 13,114
stations. Gas prices in Texas are 2.5 cents per gallon higher than a
month ago and stand 31.3 cents per gallon higher than a year ago.

According to GasBuddy price reports, the cheapest station in
Texas is priced at $1.99 while the most expensive is $3.19 per gal-
lon. The cheapest price in the entire country today stands at $1.88
while the most expensive is $5.19 per gallon. The national aver-
age price of gasoline has risen 1.6 cents in the last week, averag-
ing $2.57 per gallon. The national average is down 2.0 cents per
gallon from a month ago and stands 32.3 cents per gallon higher
than a year ago.

“The streak has been broken: for seven straight weeks we saw
the national average drop, but the fun has come to an end as oil
prices continue to show strength into the last days of 2019 boost-
ing the national average this past week,” said Patrick DeHaan,
head of petroleum analysis for GasBuddy.

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Blue Water Navy Vietnam Veterans
Act takes effect Jan. 1, 2020

VBA Employees,

The Blue Water Navy Vietnam Veterans Act of 2019 (Public
Law 116-23) will take effect on Jan. 1, 2020. This new law ex-
tends the presumption of exposure to herbicides to Veterans
who served in the offshore waters of the Republic of Vietnam.
Eligible Blue Water Navy (BWN) Veterans will be able to ap-
ply for disability compensation and other benefits if they
served in this designated area between Jan. 9, 1962 and May
7, 1975 and developed one of 14 illnesses related to contact
with herbicides such as Agent Orange. In addition, Veterans
who served in or near the Korean Demilitarized Zone between
Sept. 1, 1967 and Aug. 31, 1971, may also qualify for benefits
for themselves and their family members.

With the implementation of the BWN Act on Jan. 1, VA will
immediately begin deciding claims to deliver benefits to eligi-
ble Veterans and survivors. VA will continue to provide excel-
lent customer service to all Veterans throughout this process.
BWN claims will be processed under current prioritization
with special priority given to BWN Veterans over age 85 or
those who have a terminal condition.

In addition, the Blue Water Navy Vietnam Veterans Act also
includes changes to the Loan Guaranty program for all Veter-
ans, not just Blue Water Navy Veterans. To learn more about
those changes, please visit the BWN Loan Guaranty Landing
Page.

The Veterans Benefits Administration (VBA) has developed
a BWN Informational website to communicate the latest de-
velopments and to house resources that are beneficial to un-
derstanding the law, Veterans’ eligibility and how to apply.

Paxton lauds 5th Circuit ruling against Af-
fordable Care Act

AUSTIN — After the U.S. Court of Appeals
for the Fifth Circuit declared the individual
mandate in “Obamacare” unconstitutional on
Dec. 18, Texas Attorney General Ken Paxton
expressed his agreement.

“The Fifth Circuit’s holding is clear: the fed-
eral government cannot order private citizens
to purchase subpar insurance products that
they don’t want,” Paxton said. “The individual
mandate is the centerpiece of Obamacare and
I am glad the Fifth Circuit recognized that it is
unlawful”

Paxton said he looks forward to demonstrat-
ing in federal district court that the rest of the
law cannot stand without the individual man-
date, and added:

“Yesterday'’s decision is a win for the rule of
law,” he said. “Finally being rid of this law will
be a victory for all Americans.”

The lawsuit against the federal government
was filed in U.S. District Court in the North-
ern District of Texas by Paxton and a list of
other state attorneys general. Paxton said it
would be up to the lower court to determine
whether any part of the U.S. Patient Protection
and Affordable Care Act of 2010, referred to as
“Obamacare,” can remain, in light of the man-
date’s unconstitutionality.

In Texas and 38 other states where the feder-
al government administers health exchanges,
health insurance premiums rose an average of
105 percent from 2013 to 2017, Paxton said.

The U.S. Supreme Court upheld Obamacare
in 2012, but a majority of the justices agreed
that the law’s individual mandate was consti-
tutional only because its accompanying tax
penalty could justify forcing individuals to
purchase health insurance under Congress’
taxing power. Devoid of that penalty, Obam-
acare’s individual mandate cannot be pre-
served as a tax, rendering Obamacare entirely
unlawful, Paxton said.

Meanwhile, according to U.S. Census data,
an estimated five million Texas residents, or
nearly 18 percent of the state’s population, do
not have health insurance.

