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Cargill and TXDOT discuss
new entrance for Friona Plant

Cargill and Texas De-
partment of Transporta-
tion (TXDOT) officials met
Monday to discuss possible
options on improving the
entrance to the Friona Car-
gill Plant. Parmer County
officials were also invited to
attend the meeting.

Three  options  have
emerged from the meetings
between Cargill and TX-
DOT. The following is a brief
summary of the plans which
includes a cost estimate and
a possible completion date.
These are preliminary esti-
mates only. While there is
no definite timetable, TX-
DOT officials would like to
start their planning process
by the end of February.

The U-Turn Option

This plan would close the
current entrance and exit
from Highway 60. All traffic
exiting the plant would be
sent east towards Friona.
U-turn lanes would be in-
stalled somewhere around
Country Road ] so employ-
ees would have the option
to make a u-turn and then
merge to Highway 60 and
travel west. All traffic enter-
ing the plant would come
from the west. Those em-
ployees arriving from the
east would have to drive
past the plant and a u-turn
lane would be available
somewhere around County
Road 15 for them to u-turn

and travel back east to the
plant entrance. The two U-
turn lanes would be large
enough for both cars and
trucks.

The estimated cost is $6.5
million for this option. TX-
DOT would fund this option
and construction could be-
gin sometime this summer.
This option alleviates the
danger of crossing Highway
60 in order to enter or exit
the plant. It does not solve
the problem of Cargill traffic
crossing the railroad tracks
to enter or exit the plant.

The Highway 60 Overpass
Option

This plan would call for
the installation of an east/
west overpass over the cur-
rent plant entrance. Motor-
ists from Friona and Bovina
would drive up and over the
plant entrance. Cargill traf-
fic would exit Highway 60
and would use the current
roads to enter the Plant.
Traffic would exit the plant
and turn right to merge
onto Highway 60 east or
travel under the overpass
and turn left to merge onto
Highway 60 west.

The estimated cost is $15
million for this option. TX-
DOT would provide ap-
proximately $11 million
and Cargill would be re-
sponsible for $4 million.
Estimated completion time
would be 2022. This option

Governor Abbott Attends
USMCA Ceremonial Bill Signing

Governor Greg Abbott
joined President Donald
Trump on Wednesday, Janu-
ary 29th for the United States-
Mexico-Canada Agreement
(USMCA) ceremonial bill
signing in Washington D.C.
This trade agreement be-
tween the United States,
Mexico and Canada modern-
izes the 25-year-old North
American Free Trade Agree-
ment (NAFTA), and will
support mutually beneficial
trade leading to freer mar-
kets, fairer trade and robust
economic growth in North
America. It is estimated that
the USMCA will have a posi-
tive impact of $17.6 billion
on Texas’ annual gross prod-

uct and create 164,700 new
jobs in the state, according to
December 2019 projections
from Perryman Group. The
USMCA also allows Texas
increased access to trade
with Mexico and Canada,
the state’s two largest export
partners.

“Today’s signing of the
USMCA trade agreement is
a win for the Lone Star State
and all of America,” said Gov-
ernor Abbott. “As the number
one exporter in the nation, a
strong relationship with our
trade partners is vital to Tex-
as’ booming economy and its
unprecedented growth.

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also solves the cross traffic
problems but does not ad-
dress the railroad crossing
issues.

The County Road 15 Over-
pass Option

This plan would call for
the installation of north/
south overpass over High-
way 60 and the railroad
tracks somewhere near
County Road 15. The cur-
rent plant entrance would
be removed. Cargill traffic
would exit Highway 60 and
use the overpass to travel
over Highway 60 and/or the
railroad tracks in order to
enter the plant.

The estimated cost is $21
million for this option. TX-
DOT would provide ap-
proximately $11 million
and Cargill would be re-
sponsible for $10 million.
Estimated completion time
would be 2024. This option
solves both the Highway 60
cross traffic issues and the
problems associated with
crossing the railroad tracks.

