TxDOT gives green 
light to area jobs

Three short months after 
Texas voters approved Proposi­
tion 1, adding $1.74 billion to 
the state highway fund, the Texas 
Transportation Commission last 
week approved the construction 
of 201 road projects. Starting in 
March, the Texas Department of 
Transportation will begin award­
ing projects to contractors with 
construction kicking off soon 
after.

“Citizens sent a clear mes­
sage in November and TxDOT 
is carrying out its responsibil­
ity quickly, effectively and with 
a great deal of local input,” said 
Texas Transportation Commis­
sion Chairman Ted Houghton. 
"Between Prop.l’s $1.74 billion 
and other funding sources, we are 
able to allocate $2 billion to proj­
ects that will help address road­
way congestion, safety and the 
growing demands on our infra­
structure.”

None of the projects will be 
in Donley County, but the Chil­
dress District received $16.4 mil­
lion in Proposition 1 money and 
will let three projects.

US 287 in Childress and 
Hardeman Counties will see a 
rehabilitation project on US 287 
in Hardeman and some concrete 
repair and concrete repair on US 
287 in Childress. This is a $7 mil­
lion project and lets in June 2015

US 83 in Wheeler County 
will have a $7 million project to 
Super 2 US 83 form North of the 
Wheeler city limits to the Hemp­
hill County line for 12.458 miles. 
This project lets in July 2015

FM 2697 in Wheeler County 
will see a $2.25 million project to 
widen the roadway to 28 feet and 
an overlay

Other major projects planned 
for the area are an $8.9 million 
project to Super 2 US 83 from 
north of Shamrock city limits for 
13.947 miles, letting in July 2015; 
a $4.1 million project to widen 
and overlay FM 1547 in Hall and 
Collingsworth counties. This 
project also lets in July 2015.

A Clarendon woman is grateful 
for her neighbors and local firemen 
this week after a fire threatened her 
home last Friday, February 27.

Nell Gray said she was reading 
that morning when a smoke alarm 
went off at her home at Sixth and 
Gorst and she turned to see smoke 
billowing towards her.

“1 started to go get my purse 
(in the back bedroom), but then 1 
thought ‘get out of here.’”

The 90-year-old, who uses a 
walker to get around, made it to the 
front porch about the same time that 
a neighbor noticed what was hap­
pening.

Clarendon College freshman 
Sarah Luttrell was across the street 
in her parents’ home with her friends, 
Deborah Howard and Zhanae Bas­
sett, when she noticed what she first 
thought was fog outside the kitchen 
window. She soon realized it was 
smoke coming from Gray’s house, 
alerted her friends, and took off out
the front door.%

Luttrell and Howard each took 
an arm and helped Gray to safety in 
the nearby car of Jack Barton, who 
had pulled up in time to see Luttrell

dashing across 
the street. Mean­
while, Bassett 
was calling 911.

“I was really 
glad to see those 
girls,” Gray said.
“They got me to 
Jack’s car, and B asse tt
I just sat and ----------------------
watched the fire department. They 
got here really quick.”

The Clarendon Volunteer 
Fire Department was on the scene 
at 11:15 with 14 firefighters and 
eight units. According to Fire Chief 
Jeremy Powell, they found heavy 
smoke and flame showing from an 
attic vent on the north end of the 
home. An external attack was made 
thru the north attic vent while an 
entry team entered the home through 
the front door. The entry team aided 
by a thermal camera made entrance 
to the attic via an attic entry ladder 
in a hallway and directly attacked the 
fire suppressing it within minutes.

Fire damage was contained to 
the attic of the home with smoke 
damage affecting the entire home, 
Powell reported. Water damage was

limited to a bathroom, hallway and 
bedroom underneath the area of the 
attic fire.

Gray said most of her posses­
sions are salvageable, and she cred­
its the fire department with saving 
her home.

The cause of the fire is under 
investigation at this time, but 
family members say they believe it 
may have been related to a heater in

the bathroom ceiling.
Gray and the girls say God 

had a hand in saving her life and 
her home that day.

“I’m just glad we were out of 
class that day,” Luttrell said. “We 
were supposed to be in history, but 
it got canceled due to the weather. 
It was orchestrated by God. Our 
class, the snow, everything hap­
pened for a reason that day.”

