" Blackburn reminds residents
that if they haven’t entered a
contest, they aren’t going to win
anything and also that Publishers
Clearing House will not call your
home. Hang up and don’t take the
scammer’s bait.

Dogs, cats required

to have city tags

City Hall is reminding
Clarendon residents that dogs and
cats four months of age and older
are required to have a City tag.

City tags cost only $1, are
valid for the entire calendar year,
and are available at City Hall.
Residents need to bring proof of
current rabies vaccination in order
to get the tag. State law requires
that all cats and dogs over four
months of age and older be vac-
cinated for rabies and display the
tag on the animal.

City officials say spring is
around the corner and skunks are
starting to move around. When
feeding your cats and dogs, they
encourage people not to leave
any food out after dark because
this will draw the skunks to your
property.

The city had two rabies cases
in bats last year, so residents are
encouraged to watch for bats and
tell their children not to touch
them.

City Hall also says it is time
to get livestock and fowl permits
issued or renewed. Anyone with
livestock and/or fowl is required
to get a permit from the Animal
Control Officer at City Hall.
These permits are required annu-
ally at a minimal expense. Failure
to obtain the City Tags or Per-
mits could result in a fine in the
Municipal Court for violation of
Ordinance 374, sec. 204.003.

Residents are also reminded
to get their new Garage Sale Per-
mits, at no cost, and copy of the
Garage Sale Ordinance at City
Hall.

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Sales tax

revenue
falls 7%

Clarendon merchants got off to
arocky start in 2015 based on figures
released last Wednesday by Texas
Comptroller Glenn Hegar.

The comptroller released sales
tax figures representing January
sales, and Clarendon’s tax revenue
dropped 7.37 percent compared to
the same period one year ago. The
city received $25,132.06 for the
month.

Clarendon’s sales tax collec-
tions for the calendar year-to-date
are still head of this point in 2014,
up 2.01 percent at $96,522.27.

Hedley’s sales tax figure also
dropped for the month, down 12.56
percent to $364.55 and bringing the
year-to-date figure down 2.35 per-
cent to $1,598.59.

After months of declining rev-
enue, however, the City of Howard-
wick saw a 26.59 percent uptick in
its sales tax revenue to $1,409.60,
but that city still trails for the year,
down 3.33 percent at $3,296.38.

Statewide, sales tax revenue in
February was $2.46 billion, up 11.7
percent compared to February 2014.

“This marks the 59th consecu-
tive month of year-over-year growth
— an encouraging sign that Texas’
diverse economic engine continues
to drive spending growth,” Hegar
said.

Services held for former Clarendon city alderman

Former Clarendon Alderman
Terry Lee Noble was laid to rest
Monday during services that dealt
openly and honestly with a subject
too often pushed into the shadows.

Noble took his own life in
Pampa last Wednesday, March 11,
marking the end of a lifelong strug-
gle with depression.

Family and friends crowded
into the Saints’ Roost Chapel of
Robertson Funeral Home, and Reyv.
Charles Lowry, pastor of CrossPointe
Church in Pampa, officiated the ser-
vice and addressed the topics of sui-
cide and depression while eulogizing
his friend.

“l don’t want to make anyone
uncomfortable, but we better start
talking about this,” Lowry said.

The pastor sought to assuage
any feelings of guilt that Noble’s
friends or family might have by
assuring them that everyone had
done everything that they could do in
the days leading up to his death and
throughout his life. He also said that
Noble never wavered in his love for
his friends and family.

“I'm here to tell you that a clear
thinking Terry never would have
done this,” Lowry said. “A clear
thinking Terry never would have
put you through this. But even 1n his
darkest times he never lost his love
for you.”

Lowry also spoke of Noble’s
relationship with Christ, his desire
to help other people through mission
work in Pampa, and his efforts to

help himself and others with depres-
sion through a recovery group in that
community.

Lowry said that while he
believes Noble's final action was a
sin in that it was outside of God’s
will, he said he firmly believes
through the power of the scriptures
that it in no way separates him from
eternal salvation. “This was a sick-
ness, he said.

