ONE-MAN TROIKA
Thariks to his incredible 

bungling of the Middle East 
situation the real U Thant 
now stands exposed for the 
little man he really is. And 
we cant for the life of us see 
how he can be retained any 
longer in his very big job, no 
matter how much the Soviet 
Union would like to keep him 
there.

It will be remembered that 
the USSR wanted a troika 
to head up the UN. But it 
settled for U Thant as a 
compromise choice with a 
suspicious alacrity. And be it 
said for U Thant that he 
has proved that he can cause 
as much trouble as any three 
other men possibly could.

He was greatly esteemed 
by the liberal-left, the neu­
tralists and Moscow so long- 
as he kept muttering threats 
about South Africa and Rho­
desia and trumpeting end­
lessly about the iniquities of 
the United States in Viet­
nam. But he alienated a lot 
of erstwhile supporters when 
he took it upon himself to 
pull the UN peacekeeping 
forces out of the Middle Blast 
without even consulting the 
members of the East River 
iVlinstrel Show. Thanks to 
that kind of diplomacy, the 
traditional antagonists ac­
cept the invitation to have 
at it, and did. Neither Mos­
cow nor Nasser Uked the out­
come and now seek to recoup 
with propaganda sessions at 
•the UN,

This is not the first U 
Thant boo-boo. More than 
once in recent years it has 
seemed as though the im­
perturbable Secretary Gen­
eral had earned retirement

from his one-man troika job. 
But not only did he hang on­
to his job, he made it ap­
pear that he was doing so at 
great personal sacrifice.

Let it not be forgotten that 
the only possible beneficiary 
of U Thants retreat was Nas­
ser. That Nasser could not 
exploit the advantage in no 
way alters (the Secretary 
General's delinquency. It was 
boneheaded diplomacy at 
best. It triggered a tragic and 
unnecessary war. As a result, 
the free world nations which 
must always spend money 
and men to preserve free­
dom, finance binding up the 
ugly wounds of war, and suf­
fer the economic privations 
growing out of it, will not 
soon again rest confidence in 
the judgment of U Thant.

The futility of the UN was 
never more apparent than 
in the Middle East crisis. 
But the fact that the Se­
cretary General of the Uni­
ted Nations was the agent- 
provocateur who triggered 
the war is an even more va­
luable lesson for all of us.

The sooner U Thant goes 
back to teaching school in 
Buima, the better.

Anniversary: This week

POWER OF PUBLICITY
“I’m tired of having my 

leaders selected for me by 
NBC and CBS television net­
works.”

This complaint, voiced by 
Clifford L, Alexander, a pro­
minent Negro lawyer, sums 
up a situation that deserves 
the attention of the reading 
and viewing public. Mr. Alex­
ander was talking specific­
ally about the rabble-rouser 
Stckely Carmichael, who has 
a highly - developed genius 
for creating disension. “We 
can’t take care of Stokely,” 
said Mr. Alexander, “because 
he’s not responsible to us — 
and he is described as our 
leader. Well, I ’d like to pick 
my own leaders so I can kick 
them out when they get out 
o/. line.”

This raises a significant 
point. Carmichael is no “Ne­
gro leader” because of the 
democratic process. No one 
elected him to anythng. 
He’s active in an outfit call­
ed the Student Nonviolent 
Coordinating Committee, but 
it would libel the Negroes of 
this country to say that 
SNICK speaks for them. This 
is what the Communists call 
an “agitprop” operation, de­
signed to agitate and pro­
pagandize, and that is pre­
cisely how Carmichael has 
played it. With, we hasten 
to add, the generous cooper­
ation of TV and certain seg­
ments of the press. Thanks

to the free publicity they 
have given the ineffable 
Stokely, he has been lifted 
to national eminence as “a 
Negro leader.”

It will be said that Car­
michael is “news” and that 
neither he nor his threats 
against “Whitey” can be ig­
nored. But Carmichael is 
news only because of the 
biuldup he has received. This 
is what causes crowds to ga­
ther when he shows up, and 
this is what provides the tin­
der that constantly erups in­
to riots wherever he mean­
ders.

Car Insurance — Careless 
Texas drivers will pay more 
for their car insurance on 
policies written after July 
31. They will be charged 
more because of their accid­
ents or traffic law violations 
during the nine months 
which ended May 1.

Penalties which range 
from 15 to 90 per cent, de­
pending on the number and 
importance of the law vio­
lation — will add up to $6,- 
439,362 during the year 
starting August 1.

These penalties, feeding 
that much more money in­
to the auto insurance “kit­
ty”, will prevent rate in­

creases for most drivers.
College Tuition — Instead 

of doubling tuition as re­
quested by the Coordinating 
Board of the Texas College 
and University system, the 
Legislature made it easier for 
poorer youngsters to get tui­
tion and fee exemptions.

Exemptions would go only 
to students from families 
with gross incomes of $4,80S 
a year or less. No student 
would be allowed to attend 
college more than six years 
under the exemption plan.

To be eligible, students 
must be graduated in the 
top 25 per cent of their high 
school classes. Or score in 
the top 20 per cent in a 
nationally standardized col­
lege admission examination.

Rio Grande carrot farmers 
may be able to develop a new 
outlet, loj their crop. Car­
rots as fish bait may be the 
answer.

