For Hiway Patrol

Patrolman Orvil Perry, of 
the Ozona based patrol umt, 
announced today that, the 
Texas Department of Public 
Safety is making a special 
effort to obtain qualified 
young men for the position 
of Patrolman with the De­
partment.
