At the same time, the Ajt- 
torney General promised to 
use all facilities at his com­
mand to prosecute trouble­
makers who cross state lines 
to incite riots or other vio-
lenoe. That’s been in the law ’ jvancement m a civilized so-

mocratic Society (SDS), with 
chapters in many of the 
colleges, harbors anarchists 
and spearheads a good many 
of the campus disruptions. 
That group has the hammer 
and sickle written all over 
it. The SDS is the most re­
cent — and the most bra­
zen — of a long series of pro- 
Communist student organi- 
2iations, committeed to the 
American educational sys­
tem and to other reddish ob­
jectives.

More of the states, includ­
ing Texas, are beefing up 
their enrollment. They hope 
this will keep some of the 
radicals out.

Black Power and other ra­
dical student behavior has 
been likened to the conduct 
of the blacks in the Congo 
after Belgium gave them 
their independence four or 
five years ago.

The ‘Hunger’ Sensationalists
In recent months, Senat­

or Georgie McGovern (D-SD) 
and a pack of “hunger hunt­
ers” in ithe U. S. Senate have 
had a field day trying to 
present rural America, es­
pecially the Southern States, 
as a region of; starvation. In 
recent weeks, for instance. 
Senator McGovern called on 
the U. S. Agriculture Depart­
ment to use food surpluses 
in “places like Beaufort, S. 
C., where the children get 
half the calories they need 
each day — and the worms 
eat much of that.” Indeed, 
the Senator has had some 
(success, for he pressured the 
federal government to setp 
up its food stamp distribu­
tion in Beaufort.

Hunger is the “big thing” 
politically this year. A num­
ber of politicians apparent­
ly believe that it will pay 
off at the polls. Overnight, 
some politicians are discov­
ering malnutrition as an is­
sue.

Now, the fact is that mal­
nutrition exists in some a- 
reas in the United States. 
There is hunger. Everyone 
knows ithat. It isn’t necessary 
for a politician to make a 
big discovery out of it. To be 
sure, the problem of malnu­
trition is a  limited one. It has 
been blown all out of propor­
tion by (the jxDliticiang and 
the sob sisters of the New 
Left.

The relevant questions 
are: why are some children 
himlgpry in the richest nation 
in the world? What should 
be done about it?

If anyone is hungry in A- 
merica, it is not because the 
system is wrong or because 
community leaders are hard­
hearted. Never in history 
have so many people been so 
well off in any nation as in 
America today. The vast ma­
jority of Americans know 
that the free enterprise sys­
tem is a truly workable sys­
tem. They obtain the fruits 
of their labor. More than 
that, this is a generous so­
ciety in which we live — 
generous to a fault.

Every community has an 
abundance of church, volun­
teer and civic agencies that 
seek to help those who are 
in want. It can’t be argued 
that affluent Americans are 
indifferent to the plight of 
the needy.

So why are there hungry 
children? The answer to that 
is ignorant, shiftless and mo­
rally irresponsible parents. 
Take Beaufort County, for 
example, which has been 
singled out for criticism in 
the mass media. It isn’t a 
hardship county. On the 
contrary, it is the site of ma­
jor military installations, 
with big payrolls, and has 
a tourist business. Thou­
sands of Beaufort County 
residents enjoy a good life. 
But like hundreds of coun­
ties in every state in the u- 
nion, it has a smaU element 
of people who haven’t ad­
justed to a self-reliant so­
ciety or who prefer a de­

pendent existence, •
If one locks at these pover-! 

ty pockets around the na- I 
'tion, one finds women with | 
six children by as many fa- i 
thers, homes with color tele- j 
vision but no- heating sto*'es, j 
houses with bi|g cars parked j 
outside but no plumbing — | 
not even a sanitary privy. 
One finds children whose 
mothers and fathers have 
moved to big industrial ci­
ties and sent their young­
sters home to be supported 
by aged grand parents, men 
and women who buy a couple 
of quarts of liquor on pay­
day but no beans and bacon. 
One finds people who re­
present the third generation 
on relief.

A county or state govern­
ment can’t be blamed for the 
problems of such i>eople, in­
cluding the hunger. The fed­
eral government — the New 
Deal, Fair Deal, New Fronts- 
ier. Great Society — is to 
blame for an environment in 
which no-work is rewarded 
with government aid and de­
pendence is encouraged.

In the recent sensational 
“hunger” disclosures, the 
Nixon Administration has 
been persuaded to loosen 
rules igioverning distribution 
of food stamps. But the fed­
eral government could give 
away millions of dollars 
worth of food stamps and
