Oounty Ranchers To Receive Near
Million Dollars In Incentive Pay

payment rate on the govern-
ment price support program
was received at the local
ASCS office this week. The
wool support price will be
65.4 percent of the price re-
ceived by the grower, less
marketing expense, and the
mohair incentive pay will be
based on a 71.2 percent sup-
port level, Cliff Elder, ASCS
office manager announced.
Producers will receive $1.06
per hundred pounds live
weight on . unshorn lambs
sold last year.

The wool incentive pay
level was but a fraction of a
percentage point below last
year’s figure of 65.8, indicat-
ing an almost level nation-
wide price for wool last year
with the year before. Mohair,
on the other hand, showed
an improved price return to
the grower, the 1968 incen-
tive figure dropping from the
previous year’s 86.8 percent
to 71.2 for the 1968 market-
ing year.

The total payment, being
disbursed this week from the
local ASCS office, to Crock-
ett county ranchers will be
$931,664 against. last year’s
$993,494.

The incentive price sup-
port percentage was based
on a national average price
of 40.5 cents per pound for
wool and 452 cents per
pounds for mohair. The 1967
national average was 39.8
cents for wool and 40.9 cents
for mohair. Price received
by Crockett county ranchers
for wool last year averaged
47.2 cents per pound against
the national average of 40.5
cents.

Sharing in the distribution
of ‘checks beinz mailed out
at midweek are 118 mohair
producers and 168 wool pro-
ducers (these figures over-
lapping, of course, since ma-
ny ranchers run both sheep

and goats.)
Crockett county ranchers
sold a total: of 1,972,762

pounds of wool last year, the
lowest volume of production
since 1962, Mr. Elder pointed
out. The county’s wool clips
brought a total of $934,411
against the previous year’s
2,119,601 pounds which
brought $889,886.

Last year’s mohair clip to-
talled 828,101 pcunds against
the previous year’s 985,686
pounds. County ranchers re-
ceived $398,819 for their 1969
mohair clip against $439,-
679 for the previous year’s
crop.