TPWD promotes hikes

The Texas Parks & Wildlife Department on
Dec. 20 encouraged Texans “to kick off the
next decade of adventures at a Texas State Park
by participating in a First Day Hike.”

To foster the effort, the agency scheduled a

variety of events on New Year’s Day. First Day
Hikes aim to help visitors commit to their New
Year’s resolutions to get healthy, the agency
said.

First Day Hikes events include strolls on sce-
nic trails, midnight walks, polar plunges, bike
rides and short treks with four-legged family
members and more strenuous hikes for expe-
rienced visitors.

Last year, according to Texas Parks & Wild-
life, 77 state parks hosted First Day Hike events
in which an estimated 4,000 participants
walked, paddled and biked.

Jobless rate stays low

The Texas Workforce Commission on Dec.
20 announced that the Lone Star State’s sea-
sonally adjusted unemployment rate held
steady at 3.4% in November.

The rate marks the sixth consecutive month
of record low unemployment in the state. Also,
3.4% is the lowest unemployment rate since
series tracking began in 1976, according to an
agency news release.

The Midland Metropolitan Statistical Area
(MSA) recorded November’s lowest unem-
ployment rate among Texas MSAs with a non-
seasonally adjusted rate of 2.1%, followed by
the Amarillo and Austin-Round Rock MSAs
each with an adjusted rate of 2.5%. The Col-
lege Station-Bryan and Lubbock MSAs each
recorded the third lowest rate at 2.6%.

Reps vote on impeachment

The U.S. House of Representatives on Dec.
18 voted to approve two articles of impeach-
ment against President Donald Trump.

The vote on Article I, Abuse of Power, was
230 for, 197 against and 1 present/not voting.
The vote on Article II, Obstruction of Congress,
was 229 for, 198 against and 1 present/not vot-
ing.

For Texas’ 36-member House delegation,
the vote was partisan. All 23 Republicans voted
not to approve both articles and all 13 Demo-
crats voted to approve both articles.

As of the deadline for this column, the arti-
cles of impeachment had not been forwarded
to the U.S. Senate, where the president would
be tried in accordance with Article 3 of the U.S.
Constitution, with the Honorable John Rob-
erts, chief justice of the U.S. Supreme Court,
presiding.

The 2019 US tornado season included an ‘extraordinary occurrence

Last year, the U.S. set a record
low for the number of fatalities
with just 10 people killed, the
lowest number since tornado
fatality record-keeping began
in 1875.

A pair of unforgettable tor-
nadoes bookended the 2019
U.S. tornado season, which is
effectively over; the National
Oceanic and Atmospheric Ad-
ministration (NOAA) has no
reports of tornadoes so far in
December. The U.S. tornado
season typically runs from
March through November or
sometimes into early Decem-

ber, although tornadoes can
occur at any time.

The year’s deadliest event
was an EF4 tornado that killed
23 people in Lee County, Ala-
bama, in early March. Tor-
nadoes and their destruction
killed a total of 38 people in the
U.S. this year.

Lastyear, the U.S. setarecord
low for the number of fatalities
with just 10 people killed, the
lowest number since tornado
fatality record-keeping began
in 1875. The previous record
low total was 12 in 1910. Tor-
nadoes cause an average of 80
U.S. fatalities annually.

However, one of the costli-
est tornado outbreaks in Texas
history, amazingly, resulted in
no deaths when it struck north
Dallas on October 20 and 21.
AccuWeather estimates the to-
tal damage and economic loss
from that severe outbreak of 10
tornadoes - including an EF3 -
will approach $4 billion.

“The tornado outbreak this
past October was extraordi-
nary in the sense that, thank-
fully, nobody was killed,” said
AccuWeather Founder and
CEO Dr. Joel N. Myers. “No-
body - not one person! That’s
the story - the amazing prog-
ress that has been made in
weather forecasting accuracy
over the last 50 or more years
and our ability to get life-sav-
ing warnings to people in ad-
vance so they can take action
and get out of harm’s way cer-
tainly paid off in this case.”

In between the events in
Alabama and Texas, 556 tor-

nadoes occurred nationally in
May, unofficially breaking the
record for the month of 542 set
in 2003, though the monthly
total has yet to be confirmed.
The 25-year average for May is
269 tornadoes.