One additional factor
looming over the planning
process is that BNSF Rail-
way is adding a third track
in Parmer County. Train
traffic will definitely be in-
creasing in the future. New
Mexico officials have appar-
ently approached TXDOT
district engineers concern-
ing a possible overpass in
Farwell/Texico.
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What was predicted as a “dusting” turned out to be a major 4.5 inch snowstorm
that hit Friona on Tuesday. The low pressure veered northward and the tem-
peratures headed south. School was cancelled on Wednesday as the Junior High
School marquee indicates. The rain and snow received from December through
this week has the area off to its best start to the growing season since 2017.

Charles Goodnight Historical Center to Transfer
Ownership to Texas Historical Commission

The operation of the Charles
Goodnight Historical Center
will be transferred from the
Armstrong County Museum
Inc. to the Texas Historical
Commission (THC). “We wel-
come the challenge to build
on the legacy of this impor-
tant institution and continue
its work,” said Mark Wolfe,
THC Executive Director.
“The Center helps preserve
the important and compel-
ling history of the Texas Pan-
handle and the role agricul-
ture played in its growth. We
look forward to maintaining a
unique and significant site for
heritage travelers and history
lovers to enjoy.”

THC staff will work with the

museum to complete a trans-
fer agreement, which will
identify a date for the formal
transfer of operations. This
site is the newest addition to
the 31 sites under the man-
agement of the THC, and the
first property that the agency
will operate in the Panhandle
region. For more information
about these sites, visit www.

About the Charles Good-
night Historical Center: The
Charles and Mary Ann Good-
night Ranch House is one of
the few remaining early ranch
headquarters in the Texas
Panhandle. It now serves as
home to the Charles Good-
night Historical Center.

Charles Goodnight came
to Texas from Illinois as a boy
in 1845. During his youth, he
held various jobs, from farm-
ing to racing horses, and in
the 1850s, he began running
cattle and freighting cot-
ton. In 1876, he established
the first cattle ranch in the
vast Texas Panhandle, which
became the internationally
known JA Ranch. Involved in
the preservation of the area’s
native buffalo, he also bred
the first herd of cattalo by
crossing buffalo with range
cattle. Goodnight'’s life and
career was critical to the de-
velopment of “cattle culture”
across the West and South-
west.

‘I'm an American and I'm Proud of it’

A degree, a job, a family, Han Owens finally becomes a citizen

As a young girl living in
Taoyuan, not far from Taipei
in Taiwan, Han Hsu always
wanted to study abroad. She
really wanted to go to Eng-
land though college there
was too expensive for her
family, but she was deter-
mined to look at all options.

“We listened to the radio
a lot in Taiwan, an all-Eng-
lish station, and they were
talking about an exchange
student program,” she said.
“My parents had no idea
what I was listening to, but I
told them about the confer-
ence where you could learn
about exchange student op-
tions. They said, ‘Sure, you
can go.”

It wasn't all that long be-
fore Han Hsu found her-
self, at age 16, in Denton,
Texas. She stayed with the
Bob and Lillis Owens fam-
ily, who had a son named
Nathan. For her junior year
in 2006, she went to Ryan
High School but returned
to Taoyuan to finish high
school in 2008.

However, she intended to
return to the United States
for a college education. She
took the foreign student en-
trance exam, and her score
and interests best fit three
college options: the Univer-
sity of Kentucky, University
of North Texas in Denton, a
place she was familiar, and
a school in Canyon, Texas,
called West Texas A&M Uni-
versity.

“I had zero knowledge
about WT,” Han said.

But WT did offer the most
enticing scholarships for
foreign students. She knew
the University was a part of
The Texas A&M University
System, which is well known
in Taiwan. Han spent time
on Google, talked to a few
people, checked on some
ratings, and did some oth-
er homework. With a long
leap of faith across the Pa-
cific Ocean, Han headed for
Canyon in the fall of 2008.