King joins effort for Stronger Border, Safer Texas Act
AUSTIN -  Rep. Ken King 

(R-Canadian) and a bipartisan 
group of Texas House members 
Monday called for passage - of 
House Bill 11, the Stronger Border, 
Safer Texas Act, because it will 
strengthen border security and help 
law enforcement stop border-related 
crime wherever it occurs.

“Border security is a federal 
responsibility but Texas cannot 
afford to wait for Washington to

act,” said Rep. King. “The Stronger 
Border, Safer Texas Act will perma­
nently strengthen the presence of 
DPS Troopers on the border, curb 
the flow of the cartels’ supply lines 
and create a new team of investi­
gators who will help police crack 
down on crime syndicates wherever 
they operate in Texas.”

Key provisions of House Bill 
11, co-authored by Rep. King, 
include:

Hiring of certified police offi­
cers at the DPS Trooper II level and 
authorizing 10 hour work days for 
DPS Troopers serving in the border 
region, ending the current practice 
of periodically shifting officers 
from other parts of the state.

Cutting the cartels’ supply 
lines with new southbound check­
points within 250 yards of the 
border to curb the flow of stolen 
vehicles, guns and money from

being smuggled into Mexico.
Establishing a multiagency 

border crime information center in 
the Rio Grande Valley led by local 
law enforcement with assistance 
from DPS.

Requiring law enforcement 
entities to adopt the National Inci­
dent Based Reporting System to 
ensure the transparency and unifor­
mity of crime data throughout the 
state.

The City of Clarendon will be 
the only local government to hold 
a competitive election this spring, 
but all other local governments did 
receive enough candidates to fill 
upcoming positions before the sign­
up period closed last Friday, Febru­
ary 27.

Clarendon Mayor Larry Hicks 
is unopposed for re-election, incum­
bent Aldermen Doug Kidd and 
Sandy Skelton are both running for 
office again and will be joined on the 
ballot by Britton Hall.

The City of Howardwick will 
have an election to renew a local 
sales tax option in that city, but they 
will not have competitive races for 
elected office. Mayor Mike Row­
land and Alderman Gail Leathers are 
signed up, and Brenda Hampton is 
signed up for the other alderman’s 
seat.

Clarendon ISD incumbents 
Wayne Hardin and Wes Hatley are 
returning to the school board, and 
Donley County Hospital Board 
directors Wayne Tubbs, Carey Wann, 
and Melinda McAnear are returning 
to their positions.

Hedley ISD has Dana Bell 
returning to its board, and recently 
appointed trustee Carole Ward has 
also signed up to stay in her position

The City of Hedley had three 
candidates sign up on the last day. 
Incumbent Aldermen Tonya Metcalf 
and Kathy Spier are returning and 
will be joined by Sally Griffin.

This year’s elections will be 
held on May 9. Local governments 
with uncontested races will cancel 
their elections.

If you've skipped paying that 

speeding ticket that you stuffed in 
your glove box, you could soon find 
yourself wearing a pair of handcuffs 
when the Texas Warrant Round-Up 
begins Saturday, March 7.

Donley County Justices of 
the Peace and more than 200 other 
jurisdictions and law enforcement 
agencies across the state will be 
participating in the round-up, and 
officials say it’s best to pay your fine 
now before it starts.

Local justice courts handed 
numerous open cases over to a col­
lection agency in Amarillo, which 
has sent letters out to those individu­
als.

The courts have already put 
a hold on the driver’s licenses of 
the offenders in question, and if 
they don’t pay up before February 
25, warrants will be issued and the 
offenders will be arrested.

Precinct 3&4 Justice Denise 
Bertrand said Donley County has 
had good results from participat­
ing in the Texas Warrant Round-Up 
before.

“It has been successful in the 
past," Bertrand said. “I consider it a 
success when they pay their fine, and 
we don’t have to put out a warrant or 
put them in jail.”

As collection agents letters 
show up in mailboxes and word gets 
out about the round-up, local courts 
are already seeing an influx of people 
paying their fines.

If someone is unable to pay 
their fine, officials still say it’s better 
to contact their offices before war­
rants go out next Saturday.