“l believe if Terry could talk
to us today he would tell us that he
should have waited on God,” Lowry
said, and he fervently prayed that
anyone going through depression
as Noble had would seek out all the
resources available to them.”

Noble was born November 17,
1964, in Memphis to Lacy Lee and

Janiece Weatherly Noble. He mar-
ried Lesa Maye Lewis on Decem-
ber 8, 2012, in Pampa. He was a
mechanic for Chamberlain Motor
Company and Stanley Auto Group in
Clarendon, Clarendon College, and
Culberson Stowers in Pampa prior to
his death.

Noble was twice elected to the
Clarendon Board of Aldermen in
2007 and 2011 and served on the
board of the Clarendon Economic
Development  Corporation. He
resigned from the city council and
the CEDC in 2012 when he moved
to Pampa.

He loved to working outside,
building things, and enjoyed farm-
ing.

Noble was a member of

CrossPointe Church in Pampa where
he had volunteered and did various
jobs in the church. |

Noble was preceded in death
by his father and his granddaughter,
Trinity Grace Brogdon.

He is survived by his mother,
Jan Noble of Clarendon; his wife,
Lesa Noble of Pampa; four sons,
Devin Noble of Clarendon, Josh
Noble of Amarillo, Chris Howard
and Hunter Hall both of Pampa; four
daughters, Tiffany Brogdon of Lelia
Lake, Destiny Lewis and Jessica
Hall both of Pampa, and Cheyenne;
and a sister, Paula Garrison of San
Angelo.

Bean still
Inspiring
Americans

The City of Shamrock welcomed an American
hero last week as former astronaut Alan Bean gave the
keynote address at the Friday banquet that preceded the
big St. Patrick’s Day Celebration in that city.

A product of the Texas Panhandle, Bean was born
in Wheeler, and surely no one on the second floor of that
drug store in 1932 ever imagined at the time that this
boy would one day walk on the surface of the Moon.
But as fate would have it, Bean
would eventually join the Navy, '
become a fighter pilot, and S.&G+=
then... get turned down to be an ; e 1
astronaut. The rejection stiff- RN,
ened his resolve, however, and §i# : ,_.; y
he worl\efil harder. to gam a spot editor!s
iIn NASA’s fledgling space pro-
gram. His hard work paid off, commentary
and he eventually found him- &y roger estlack
self on a 250,000-mile journey
to Earth’s nearest neighbor on the Apollo 12 mission in
November 1969.

Bean was the fourth man to walk on the moon
during a program that many consider as the greatest
technical achievement of the American civilization.
This boy born not so far from here was part of some-
thing that typified American greatness or, as some like
to call it, American exceptionalism.

In all of human history, only 12 men have ever
walked on the Moon — all of them Americans and no
one since the Apollo 17 mission in 1972. Your editor
was two years old then. Those younger than 42 have
never seen someone do what Bean did.

Capt. Bean isn’t concerned by this. He notes that
the Pilgrims didn’t land at Plymouth Rock until 128
years after Columbus sailed to the New World. But there
was a lot of exploration done in those ensuing years...
new lands and peoples discovered... new records set...
and boundaries pushed further and further.

Politics is largely to blame for the languishing of
the American space program. We haven’t gotten a man
out of earth orbit for four decades, and right now we
can’t even put an astronaut in space without hitching
a nde from the Russians. In 2004, President George
W. Bush outlined a new program designed to return
humans to the Moon by 2020 and launch missions
further into space. In 2010, President Barack Obama
pulled the plug on the program.

Americans still have it in them to accomplish great
things like Alan Bean did. But we have to stop worrying
about how many calories are in a school lunch, how to
make life easy for the non-productive, or how to have
a government program to take care of people from the
cradle to the grave. We need leaders who lead, a govern-
ment that sets goals which actually push us to achieve
greatness, politicians who respect and understand the
importance of science, and a president who will inspire
to again be the greatest nation on God’s earth.