A saltwater fisherman a- 
, long the eastern seaboard 
has found that carrots make 
excellent lures for king and 
other larger offshore fish. 
Texas-size carrots should be 
mo,si; appealing.

Here’s how they serve it. 
First the vegetable is frozen. 
When it thaws it becomes 
limp and easy to thread on 
a piano wire leader. By run­
ning the top end away from 
the hooks, /there is little wa­
ter resistance. Or, if the pos­
ition is reversed, the end 
should be cut at an angle to 
reduce resistance in trolling 
or retrieving. I haven’t tried 
it, so if it doesn't work, don’t 
biam.*. me.

But it sounds interesting.
There are many other sim­

ilar lures which have been 
used both in fresh and salt­
water fishing.

For instance it has been 
known for years that cubes 
of Ivory soap make good cat­
fish bait. Bream have been 
known to take small wild 
grapes. And there have been 
stories of bass striking small 
fresh onions impaled on 
hooks.

Other fishermen have used 
bananas or even banana 
peels successfully. These are 
all oddities, but if they work, 
they are well worth trying.

No doubt fish get tired of 
the same old dieit of plastic 
plugs or immitation worms. 
So, its easy to believe that 
they will fall for something 
el&!.

There is one thing for cer­
tain, fish sometimes have 
minds of their own. A group 
fishing on Sam Rayburn in 
East Texas recently were 
told a certain lure was hot. 
It had been producing big 
strings > for about 10 days. 
Several in our party tried 
them.

But apparently the fish 
had grown tired of that part­
icular item.

Finally one angler put on 
a Rebel with a dark blue 
back. He tossed it alongside 
a log and right then and 
there a fast lure changing 
program began. We all went 
to blue baits and all caught 
fish.

Bass were found near logs 
where greenery was growing 
out of the decayed places 
which had been filled with 
silt. These bass just were not 
interested in green. But blue 
and purple on that particul­
ar day turned the trick.

Could be that the weather 
had something to do with it. 
There was a heavy overcast 
that day with dark rain 
clouds in the heavens most 
of the time. |

We’re anxious to get back j 
! to that same lake and try ' 
blue again. If blue doesn’t j 
work, we’ll offer ’em brilliant | 
gold, resembling a sunburst | 
with featured edges in red. | 
They might be just the (thing ! 
on a bright sun-shiny day. 
Wh i knows?

Fish have been known to 
hit on many improvised 
lures. For instance the bev­
erage can opener, an old 
teaspoon or even a bottle 
cap sometimes will work.

A bass fisherman in Flor­
ida uses the snap-type cloth­
espins. He puts a screweye in 
the heavy end and attaches 
a tail hook to the other end. 
He swears they beat any lure 
he has ever bought . . .es­
pecially when he adds an 
Alka Seltzer tablet to the 
clamp of the clothespin.

A well known fishing guide 
cairies in his boat several 
cans of spray paint in six 
different colors. If weather 
or water conditions warrant 
he will change the color of 
his lures in the middle of 
the lake.

A Texas manufacturer of 
spoons went to Florida re­
cently to experiment with 
color. He found that big bass 
there consistently hit one of 
his spoons that had a pur- j 
pie plate. He went back to ! 
the factory and began turn- | 
ing out purple spoons by the ; 
thousand-. |

Despite all the talk about |

lures and the colors, the most 
effective fishing results from 
properly working the lures. 
Some fishermen go strong 
for this and insist that the 
only way to consistently 
catch fish is to work the lure 
properly — slowly and life­
like.

Then there’s always the 
dub in the boat who gets a 
backlash. His lure rests on 
the bottom for five minutes 
while he straightens out the 
birdnest. Then the instant 
he moves the lure there’s a 
walloping blast . . . and he 
comes up with the biggest 
bass.

That’s the way fishing 
goe.!.

Here’s how EDDD works: 
On September 10, (two new 
numbers — 112 and 110 — 
will become a part of the 
telephone long distance rou­
tine. Dialing one of these 
two numbers first connects 
you with equipment which 
permits you to dial your call. 
To dial a station to station 
call, you simply dial the ac­
cess code — 112, then the 
area code of the town you 
are calling — then the 7- 
digit number you are calling. 
To dial a person to person 
or special call, you dial the 
access code — 110, then the 
area code of the town you 
are calling — then the 7- 
digit number you are calling.

McCullough noted that in­
structions for EDDD service 
will be in front of the new 
telephone directory which 
customers will receive in 
September. In addition, an 
EDDD instruction booklet 
will be mailed to all cus­
tomers at the time of the 
conversion outlining how to 
use this convenient, modem 
telephone service. The Co. 
also has speaking teams to 
explain this new service 
which will appear before ci­
vic clubs and other groups 
upon request to McCullough’s 
office.

McCullough indicated that 
the overall conversion to Ex­
panded Direct Distance Dial­
ing which will involve 14 ex­
changes and 40,000 tele­
phone between now and the 
cutover on September 10 is 
the largest and most com­
plex project ever undertak­
en in San Angelo. When the 
project is complete. West 
Texans served by General 
Telephone Company will be 
able to dial to most points 
throughout tne United States 
and Canada.