AccuWeather’s 2019 fore-
cast released in February ac-
curately pinpointed the areas
to be hit hardest this year, with
a higher frequency of severe
weather risks in the tradition-
al Tornado Alley -- notably
Oklahoma, Kansas and parts
of Texas - which is more than
they had experienced on aver-
age the previous three years.

“People were starting to
question whether Tornado Al-
ley should be shifted farther
east, but our forecast accu-
rately called for more events in
the traditional area this year,’
said AccuWeather Lead Long-
Range Meteorologist Paul Pas-
telok.

Texas, with 188 tornadoes,
has experienced the most of
any state in the U.S., according
to preliminary, unconfirmed
data from NOAA. Kansas is
second with 127, while Okla-
homa and Mississippi are tied
for third with 98.

“We are trying to prepare
people in advance where dis-
ruptive weather can occur
more frequently throughout
the season and impact their
safety, work or everyday plans,’
Pastelok said. “We work to save
as many lives as possible and
to give people, companies,
those in emergency services
and others as much advance

notice as possible to prepare
and to take action”

NOAA’s preliminary reports
show there have been 1,603
tornadoes in 2019, but that
total is not a confirmed final
number. The inflation-adjust-
ed annual tornado running to-
tal - which attempts to remove
overcount by multiplying the
preliminary total by 0.85 - is
1,363, according to NOAA.

There were 1,169 tornadoes
in 2018, and the 25-year aver-
age is 1,199 tornadoes a year,
according to NOAAs Storm
Prediction Center. Accu-
Weather’s forecast in February
for 2019 estimated an increase
of roughly 20 percent over the
25-year average.

Tornado-related  fatalities
have been trending downward
despite more people living in
tornado-prone areas. The rea-
sons for this trend include ad-
vances in weather science and
technology, the increasing ac-
curacy and speed of process-
ing warnings and the effec-
tiveness of warning methods
such as through mobile apps,
as well as better cooperation
between government weather
services and the American
weather industry that includes
AccuWeather.

Break out the bubbly: Sparkling Wine 101 Get to know
varieties, how Texas’' sparkling wine market continues to grow

The holidays are a time for
celebrating, and Texas A&M
Agrilife Extension Service
experts say Texas sparkling
wines are a buoyant option
for toasting during gather-
ings or ringing in the New
Year with friends and fam-
ily.

Champagne vs. spar-
kling wine - All champagne
is sparkling wine but not
all sparkling wine is cham-
pagne.

Sparkling wine can only
be called champagne if
it comes from the Cham-
pagne region of France, lo-
cated outside of Paris, and
is made using chardonnay,
pinot noir or pinot meunier
grape varieties, explained
Jim Kamas, AgriLife Exten-
sion fruit specialist based in
Fredericksburg.

As the juice from crushed
grapes ferments to become
wine, carbon dioxide gas is
formed as a byproduct of
fermentation. If the gas is
allowed to escape, the re-
sult will be a “still” or non-
sparkling wine. But if at
some point the process of
fermentation is halted and
the carbon dioxide gas is
prevented from escaping,
this will produce sparkling
wine.

“In more recent years,
winemakers in Texas have
expanded into making spar-
kling wines,” Kamas said.
“While the traditional grape
varieties used in the pro-
duction of champagne are
the chardonnay and pinot
noir, neither of those variet-
ies are very widely planted
in Texas.

Sparkling wines come in
both white and rosé styles
with a wide array of fla-
vors and aromas depend-
ing on the grapes used and
winemaking practices em-
ployed, said Michael Cook,
Agrilife Extension viti-
culturist, Denton. Grapes
commonly being used to
produce sparkling wines in
Texas include roussanne,
Marsanne, chenin blanc,
viognier, chardonnay, pi-
not noir, trebbiano tuscano,
blanc du bois and other lo-
cally grown varieties.