“I thought I'd give it a
shot,” she said. “If it didn’t
work out, I'd study there the
first semester and transfer
to UNT and be close to my
host family again.”

And?

“In the beginning, I was
terrified,” Han said. “I had
no idea if I'd ever make
friends and survive college
and the whole process.”

She had to will herself to
break out of a shell that a
different language and cul-
ture in a strange place might
keep sheltered. It started
with student orientation
where she met others in
similar straits that became
her best friends. Clubs and
honor societies furthered
her transition from South-
east Asia to the Texas Pan-
handle.

“You have to step out of
your comfort zone, that’s
what I'would tell any foreign
student,” Han said. “Taiwan-

ese students typically don’t
go out much. The culture is
different. We don’t hang out
the way students do here.
Maybe your English is not
as good or you're scared to
say the wrong word. So it’s
easy not to get out and ex-
plore. It is a culture shock,
but you can get through it

It was also at WT that the
Owens family in Denton
would have a more lasting
impact. That young boy, Na-
than, had since become her
boyfriend. He came to Can-
yon in the winter of 2009 to
be closer to her.

Han would graduate in 3
% years in 2011 with a de-
gree in mass communica-
tions with an emphasis in
public relations and a mi-
nor in business administra-
tion. Former professors Lori
Westermann, Dr. Butler
Cain, and current associate
professor of media commu-
nications, Dr. Enyonam Os-
ei-Hware, played key roles
in Han’s development.

“They were just phenom-
enal,” she said. “As a foreign
student, there was definitely
some assignments I had no
idea about and didn’t un-
derstand. They patiently
helped me through my col-
lege years.”

A marketing internship
with the Panhandle-Plains
Historical Museum turned
into a position as market-
ing administrator for the
Amarillo Civic Center after

Han Owens
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graduation. That was a job
she learned of while scan-
ning the City of Amarillo
website in looking for work
for Nathan.

The two married in July
2012. Nathan works at Bell
Helicopter. Han still has her
same position with the Civic
Center. Together, they have
Addelyn, 2 %, and a Ger-
man Shepherd, Sam, and a
Labrador, Raiden.

Even though she has
carved a stable and warm
life in the United States,
there was a bit of a hole. She
studied at WT on a student
visa. To remain in the U.S.
legally, she purchased a 10-
year green card, the “lawful
permanent resident” card.

But what about the big-
gest step, an American citi-
zen? Was that doable?

“It had been in my head
for a while,” Han said. “We
had been talking about it
ever since we got married.
To be honest, some of it was
beinglazy. I had the 10-year
green card, so I thought I
could put it aside and think
about it later”

For this only child, the
death of her mother, Mei-
Hsie, a few years ago was
a catalyst to maybe quit
thinking about it and do it.
So last June she applied for
citizenship. There was ini-
tially an interview test that
included writing and read-
ing three months ago. That
was followed by a civil test
where there were 100 pos-
sible questions on history,
culture and civics of which
she would answer six.

Then, on Jan. 7, the first
Tuesday of the new year,
Han Owens and 97 others
took the Oath of Allegiance
at a naturalization cer-
emony at the Marvin Jones
Federal building in Ama-
rillo. She now had dual citi-
zenship in Taiwan and the
United States.

“At first, I didn’t feel any-
thing,” she said. “It was more
I'm glad it’s behind me. It
was not until a few days
later that it hit me. I'm an
American and very proud
of it. Now when we pledge
allegiance to the flag, I can
do it too. I used to stand re-
spectfully. Now I can do the
same thing everyone else
does. I am happy and proud
to do that”

Texas gas prices have fallen
4.3 cents in the past week to
an average of $2.14 per gal-
lon, according to GasBuddy's
daily survey of 13,114 sta-
tions. Gas prices in Texas are
13.3 cents per gallon lower
than a month ago butare 18.1
cents per gallon higher than a
year ago.

According to GasBuddy
price reports, the cheapest
station in Texas is priced at
$1.86 while the most expen-
sive is $3.19 per gallon. The

“Oil
prices continue to sag on
worries over the spread of
the coronavirus, blowing the
door wide open for a con-
tinued slump at the pump.