“Community service is an 
option if they can prove they can’t 
pay their fine,” Bertrand said.

The place where Texas became Texas
It all started in a small town 

nestled between the Barrington Farm 
and the Jordan Creek along the banks 
of the Brazos River -  that’s where the 
early seeds of the Lone Star State were 
planted.

If you’re from Texas, you're prob­
ably familiar with names like Davey 
Crockett, Sam Houston, and Steven F. 
Austin. It would be hard to grow up 
here without repeatedly hearing the story 
of how our ancestors beat oppression, 
won the Texas Revolution, and declared 
independence as the Republic of Texas.

Certainly, you ‘Remember the 
Alamo.’

For two weeks, Mexican soldiers 
had been launching attacks at Texas’ 
southern border in attempts to squan­
der our budding independence. They 
quickly drained our resources and num­
bers. But they could never drain our 
spirit.

In the midst of the fight, five newly- 
elected Texas delegates hunkered down 
along the Brazos’ banks and rushed 
to put pen to paper. Time was of the

essence. Messengers 
reported that just 
350 miles south, the 
number of remaining 
Texan soldiers had 
dwindled into the 
double-digits. They 
were desperate to 
defend the Alamo 
against an onslaught 
of thousands of fresh 
Mexican soldiers, and they were failing. 
The five delegates burned the midnight 
oil -  literally -  jotting down ideas that 
would soon change history.

The next morning, the other 54 
delegates returned to what we now call 
Independence Hall to make it official. It 
was March 2nd. 1836, and the first lone 
star had just been hoisted into the sky as 
a symbol of Texas freedom and the now 
independent Republic of Texas.

For ten years, the Republic thrived 
on the same ideals that still drive our 
state: freedom, personal responsibility, 
and plain old hard work. On December 
29, 1845, Texas became the 28th state

to join the United States -  the first state 
with history as its own independent
nation.

Although the Republic of Texas 
was short-lived, the Texas spirit lives 
on. Look around, and you’ll see we’re 
still Texans undeterred, working hard 
to provide for our families. Our state’s 
employment boasts the fastest growth 
rate of all 50 states, and creates the most 
international trade of all 50 states. And 
we still fight just as hard to protect our 
ideals and our neighbors.

County Commissioner Ben Perry 
hit the nail on the head when he told me 
what we Texans know too well: “Being 
a Texan doesn’t describe where you’re 
from, it describes who your family is.”

So as spring comes along and we 
celebrate new beginnings of all kinds, I 
know across Texas we’ll all be celebrat­
ing the beginnings of our great state, 
right here in Washington-on-the-Brazos, 
nestled between the Barrington Farm 
and the Jordan Creek. That’s where 
Texas became Texas.

For the message 
about Christ’s death on the cross is non­
sense to those who are being lost; but 
for us who are being saved it is God's 
power. The scripture says, “1 will destroy 
the wisdom o f the wise and set aside 
the understanding o f the scholars." So 
then, where does that leave the wise? 
or the scholars? or the skillful debaters 
o f this world? God has shown that this 
world's wisdom is foolishness! For God 
in His wisdom made it impossible for  
people to know Him by means o f their 
own wisdom. Instead, by means o f the 
so-called foolish' message we preach, 
God decided to save those who believe."

1 Corinthians 1:17-21
“ When I came to you, my friends, 

to preach God's secret truth, l did not 
use big words and great learning. For 
while I was with you, I made up my mind 
to forget everything except Jesus Christ 
and especially His death on the cross.
So when I came to you, l was weak and 
trembled all over with fear, and my 
teaching and message were not delivered 
with skillful words o f human wisdom, 
but with convincing proof o f the power 
o f God’s Spirit. Your faith, then, does 
not rest on human wisdom but on God’s 
power." 1 Corinthians 2:1-5

King joint-authors important Pre-Kindergarten legislation
AUSTIN -  State Representa­

tive Ken King (R-Canadian) joint 
authored House Bill 4 (HB 4), 
filed by State Representative Dan 
Huberty (R-Houston). HB 4 encour­
ages Texas public school districts to 
implement high quality, accountable 
prekindergarten standards, and to 
provide additional funding for those 
districts already operating a program 
as outlined in the bill. The overall 
goal of HB 4 is to implement a long 
term, successful prekindergarten 
system for all public schools in the 
state.