But until that happens, I will be thankful that my
kids got the opportunity to meet an American hero and
hope that they understand the greatness of the man and
the enormous importance of what his generation did
for all mankind. My son says he wants to go to Mars.
(Shoot a mile, his old man would like to go to Mars!)
And who knows? Maybe someday, when things are
right, maybe he — or his sister — can follow in the foot-
steps other kids from the Panhandle, like Alan Bean and
Rick Husband, and blaze a trail in the sky.

No one is safe while the Texas Legislature is cur-
rently in session. The most uncompromising elements
of the Republican Party are running the state, and this
week they’re making headlines with the passage of an
open carry bill out of the Texas Senate. The measure
now goes to the House, and the governor has already
indicated he’ll sign the bill into law.

Other than returning Texas to the wild, wild West,
it’s not clear what the advantage of this law would be.
Concealed carry 1s one thing, but having a good number
of the population walking around with a gun on their
hip just seems to increase the likelithood that some nut
job will get his hands on a firearm.

Open Carry is getting all the press, but here’s some
other things the boys and girls in Austin are up to. The
budget proposed in the House zeroed out funding for the
Courthouse Restoration Program that Donley County
and others have benefitted from. It also zeroed out fund-
ing for the Texas Trails program that has helped boost
heritage tourism to rural communities.

And more good news... no fewer than six bills
have been filed to curtail your right to know what’s
happening in your local governments by eliminating
or truncating public notices in newspapers. Instead of
making government more open and more transparent,
there are forces in power who would like to see things
kept out of the public’s view.

All of this and we still have the real issues to deal
with... education financing, out of control standardized
testing in public schools, and a little deal of not having
enough water for our growing state. But, hey! They're
on top of the gun thing.

(On one of winter’s
coldest days — when thousands of motor-
i1sts and truckers were victims of iced-
over roads — elephants would have been
in high demand to pull them free.)

They also
sense a national mood favoring animal
rights. Plus, they likely are tired of “ele-
phant maintenance,” with annual costs of
$65.000 per pachyderm....

Back in the real world, this triumph
for elephants is worthy of their loudest
trumpeting. The 13 elephants still per-
forming will be put “out to pasture™ at
the circus’ 200-acre Center for Elephant
Conservation in central Florida with 29
“retirees” already there.

Thus the herd in 2018 could total
42. That's believed to be almost exactly
the number Carthaginian hero Hannibal
utilized during his heralded wintry cross-
ing of the Alps in 218 BC. The span
between Hannibal’s feat and RBB&B'’s
“phase-out” date is 2,236 years!

The Alps’ crossing — with numerous
deadly battles waged during the ravages
of winter — took the lives of thousands
of soldiers, horses and most of the
elephants. In fact, some accounts say the
only surviving pachyderm was the one
Hannibal rode in on. And no comfortable
haven awaited him or his elephant....

P.T. Barnum — and his “Greatest
Show on Earth™ — could only dream of
the impact his shows would have on
Americans when he imported the first
Asian elephant m 1870. Soon the pachy-
derm was the symbol of his traveling
menagerie.

Tigers, dogs and goats are still
performing, and a Mongolian troupe of
camel stunt riders joined the circus this

year. Audiences are told to expect more
motorsports, daredevils and feats of
human derring-do in the future.

There’s no mention of whether
performers will continue to be fired from
cannons. Expected to continue, though,
s the probability of a sucker’s “birth
every minute,” a quote often attributed to
Barnum, but it actually is a critic’s quote
said of him. ...
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Meanwhile, life goes on. At Dallas’
Love Field, drug-sniffing dogs are being
re-trained. Their “sniffers” are out of
sync. (Dogs now are “over-alerting”
authorities to explosives and non-explo-
sives alike. That is, they can detect gre-
nades, but they might also bark at bags
of pop rocks.)

Elected officials on both sides of
the aisle are wrangling about sensitive
official emails skittering through cyber-
space from individual accounts. Tons
of news items are tension-fraught. On a
lighter note, Republicans may be whim-
pering about replacing the elephant as
their symbol of choice.