“That being said, all spar-
kling wines share at least
two things in common:
sharp acidity, which helps
lend to the wine’s crisp and
fresh taste, and bubbles,
which give a creamy and
rich perception to the pal-
ate,” he said. “Because of
these characteristics, spar-
kling wines are well suited
to the typical heavy dishes
served at Christmas and
New Year’s. Sparkling wines
are not just for celebra-
tion but pair nicely with
chicken, turkey, ham, lob-
ster, stuffing, yams, mashed
potatoes, holiday pies, and
don'’t forget the cheese and
chocolate”

Pétillant naturel - While
the rosé craze has taken the
state and nation by storm,
Cook said a new trend is
quickly gaining popularity
in the sparkling wine world
- the production of pétillant
naturel, or pet nat, wines.
This sparkling winemaking
style utilizes natural yeast
and in-bottle fermentation
to produce a bubble-rich
wine with a wide range of

light and refreshing aromas.

Cook said wineries love
them because they can be
offered to consumers soon-
er than wines that require
aging, and consumers love
them because they are light
and refreshing.

Pet nat wines are partially
fermented in vats or tanks,
then transferred to bottles
and sealed. The fermenta-
tion process continues in
bottle, generating carbon
dioxide, which creates both
the pressure and the bub-
bles “we know and love,’
said Andreea Botezatu,
Ph.D, Agrilife Extension
enologist, College Station.

Because these wines are
not filtered or polished in
any way, they tend to be
cloudy and contain sedi-
ments, which is perfectly
normal for this particular
style of wine, Botezatu not-
ed.

“They’re light and fruity
and easy to drink,” she said.
“They’re perfect for parties.”

Méthode champenoise

In July 2018, Grape Creek
Vineyards opened Heath
Sparkling Wines, a facility
that produces four differ-
ent sparkling wines bottled
under the names Euphoria,
Adoration, Ebullience and
Blanc de Blancs. The mod-
ern-style facility, touted as
“the first winery in Texas
dedicated to the art of spar-
kling winemaking,” also has
a tasting area.

“We use pinot noir and
chardonnay grapes, but
also produce a sparkling
rosé wine using pinot grigio
and a sparkling white that’s
a blend of trebbiano and
chenin blanc,” said Jason
Englert, a winemaker for
Grape Creek Vineyards in
Fredericksburg.

Englert said the most
well-known way of pro-
cessing champagne and
sparkling wines is the mé-
thode champenoise, but
the equipment for this pro-
cess is specialized and very
expensive, representing a
substantial investment for a
winery.

“So, what we do at Heath
Sparkling Wines is process
the grapes and ferment the
juice to make the base wine
(cuveé). The finished base
wines are then filtered and
transported by tanker to a
sparkling wine processing
facility in California to com-
plete the méthode champe-
noise process.”

Once the process is com-
pleted, which usually takes

about 18 months, the spar-
kling wine, which is in
champagne bottles, is cork-
ed and has a wire hood ap-
plied. Then foils and labels
are affixed and the bottles
are placed in case boxes
and palletized for return

shipping.
Those proponents of the
méthode champenoise

point to the individual at-
tention given each bottle
and the time taken to com-
plete the process as neces-
sary for bringing out the full
flavor and richness of the
wine.

Englert noted other
Texas winemakers have
experimented with mak-
ing sparkling wines using
other methods such as the
old-school pétillant naturel
process and the Charmat
method, a more economi-
cal production process
in which still wine goes
through secondary fermen-
tation in large vessels.

Texas winemakers -
Along with Heath, other
Texas wineries that pro-
duce sparkling wines in-
clude Messina Hof Win-
ery, McPherson Vineyards,
Wedding Oak  Winery,
William Chris Vineyards,
Saint Tryhpon, Spicewood
Vineyards, Farmhouse
Vineyards, Knipp Cellars,
Southold Farm and Cel-
lars, Landon Winery, Fiesta
Winery and Whistling Duck
Vineyards and Winery.

“We have made some re-
ally exceptional sparkling
wines with blanc du bois,
pinot blanc, chenin blanc
and trebbiano, as well as
the traditional chardonnay
and pinot noir grapes,” said
Messina Hof Winery owner
and winemaker Paul Bonar-
rigo, who is also president of
the Texas Wine and Grape
Growers Association.

Bonarrigo said as infra-
structure and knowledge
bases grow there will be an
expansion in the production
of sparkling wines through-
out the state, and consum-
ers will see more and more
wineries launching a spar-
kling wine product.