Abbott joins officials in response to virus
originating in China

AUSTIN — Gov. Greg Abbott on Jan. 30 com-
mented on a White House briefing about ac-
tions to stem the transmission of novel coro-
navirus in the United States.

Speakers at the briefing concerning the out-
break of the new respiratory illness that origi-
nated in Wuhan, China, included U.S. Depart-
ment of Health and Human Services Secretary
Alex Azar, Robert Redfield, director of the Cen-
ters for Disease Control and Prevention and
Anthony Fauci, director of the National Insti-
tute of Allergy and Infectious Diseases at the
National Institutes of Health.

“The State of Texas is continuing to collabo-
rate with our local, state and federal partners
as updates come in on the status of the coro-
navirus,” Abbott said. “Our local communities
will have the resources they need to respond to
any potential cases of the coronavirus in their
area, and we remain committed to ensuring
the health and safety of all Texans.”

On Jan. 27, Abbott met with state health and
emergency management officials for a brief-
ing on the same topic. “The Lone Star State will
remain vigilant to protect the health and safety
of all Texans,” Abbott said.

The Texas Department of State Health Ser-
vices is working with local health departments
to assess people with respiratory illness and
recent travel to the province of Hubei, China,
for possible 2019 novel coronavirus testing.

The DSHS said travelers should monitor
themselves for symptoms and contact their
health care provider if they develop fever,
cough or shortness of breath within 14 days
of being in Hubei. The agency urged Texas
health care professionals to ask patients with
respiratory symptoms about their travel his-
tory and contact their local or regional health
department if they think a patient may have
novel coronavirus. The state had not posted
the number of diagnosed cases of the disease
in Texas as of Feb. 2.

The U.S. Centers for Disease Control and
Prevention says the best way to prevent infec-
tion is to take precautions to avoid exposure
to novel coronavirus — precautions which are
similar to those the agency recommends to
avoid influenza.

Abbott attends signing

Gov. Abbott on Jan. 29 joined President
Donald Trump for the United States-Mexico-
Canada Agreement ceremonial bill signing in
Washington, D.C.

The agreement, Abbott said, modernizes
the 25-year-old North American Free Trade
Agreement “and will support mutually benefi-
cial trade leading to freer markets, fairer trade
and robust economic growth in North Amer-
ica”

It is estimated that the USMCA will have a
positive impact of $17.6 billion on Texas” an-
nual gross product and create 164,700 new
jobs in the state, according to December
2019 projections from the Waco-based Per-

ryman Group. The USMCA also allows Texas
increased access to trade with Mexico and
Canada, the state’s two largest export partners,
according to the governor’s office.

Law aids in unsolved cases

The Texas Department of Public Safety on
Jan. 30 said law enforcement agencies have
identified suspects in more than 45 unsolved
cases thanks in part to the implementation of
House Bill 1399, the Krystal Jean Baker Act.

The new law, which took effect Sept. 1, 2019,
authorizes the collection of DNA samples from
individuals charged with certain felonies and
compares the samples through the Combined
DNA Index System database in an effort to
clear unsolved cases.

“By allowing us to collect and enter DNA
evidence from offenders in a much quicker
time frame, we are able to make a critical con-
nection to previous crimes committed by the
same offender. We are aiming to stop these
criminals from committing any other violent
acts against innocent people,” said DPS Direc-
tor Steven McCraw.

According to the DPS, Baker was 13 years old
when she was abducted, sexually assaulted
and killed in 1996. DNA evidence was collect-
ed at the time of her death but no arrests were
made. In 2010, the perpetrator was arrested on
an unrelated charge in Louisiana. DNA taken
at the time of the arrest linked him to Baker’s
murder and he ultimately pleaded guilty.

New tax guide is released

The Texas Comptroller’s office on Jan. 27
announced its release of “A Field Guide to the
Taxes of Texas” — a report providing an over-
view of Texas’ major state taxes.