“HB 4 will hopefully provide 
the incentive for school districts to 
not only choose to invest in early 
childhood education, but to also 
ensure that our students are receiv­
ing high quality pre-K classes,” said 
Rep. King. “If we put the emphasis

on these children at a younger age we 
can address possible issues before 
they begin, and I believe this legisla­
tion is a great step in that direction.”

Currently, Texas public school 
districts receive half-day prekin­
dergarten funding for their eligible 
population equal to $3,650 per stu­
dent. HB 4 would allow districts to 
opt-in and receive up to an additional 
$1,500 per eligible student, as deter­
mined by the commissioner of the 
Texas Education Agency (TEA).

“With the passage of HB 
4, school districts will have the 
opportunity to measure the success 
of their existing pre-K programs. 
Many of them are already operat­
ing at or above the standards out­
lined in this bill and may now be 
monetarily rewarded by the State,” 
explained Representative Huberty.

“It is our hope that this legislation 
will encourage other districts to raise 
the standards of their early educa­
tion programs and help ensure better 
learning outcomes for all Texas stu­
dents.”

In order for districts to qualify, 
they must fully align their curricu­
lum with the Texas Prekindergarten 
Guidelines and measure progress to 
meet the learning outcomes under­
lined in those guidelines. Prekin­
dergarten teachers must also be 
appropriately certified in early child­
hood education as outlined in the 
current Texas Education Code.

Finally, individual districts 
are required to develop a paren­
tal engagement plan to establish 
and maintain high levels of family 
involvement in the student’s educa­
tional career.

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How to easily enhance your password security
Hi, gang! If you haven’t met 

Jack King, the Interim Director of 
the Clarendon Economic Develop­
ment please do by calling 806-874- 
2421. I have known Jack for many 
years, and he has a lot of experience 
that will help us find new enter­
prises for Clarendon.

One of you 
have an idea or suggestion that will 
work. Now find out about password 
security.

What if there were a way to 
stay safe from scammers and crooks 
even if they steal your username and 
password? Well, there is, at least for 
some of the key programs you use. 
All it requires is one simple extra 
safety step when you set up an online 
account, as long as the account pro­
vider will allow you to take it. It 
comes with the technical sounding 
name of “two-factor authentication,” 
or multi-factor authentication. You 
may also hear it called two-step veri­
fication (which is what Google calls 
it). But it’s not technical at all. As its 
name suggests, it’s about requiring 
more than one way, more than just 
your password, to prove you are who

you say you are -  to authenticate you 
as the genuine user. It’s been around 
for a while and comes in a number 
of guises. Secret questions that you 
may have to answer in addition to 
providing your password, especially 
with online bank accounts these 
days, are the simplest example.

But they can be subject to poten­
tial weaknesses since crooks often 
know either how to guess the answer 
or where to find it. In more sophisti­
cated systems, some computers, par­
ticularly laptops, and more recently, 
tablets and smartphones, have the 
ability to check a fingerprint, a form 
of what is known as “biometric” 
security. So, even if someone has 
your password, they won’t have your 
fingerprint and won’t be able to pass 
themselves off as you if they steal 
your device. In other cases, you can 
get a USB stick that carries a unique 
code identifying you for unlocking a 
password manager, for instance.

That means you can use it on 
all manner of machines to access 
programs and accounts that use it 
-  rather than just confining it to a 
single machine like the fingerprint 
reader. But even that has a drawback. 
You’ve got to remember to carry it

with you and 
make sure you 
don’t lose it.

So now, 
t w o - f a c t o r  
a u t h e n t i c a ­
tion is being 
simplified in 
hopes it will 
move into
the mainstream of computer and 
password security. When you set 
up accounts with many major email 
and web service providers, they may 
offer you the opportunity to get a 
unique one-off code number when 
you sign in.

So, after you enter your user- 
name and password, you’ll be asked 
for the code number as well. But no 
one else will know it because it’s 
generated precisely at the moment 
you need it. And after you’ve used it 
once, it’s useless, gone forever. But 
how do you get that code just when 
you need it? Simple. It’s provided 
on your phone. If you have a smart 
phone, you might have an app that 
generates it for you. Google Authen­
ticator is perhaps the best known 
but there are others. Alternatively, 
the number can be instantly sent to

you by SMS text or even phoned to 
you via an automated voice system. 
However it arrives, you simply key it 
in after your password.