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TxDOT urges work zone safety awareness

CHILDRESS - Bobby Kautz
and Leland Brendle are just two of
the 140 maintenance employees in
the 13-county Childress District
of the Texas Department of Trans-
portation (TxDOT), and both work
in Dickens County. The TxDOT
Childress District 1s comprised of:
Wheeler, Donley, Collingsworth,
Briscoe, Hall, Childress, Hardeman,
Motley, Cottle, Foard, Dickens, King
and Foard Counties.

All TxDOT employees have
witnessed or been involved in
near-miss incidents in a work zone
because of distracted drivers. Each
story 1s different, each story is
compelling and each story could
have been a life changing event for
each of them. This is just one story
of many occurrences that happen
almost daily.

The Dickens County mainte-
nance crew was working on US 82
in Dickens County. “We had traffic
control set up and were performing
a blade patch operation,” said Bobby
Kautz. “A young man pulling a horse
trailer apparently was distracted,
because when he saw our signs, he
yanked the steering wheel. The truck
he was driving jackknifed and the
gooseneck came loose and started
skidding towards me. I had no idea
if it was going to rollover or where it
was going to land.

“The rest of the crew was at the
bottom of the hill working, so I hol-
lered at them on the walkie talkie to
take cover. Thank goodness I had a
pickup sitting beside me that I could
jump into before I was struck by the
trailer. As soon at everything settled
down, I got out of the truck, and
made sure everyone was ok,” said
Kautz.

Kautz, a 16 year TxDOT vet-
eran, said this was not his first
encounter, and he is sure it will not
be his last. “I'm like everyone else. |
get up every day and hope and pray
that the good Lord takes care of my
wife, kids and grandkids, especially
when they aren’t close to me so |
can take care of them.

[ am on the road working with the
crew, they are my first priority. They
come first.....even before my safety.
[ can’t speak for everyone on the
crew I work with, but I know that 90
percent of the guys not only here in
Dickens, but the other counties in the
district will do the same thing.”
Leland Brendle and Bobby
Kautz grew up together, and have
been friends all of their lives. Accord-
ing to Leland, “we have always taken
care of each other and continue to
watch out and keep the other one
safe at work. We were working one
day in King County and had traffic
control set up with a pilot car. One
person drove right into the work
zone and passed the pilot car and
was coming right at the workers. He
would not follow the pilot car. The
pilot car was finally able to catch him
and pull him over. The irate person
asked him, why are you working
on the road right now? We get these
types of questions all the time, like
one time 1s any better for the travel-
ing public than another. Trucks will
drive so close to our work zone that
the wind off their rig will sometimes
blow our hard hats off. Then, when
they get past the workers, they will
move into the work zone and straddle
the cones, knocking them all down.”
The solution is simple. Slow
down, drive to conditions, and
respect the TxDOT workers who are
out there maintaining the roads so

the traveling public can be provided
with a safe and reliable transporta-
tion system.

The Texas Legislature extended
the Move Over or Slow Dow law,
effective September 1, 2013, to
include protection for TxDOT work-
ers and vehicles. The law requires
Texas drivers to yield to law enforce-
ment, fire and emergency vehicles
on roads. Drivers are now required
to move out of the lane closest to a
TxDOT vehicle when possible or to
reduce speed to 20 mph below the
posted limit. For single lanes, driv-
ers must slow down; and for roads
with speed limits of 25 mph or less,
speeds must scale down to 5 mph.
Drivers who do not obey the law can
be fined up to $2,000.

“IxDOT receives a lot of com-
pliments too,” said Kautz. “We know
the traveling public’s main objective
IS to get from point A to point B. The
TxDOT maintenance employee’s
objective 1s to work an 8 hour day
to safely maintain one of the best
highway systems in the nation, and
to go home at night a whole person
just like we were when we came to
work.”

March 23-27, 2015 is Work
Zone Safety Awareness Week. The
Texas Department of Transporta-
tion urges drivers to slow down, pay
attention and be extra cautious when
driving through work zones and con-
struction areas
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“Is your place an ace place?”