Cook agrees. “Texas is re-
ally getting a foothold in the
sparkling wine niche mar-
ket,” he said. “Winemakers
see the advantages of turn-
ing out amazingly fresh and
aromatic wines that utilize
grapes that may not be suit-
ed for their traditional table
wines and can be offered to
consumers sooner rather
than later”

There were no public comments. The
Minutes from the previous meeting were
read and approved. Commissioners ap-
proved the payment of the accounts pay-

ables as presented by County Treasurer Sha-
ron May and the Treasurer’s Report was also
approved.

Commissioners discussed a Road Use
Agreement with a potential Wind Farm op-
erator in the Lazbuddie area. The agenda
item was tabled until a more detailed agree-
ment could be finalized.

The Court was asked to consider approv-
ing a fiber optic cable line under a County
Road. It was determined that “Ironwood” is

a subdivision road and not a County road.

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Voting By Mail In The 2020 Elections
By Susie Spring, Parmer County Clerk

A large number of regis-
tered voters are eligible to
receive an early ballot by
mail for the Primary Elec-
tion in March of 2020, any
Run-off Election in May
of 2020 and the Novem-
ber 2020 General election.
There are qualifications
that have to be met to re-
ceive a ballot by mail. You
must apply for a ballot by
mail each year; the appli-
cation is only good for the
year in which you apply.

First, you must be a reg-
istered voter of the county
in which you are asking
for a ballot by mail.

Then, to be eligible you
must know that you will
be out of the county on
voting days, OR have a
disability that prevents
you from voting in person,
OR be 65 years of age or
older. In certain instances
someone incarcerated in
jail may be eligible.

You may receive an ap-
plication by mail from one
of the political parties or
you may go online to vo-
tetexas.gov. Click on the
Voters with Special Needs
tab at the top right of the
page. Go down to the bot-
tom of that page and click
on “Get Application”.

You may request an ap-
plication from the Parmer

County Clerk’s office by
calling 806-441-3691 or
mail a request to: Parmer
County Clerk PO Box 356
Farwell, TX 79325 and an
application will be mailed
to you. You may also come
to the Clerk’s office in the
Courthouse and pick up
an application.

Please fill out the en-
tire application. Applica-
tions not correctly filled
out are invalid and will
not be processed. When
filling out the application
you must designate which
election you are request-
ing a ballot to be sent to
you. If you check ANNUAL
APPLICATION, this in-
cludes all elections held
in 2020.

Also please indicate
which party ballot you
are requesting. Applica-
tions must be mailed or
brought in person to the
Parmer County Clerk’s of-
fice. For the Primary Elec-
tion, all applications must
be received by 3 PM, Fri-
day, February 21, 2020. If
you are requesting a ballot
be sent out of the country,
the deadline for receiving
the request is Wednesday,
February 12, 2020.

Please exercise your
right to vote as a citizen of
the United States.

2020 Census Provides Job Opportunities for Texans Age 50-Plus

Nearly 100 days are left be-
fore the 2020 Census count be-
gins, and advocates for Texans
over age 50 say this massive
undertaking is an opportunity
for people looking for short-
term work.

Tina Tran, state director of
AARP Texas, says her organiza-
tion is helping older residents
who want to get involved to
become census-takers in their
communities.

“The Census is a great op-
portunity for particularly older
workers who are looking for
flexible work and short-term
work,” says Tran. “And the Cen-
sus is looking at adding about
500,000 temporary workers.”

Texas is one of five states
in the nation that has chosen

not to establish a statewide
“Complete Count” committee,
tasked with increasing aware-
ness and motivating residents
to participate in the 2020 Cen-
sus.

Without a state count com-
mittee, Tran adds it's even
more important that schools
and local organizations ensure
all families are educated about
the census.

“Itisreally important thatwe
get an accurate count, because
resources and representation
is on the line,” says Tran. “Our
officials estimate that even a
1% undercount could result in
lost millions of dollars for our
state.”

Tran points out that un-
derstanding how the census

works can help protect people
against potential scams. For
instance, she says the Census
Bureau doesn’t send emails to
individuals, and if you receive
an email claiming to be from
the census, it’s a scam.

“Often, scammers will use
this as a way to get access to
your Social Security number,’
says Tran. “They also may ask
for bank account or credit card
numbers. The census will not
demand any money or threat-
en any jail time for not partici-
pating”

If you suspect a scam, Tran
says contact the Census Bu-
reau and your local police de-
partment. You can also call the
AARP Fraud Watch Network
hotline at 877-908-3360.