Every year, the state collects billions in state
taxes and fees, federal receipts and other
sources of revenue. The funds are used to pay
for all of the responsibilities of state govern-
ment, including the education of more than 5
million public school students and the provi-
sion of health insurance for more than 4 mil-
lion low-income Texans, said state Comptrol-
ler Glenn Hegar.

The publication, which can be downloaded
free of charge from the website, comptroller.
texas.gov, shows:

—How major taxes have contributed to state
revenue during the past 10 years;

—Future revenue estimates, exemption val-
ue estimates and tax allocations; and

—Links to other resources about state taxes.

AG: Letter to school districts

School districts must refrain from spending
public funds to advocate for or against politi-
cal candidates, said Texas Attorney General
Ken Paxton in a Jan. 28 mailing to school dis-
tricts across the state.

Included in the mailing were educational
materials detailing the importance of the role
of educators in the civic process and provid-
ing guidelines for legally and effectively lead-
ing both employees and students through the
2020 election.

Honey Glazed Salmon with Orange and Ginger Sauce

Ingredients

2 pound salmon fillet

1/2 cup honey

2 oranges - 1 for zest and juice and 1 for slicing

1 tablespoon fresh grated ginger

1 tablespoon fresh grated orange zest 1 orange
worth

2 cloves garlic grated

2 tablespoons fresh orange juice

salt and pepper

Instructions

Preheat oven to 400 degrees.

Line large baking sheet with foil.

Rinse and pat dry the salmon fillet and lay on
top of foil.

Liberally salt and pepper entire fillet.

Combine honey, grated ginger, grated garlic,
orange zest and orange juice in a small bowl.

Pour over salmon fillet.

Place slices of one orange around fillet.

Bake for 25-35 minutes or until salmon flakes
easily with a fork

If you want a bit more caramelization, broil for
an additional 2-3 minutes.

Ingredients

2 1b broccoli crowns

1/4 cup water

3 tablespoons hoisin sauce

3 tablespoons brown sugar

2 tablespoons soy sauce

1 tablespoon + chili garlic sauce (add more to
up the spice level)

Method

1 tablespoon rice wine vinegar
1/2 teaspoon fish sauce (optional)
1/2 teaspoon sesame seed oil

1 teaspoon cornstarch

vegetable oil

toasted sesame seeds for garnish

Chop the bottom off the
broccoli stems and discard.
Cut off the broccoli florets
and cut into medium sized
pieces. Peel the remaining
stems and cut into match-
sticks roughly the length of
the broccoli florets.

In a small bowl whisk the
water, hoisin, sugar, soy
sauce, chili garlic sauce, rice
wine vinegar, fish sauce and
sesame seed oil until com-

bined. Whisk in the corn-
starch until well combined.

Heat a large pan over
medium-high heat for a
couple minutes, then add
enough vegetable oil to coat
it. Add the broccoli, toss
to coat in the oil and cook
until well browned and al-
most cooked through (poke
a few pieces with a fork to
test). Add the sauce, stir and
lower the heat a bit. Simmer

for a couple more minutes
until the broccoli is cooked
through and glazed with the
sauce. Garnish with sesame
seeds.

Note: The fish sauce is
optional, but it gives the
dish that extra savory qual-
ity. I promise the end result
doesn’t taste fishy, but if it
weirds you out or you want
to make the dish vegetarian,
you can leave it out.

Let cool completely on a wire
rack.

Texas Crop and Weather Report

2020 growing season underway amid dry conditions in much of Texas

Preparations and planting in South
Texas are kicking off the 2020 growing
season, but the region, like much of the
state, is behind on rainfall, according
to Texas A&M AgriLife Extension Ser-
vice specialists.

Drier-than-normal conditions may
not worry producers who use irriga-
tion, but dryland growers could be
looking at a disastrous season if signifi-
cant and timely rainfall doesn’t mate-
rialize.