And how do you set up the code 
delivery for each account that uses 
two-factor authentication? That’s 
simple too. When you set up the 
account, the provider will tell you 
what to do. For example, if you have 
an authenticator app, the account 
provider may show a barcode on 
your PC screen that you have to scan 
with the app. It links that specific 
smartphone and authenticator app 
with your account. Alternatively, you 
may choose to have the code texted 
or phoned to you.

The provider will also initially 
give you another security code that 
you can print out or store securely 
and use to switch off or reset two- 
factor authentication if you ever lose 
your phone. So, here’s a word of 
warning: If you lose your phone and 
also your separately stored recovery 
code, you may not be able to access 
your account again -  ever. So look 
after that recovery code. You likely 
will also have a choice of whether 
you need to use the two-factor 
system every time you sign in to

your account, or at regular intervals, 
or just once on your home PC.

This extra-strength password 
security system is already available 
with many programs and websites 
right now, so it’s not just an offer 
to users when they sign up for an 
account. You can usually convert 
your single-factor (password) secu­
rity to multi-factor by signing in to 
your account -  Google, Microsoft 
and Apple for example -  and access­
ing the security settings. If you don’t 
know how to do this, simply Google 
it. For example, searching on “Apple 
two step verification” will take you 
straight to an explanatory page. If 
you’d like to learn a little more about 
two-factor authentication, you might 
check out this explanation from our 
good friend Leo Notenboom on 
his “Ask Leo” site. In the coming 
months and years, we’re likely to see 
more and more organizations offer­
ing this advanced level of Internet 
security. As companies increasingly 
face hack attacks and theft of cus­
tomer account details, you should 
use every opportunity you get to use 
two-factor authentication for your 
password security.

Well, Mother Nature is not 
ready for spring in the panhandle so 
the Siberian Express sweep in with 
cold, cold temperatures and snow. 
Now we have to listen to the Weather 
Channel describe our temperature 
for a change. Buffy the Wonder Dog 
hates the snow and cold wind, maybe 
soon it will be spring again.

I heard from Laura Brown 
Morris regarding the Goldston 
School tornado. She was the young 
bride of Wayne Morris living on 
the Griffith Ranch east of Goldston 
when this event occurred in either 
1956 or 1957. She can date it by the 
wedding and being married less than 
a year. I think we could be safe in 
adding 1957 as that date to our his­
tory.

In “Early Days in the Pan­
handle” J. Evens Haley writes 
of the farmer; “Those were hard, 
frugal days, trying the resources 
and ingenuity of the settler who first 
attempted to till the soil. Usually 
he lived in a dugout in the ground, 
packed or hauled water from great 
distances away, burned cow chips for 
fuel and otherwise adapted himself 
to the vigorous clime if he stayed on 
his claim.” A quote from “Donley

1990” says,
‘Two men 
were talking.
The first one 
says, ‘This 
would be a 
good country 
if it did not 
come with 
these bad sandstorms.’ The second 
man said, ‘The sandstorms are the 
very salvation of this country. It is so 
good that it would fill up with people 
in a short time if it did not come a 
good sandstorm once in a while and 
blow the weak ones out and leave the 
strong ones here.’”

The strong ones stayed building 
shelter, breaking the land, obtain­
ing water, working with the neigh­
bors and sending the kids to school. 
Cotton was soon king with two 
cotton gins, a feed mill, the brick 
school, two grocery stores, but no 
post office in Goldston. Everyone 
had a vegetable garden and some 
chickens, people were well fed. 
Those pioneers learned from their 
parents to “use it up, wear it out, 
make it do, or do without.” This 
motto would work well for the pres­
ent generation also.

Other families living around 
Goldston included the Houghton K. 
Manly family who came by covered 
wagon from Abilene in 1907 after 
hearing of the good farming land. 
The Littlefield family and Risley 
family both were early settlers. 
Adam F. Risley contributed greatly 
by drilling wells all over the county.