Howardwick: ‘The town that almost wasn’t’

Last week I complained
because we still had winter weather,
this week I am complaining because
the fruit trees are beginning to bloom
which means they will probably get
hit by a killing freeze in the next
four weeks. We humans are never
satisfied, especially when discussing
weather.

Our condolences to the Jerry
Permenter family who died March
9. Jerry and wife, Winnie, were very
active in the Howardwick commu-
nity until her death in 2010 and his
subsequent move back to Amarillo.
God bless you all; our prayers are
with you.

This is my last chapter of a
short history of the tiny spot of the
world known as Howardwick, Texas,
and who knew when I began writing
in January it would be this long? I
like to think of this chapter as “How-
ardwick: The Town that Almost
Wasn’t.”

After Bill Porter sold the land
known as Sherwood Shores to a
private lakeside development group
from Dennison, Texas, they sold
much of the land by 1970. Present
Howardwick resident Janny Rob-
inson Longan tells of being a very
young new bride in 1967 when she
was hired by the company as secre-
tary with recommendation of Shelby
Bell. The office was a single wide
trailer with salesmen, surveyors,
construction workers, golf course
workers, and who knows what using
the office as their base of operations
along with one young girl.

Janny was raised in a God fear-
ing cowboy’s home with respect
shown to women and a handshake
sealed the deal. These wheeler-
dealers worked under a different
set of rules. The company paid her
well for the time, $1.50 an hour but
she left after a few months. The sur-
veyors laid out the roads and named
the roads, usually for someone they

knew. I wonder who Janny Drive
may be named for?

By the year 1970, most of the
lots had been sold with the areas
between houses and mobile homes
clearly divided. Howardwick resi-
dent Marietta Baird tells of her
parents, A.J. and Lena Mitchell
of Pampa buying the first lot for a
mobile home on the corner of Oleta
and Columbia, coming on weekends,
and enjoying the lake.

On the night of April 18, 1970
the Mitchells were out of town and
missed their usual weekend at the
lake. This was one of those twists of
fate because one of the most disas-
trous storms to hit Donley County
was on the rampage. That night six
tornadoes were reported to be skip-
ping over the Panhandle for 175
miles from the New Mexico border
northeastward almost to the Okla-
homa border, striking Sherwood
Shores.

Marietta and husband Jimmie
Baird rushed down the next morning
from their home in Pampa and found
the mobile home area flattened.

Marietta says, “There wasn’t
anything left, not a tree, not a blade
of grass. It was as if a road grader
had come in and stripped everything.
We never found a thing we could
identify as coming from Mother and
Daddy’s trailer. Not a dish, noth-
ing. Most people didn’t have insur-
ance on the trailers but my parents
bought another one and moved back.
They moved out here permanently in
about 1978. If they had been home
that night in April they would prob-
ably have been killed. Three people
across the street from them were
killed.”

Seventeen people lost their
lives in Sherwood Shores that
night, many more were seriously
injured. All mobile homes but two
were destroyed but surprisingly, no
houses were destroyed but did suffer

damage.

[n an
article  writ-
ten by Bill

Russell in
the Amarillo
Globe-News
on May 12,
1997, he
describes
Interview -
ing George Howard who states he
went out to Sherwood Shores to
build a house for his mother and
father, probably about 1967. He met
the head of the company and was
offered a job as a local person to sell
land and solidify the development.
Howard took the job. After the tor-
nado, instead of wiping out the com-
munity it drew the loosely affiliated
community together into an actual
town.

God was saying, “Here’s
a second chance.” In Howard’s
opinion without the tornado there
probably wouldn’'t be a town. He
described the scene after the tornado
as “amazing.” After the chaos and
cleanup, residents elected to rebuild
rather than leave. They were Panhan-
dle people with hope and faith, they
didn’t want t¢ give up. The residents
felt they needed to create a town to
lend a sense of stability to attract
newcomers.

On Apnl 3, 1971, almost a
year after the tornado the residents
of Sherwood Shores voted 194-20
to create a town. They also voted to
name the new entity Howardwick
after George Howard, the man they
believed was instrumental in making
the town a reality.