Juan Anciso, Ph.D., AgriLife Exten-
sion horticulturist, Weslaco, said tem-
peratures in South Texas have been
mild with below-average rainfall since
November. Despite drier-than-normal
weather, growing conditions have been
ideal for cool-season vegetable crops
like cabbage, onions and carrots under
irrigation.

“It's been nice and sunny, which
has been good for growth,” he said.
“There’s also been little, if any, insect
and disease pressure on crops.”

Producers will be harvesting those
crops up to May, Anciso said. Some
warm-season crops are being planted,
and growers are preparing cropland,

including prewatering to improve soil
moisture levels for seeds.

Anciso said watermelon growers
have been planting in small tunnel
houses, which work like mini green-
houses, and will continue planting
over the next several weeks. The tun-
nel houses allow those growers to start
their crops and get to market earlier
than normal. The region typically ex-
periences its last freeze on Feb. 14.

Growers are also preparing to plant
other warm-season crops including to-
matoes, cantaloupes, honey dew mel-
ons and peppers, but that watermelons
are the primary warm-season crop.

Row Crops

Danielle Sekula, AgriLife Extension
entomologist, Weslaco, said growers
were also preparing soil, spraying pre-
emergent herbicides and prewatering
for row crops like corn, sorghum and
cotton. Many growers were ordering
seeds while others were still consider-
ing their planting options.

Some growers with irrigation had
already planted corn with planting
operations expected to ramp up over
the next few weeks, she said. Sorghum

planting was expected to begin within
the next two weeks, but many dryland
growers were waiting for rain.

“Hopefully it rains,” she said. “Some
producers are waiting until the threat
of a cold front passes, but all the dry-
land acres are waiting for some rain.”

Sekula said some areas had received
up to an inch in December, but condi-
tions have been dry otherwise. Produc-
ers are hoping 2020 is not a repeat of
2018 when planted crops in many areas
were lost to drought.

“It’s been cloudy and looked like rain
but then nothing falls,” she said. “If it
continues like this a lot of cropland will
likely burn up in the summer heat.”

AgriLife Extension district reporters
compiled the following summary:

PANHANDLE: Areas of the district
received up to half an inch of snow or
wintery mix. Southern areas remained
very dry. No farming activity was re-
ported. Cattle on rangeland were re-
ceiving supplemental feed. Producers
with stockers on wheat pasture report-
ed good gains. Producers applied fer-
tilizers in preparation for the upcom-
ing spring planting season.

Wallace Jefferson, raised in
San Antonio, made history
as the first African-American
justice on the Texas Supreme
Court and the court’s first
African-American chief jus-
tice. Doris Miller and Rich-
ard Overton, American he-
roes and Texas legends, stand
out even amongst America’s
greatest generation who self-
lessly risked their lives in
World War II. In our multi-
cultural state, there is simply
not a facet of life that has not

been shaped in some way by
the contributions of African-
Americans.

Whether it be agriculture,
technology, or energy indus-
tries, the USMCA will promote
free enterprise and help create
even more jobs in the Lone
Star State. I thank the Trump
administration and the Texas
Congressional Delegation for
their hard work and persis-
tence to pass this monumen-
tal agreement”’

USMCA benefits to Texas
include:

o Strengthened trade re-
lationships with top trad-
ing partners: Texas has been
the number one exporter in
the country for the past 17
years and relies heavily on its
North American trade part-
ners. USMCA will allow Texas
increased access to trade
with Mexico and Canada, the
state’s first and second largest
export partners, respectively.
In 2018, total trade between
Texas and Mexico surpassed
$216 billion ($109.7 billion in
exports and nearly $107 bil-
lion in imports) and trade with
Canada surpassed $47 billion
($27.5 billion in exports and
$20.2 billion in imports).

e Greater workforce op-
portunities and protections:
Texas leads the nation in jobs
dependent upon exports.
With nearly 1 million people
employed in trade with North
American partners, USMCA
will assist job growth in Tex-
as.