Other families living in 
Goldston were the Rattan, Spier, 
Dilly, Dale, Quattlebaums, the H.M. 
Stewart family, Roy Robinsons, 
W.C. Veazey, and Richard Dinglers. 
In the 1930s the Reynolds and McA- 
near families lived in Goldston also, 
and then came the war, taking all 
the young men away, the census of 
Goldston declined.

Eddie Reynolds was one of the 
returning service men and quickly 
found a young bride, Charlene 
Owens of Clarendon. They moved to 
a place on Carroll Creek, working for 
Judge Porter and lived in Goldston 
from 1946-1950. Charlene Owens 
Reynolds remembers Houston Mac­
Donald as Sunday School Superin­
tendent, his wife Pearl, preachers 
John Stout and Tom Bums, school 
teacher Mrs. Lopez Hauck, and Law­
rence Hauck bus driver and mainte­
nance. Those young men were more 
restless after the war and organized a 
baseball team with Roy Stewart man­
ager, the Reynolds boys Clarence 
and Eddie, Littlefield boys, Doyle 
Ray and Duane, L.M. Putman with 
Junior Spier catcher, other players 
were the McBrayer boys and others 
of all ages. The women had fun also, 
the quilting club was active meeting 
monthly at the school. Etta Reynolds 
was the recipient of a friendship or 
autograph quilt pieced and quilted by 
the club in 1948.

Many fun, happy times were 
spent in Goldston. Unfortunately 
jobs to support a family were hard to 
find, and the census declined further. 
Change was on the way. Greenbelt 
Lake: next week.

New Drug Approved for Eye Allergy Symptoms
The Food and Drug Administration (FDA) recently approved 

Pazeo (olopatadine hydrochloride ophthalmic solution) 0.7% for 
the treatment o f  symptoms associated with allergic conjunctivitis 
symptoms that include red, itchy eyes. In two clinical trials, Pazeo 
was shown to provide significant relief from eye allergies for up to 
24 hours from the time o f treatment.

USDA provides extension of deadline to update info
WASHINGTON -  Agriculture 

Secretary Tom Vilsack announced 
today that a one-time extension will 
be provided to producers for the new 
safety-net programs established by 
the 2014 Farm Bill, known as Agri­
culture Risk Coverage (ARC) and 
Price Loss Coverage (PLC).

The final day to update yield 
history or reallocate base acres has 
been extended one additional month, 
from Feb. 27, 2015 until March 31, 
2015. The final day for farm owners 
and producers to choose ARC or 
PLC coverage also remains March 
31,2015.

‘This is an important decision 
for producers, because these pro­
grams provide financial protection 
against unexpected changes in the 
marketplace. Producers are working 
to make the best decision they can. 
And we’re working to ensure that

they’ve got the time, the information, 
and the opportunities to have those 
final conversations, review their 
data, and to visit the Farm Service 
Agency to make those decisions.” 
said Vilsack. If no changes are made 
to yield history or base acres by 
March 31, 2015, the farm’s current 
yield and base will be used. A pro­
gram choice of ARC or PLC cover­
age also must be made by March 31. 
2015, or there will be no 2014 pay­
ments for the farm and the farm will 
default to PLC coverage through the 
2018 crop year.

“These are complex decisions, 
which is why we launched a strong 
education and outreach campaign 
back in September. Now we’re pro­
viding a one-time extension of an 
additional month so that every pro­
ducer is fully prepared to enroll in 
this program,” said Vilsack.

Nationwide, more than 2.9 mil­
lion educational postcards, in Eng­
lish and Spanish, have been sent to 
producers, and over 4,100 training 
sessions have been conducted on 
the new safety-net programs. The 
online tools, available at www.fsa. 
usda.gov/arc-plc, allow producers to 
explore projections on how ARC or 
PLC coverage will affect their opera­
tion under possible future scenarios.

Covered commodities include 
barley, canola, large and small chick­
peas, com, crambe, flaxseed, grain 
sorghum, lentils, mustard seed, oats, 
peanuts, dry peas, rapeseed, long 
grain rice, medium grain rice (which 
includes short grain rice), safflower 
seed, sesame, soybeans, sunflower 
seed and wheat. Upland cotton is no 
longer a covered commodity.