In the book “The History of
Donley County 1879-1990,” How-
ardwick 1s described as a very active
town with enough to keep everyone
busy. City officials in 1979 were E.H.
Patton, mayor, and a five member
board of aldermen including Herman

God’s own country. God gave
us a second chance. Built on hope
and faith. These are descriptions of
the area known as Howardwick, and
as I sit on my deck listening to the
mockingbird, quail in the distance
or watch the deer graze and hear the
lonesome train whistle five miles
away, I wonder how Capt. Randolph
Marcy after his expedition of 1852
could say this land was unfit for man
or beast.

Blood Thinner Cuts Heart Attack Risk

A major clinical study called PEGASUS-TIMI 54, which involved
over 21,000 individuals showed that Brilinta, significantly cut the risk
of death or heart attack in those who had a history of previous heart
attacks. People who participated in the trial had experienced a heart
attack within the past one to three years and were given Aspirin along
with Brilinta therapy.

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The top ten Facebook scams

Hi, gang! Remember the IRS,
FBI or Secret Service will not call
you demanding money. Enjoy spring
and be very careful of door to door
salesmen. This time of the year is
when the tree trimmers and general
fix it up scammers’ are coming out
of hibernation. Check with local
business men before you pay money
up front.

Now let's look at Facebook
scams. I use Facebook and needed
this scam information. It’s virtu-
ally impossible these days to avoid
encountering a Facebook scam if
you're a user of the popular social
networking site. Most of us see them
and give them a wide berth, but thou-
sands of people actually fall victim
every day. By far the most common
i1s the free giveaway scam in which
users are tricked into believing
they’ll be entered for a big prize
draw in return for “liking” or shar-
ing a page or promotion. The prizes
— usually cars or trips to exotic des-
tination — don’t exist but the name of
the victim 1s added to the scammer’s
list of followers, which he subse-
quently sells for spamming and dubi-
ous marketing activities.

We’ve written about this and
many other Facebook scams previ-
ously, but the list of tricks is ever-
changing, although some oldies
continue to persist. So this week
we're giving you a rundown of what
are currently the 10 most common
ones. The first five come from a two-
year study of over 850,000 Facebook
scams — yes, you read that right:
850,000 scams — by Internet security
group Bitdefender.

1. Guess who viewed your pro-
file — A false claim that an app, often
called “WhoViews,” will show you
who'’s viewed your Facebook pro-
file, but it actually installs a spying
and spamming virus on your PC. 2.
Explicit photos or videos of friends
— Victims who click on supplied
links are told they need to update
their Adobe Flash viewer but they
actually install malware. 3. Ads for
fake products and services — Bitde-

or phishing for personal info.

4. Morbid images — A faked
video supposedly of a woman being
beaten to death is being used to
attract victims to gruesome sites that
either charge fees or install malware.
Another recent fake video claims
to show a woman being killed by
her husband. Sadly, Bitdefender
predicts big growth in this category
as a means of grabbing attention
for all sorts of dubious marketing
purposes, notably because of chil-
dren’s increased tolerance of violent
images. 5. Funny videos — This is a
variation on No. 2 above, though it
doesn’t claim to show friends, just
people in embarrassing situations.
Again, this is a ruse to get victims
to install a special video player that
is really malware. A variation claims
to link to explicit photos and videos
of well-known celebrities — most
recently Harry Potter star, Emma
Watson.

Five More: To this list, we'’re
adding five more scams that are cur-
rently making the rounds: 6. A link
to what purports to be the “10 Hot-
test Leaked Snapchats Ever” For
those who don’t know, Snapchat is
an instant photo messaging service
owned by Facebook; this scam leads
to a malware download. 7. The big
prize giveaway — This is the one we
started this issue with. Most common
recent bait includes a Disney-related
prize and an SUV or luxury vehi-
cle. Some current scam pages have
upwards of 60,000 “fans.”

The pages are then renamed and
used to bombard fans with spam-
type advertising either from the
original scammer or whomever they

8. Danger targets — Scammers
use “Yard Sale” and similar pages on
Facebook to lure victims to specific
locations where they may be robbed
or assaulted. In one recent incident in
Lexington, Ken., a couple responded
to an ad supposedly offering a cell
phone for sale. Instead, they were
robbed and shot at by the bogus
vendor in a parking lot. 9. Facebook
identity theft — In this scam, crooks
hack and clone a victim’s page and
pose as them. Then they try to scam
money out of the victim’s friends,
usually by claiming to be in financial
trouble. 10. A change of color — This
one has been around for a while but
1s still going strong. Quite simply, it
claims that an app can change the
color of Facebook profiles from the
default blue. It asks users to pro-
vide their sign-on details, which, of
course, are then use to hack the vic-
tim’s account.

So what can you do to avoid
these scams? Facebook recently
announced a new drive to clamp
down on scammers by reducing the
incidence of fake videos and news
stories. So that’s a step in the right
direction. But the fact is that crooks
will continue to add to those 850,000
Facebook scams that Bitdefender
found and the only way you can truly
avoid them is by being VERY careful
about clicking on links and practic-
ing extreme skepticism.

Alert of the week: The FBI
warns of a vicious new ransomware
scam that will lock up your PC and
every hard drive attached to it — and
then demand up to $5,000 to unlock
them, using the Bitcoin virtual cur-
rency, which is untraceable. The
scam even includes detailed instruc-
tions on how to buy and use Bitcoins,
and it features a countdown clock to
show victims how long they have
to pay up or face permanent data
destruction. There’s no guarantee
you’ll get it back even if you pay.

Solution: Back up your data
every day. It’s the only way to guar-
antee recovery.

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USDA reports 97% of farms are family-owned

WASHINGTON - The US
Department of  Agnculture’s
National Agricultural Statistics Ser-
vice (NASS) reports that family-
owned farms remain the backbone
of the agriculture industry. The
latest data come from the Census
of Agriculture farm typology report
and help shine light on the question,
“What is a family farm?”

“As we wrap up mining the 6
million data points from the latest
Census of Agriculture, we used
typology to further explore the
demographics of who is farming
and ranching today,” said NASS
Statistics Division Director Hubert
Hamer. “What we found 1s that
family-owned businesses, while
very diverse, are at the core of the
US agriculture industry. In fact, 97
percent of all US farms are family-
owned.”

The 2012 Census of Agricul-
ture Farm Typology report is a spe-
cial data series that primarily focuses
on the “family farm.” By definition,
a family farm is any farm where the
majority of the business is owned by
the operator and individuals related

to the operator, including through
blood, marriage, or adoption. Key
highlights from the report include
the following five facts about family
farms in the United States:

Five Facts to Know about
Family Farms

. Food equals family - 97
percent of the 2.1 million farms in
the United States are family-owned
operations.

2. Small business matters — 88
percent of all US farms are small
family farms.

3. Local connections come in
small packages — 58 percent of all
direct farm sales to consumers come
from small family farms.

4. Big business matters too — 64
percent of all vegetable sales and 66
percent of all dairy sales come from
the 3 percent of farms that are large
or very large family farms.

5. Farming provides new begin-
nings — 18 percent of principal
operators on family farms in the US
started within the last 10 years.

“Whether small or large - on the
East Coast, West Coast, or the Mid-
west - family farms produce food

and fiber for people all across the US
and the world,” said Hamer. “It’s due
in part to information such as this
from the Census of Agriculture that
we can help show the uniqueness
and importance of US agriculture to
rural communities, families, and the
world.”

The 2012 Census of Agriculture
Farm Typology report classifies all
farms into unique categories based
on three criteria; who owns the oper-
ation, whether farming is the princi-
pal operator’s primary occupation,
and gross cash farm cash income
(GCHI).

Small family farms have GCFI
less than $350,000; midsize family
farms have GCFI from $350,000 to
$999,999; and large family farms
have GCFI of $1 million or more.
Small farms are further divided
based on whether the principal oper-
ator works primarily on or off the
farm.
