THEY TOOK A BUS in Nashville, Tennessee, but they didn’t "leave the driving-t^aisr^nstead, 
they drove it 800 miles across four southern states and wound upYiTlail in Ozona, Texas, several 
days later, charged with theft of the vehicle, possession of stolen property and violation of feder­
al laws against interstate transportation of stolen vehicles. The $75, 000 Greyhound bus, pictured 
on the DPS building grounds here after its seizure by Sheriff Billy Mills and his deputies, was 
stolen in Nashville and parked overnight in front of the Ozona United Methodist Church while the 
driver and another man spent the night in a nearby motel. Charged with theft of the big bus was 
Gary Lynn Jacobs of California. Held for investigation was Thomas Devine, who clam ed he only 
hitched a ride on the bus. The FBI entered the case and took custody of Jacobs on federal Dyer 
Act charges.

Fail Soaking
Heavy rains in the area over 

the past week soaked dry range 
lands to the saturation point 
and water was literally stand­
ing everywhere by week’s end.

Draws, dry creek beds and 
even ditches were sent running 
bank to bank, and there was 
one death due to drowning in 
the county. Gustavo Sarola 
drowned 'Thursday afternoon 
after he drove his pickup off 
into Johnson Draw two miles 
south of Ozona. Several ranch­
men in the county found them­
selves stranded due to high 
water and many waited hours 
before being able to return to 
their homes or dry land.

The largest rainfall reported 
was ten inches on one of the 
rajiches in the southwestern 
part of the county, where six 
inches was common for the 
three-day period.

The steady downpour began 
late Wednesday night and by 
7:30 a .m . Thursday morning 
the official gauge at the Water 
District office contained 1.31 
inches. A constant rain all 
day Thursday saw the gauge 
reading 2.30 inches at 2:30 
p .m ., for a total of 3.61 in­
ches in a little over 12 hours. 
Intermittent rain Thursday night 
and Friday morning totaled 
. 92 of an inch at 8:00 a.m . 
Friday, and throughout the day 
another .65 of an inche fell, 
for a 3 -day total of 5.18 in the 
city. Some gauges around town 
measured more than the official 
gauge, and falls were heavier 
to the west and southwest, but 
the county enjoyed generally, 
a soaking rain all over.

A brief drizzle fell Tuesday 
morning with heavy cloud cover 
before the sun came out around 
noon. The forecast was for 
more rain this weekend and 
cooler weather.

In Rain Swollen Johnson Draw

Gustavo Raul Sorola, 49, 
drowned in rain-swollen John­
son Draw last Thursday after­
noon about two miles south 
of Ozona.

Sorola, janitor at Ozona 
Gas Processing Plant, was 
crossing the draw about 2:15 
when his pickup stalled in the 
high water. His cries for help 
brought other employes to his 
aid. He was attaching a cable 
to the stalled vehicle when 
the water shifted the pickup 
and Sorola lost his footing and 
was swept downstream. He 
was carried to a wire fence at 
the crossing and managed to 
hold on until the pickup hit

him as it too was swept down­
stream. Employees at the plant 
reported that Sarola caught 
hold of some brush at the edge 
of the draw and they mshed 
back to the plant to get a rope.
secured the rope around his 
waist and was going to wade 
into the water to get to Sarola 
while the others pulled them 
to safety. However, when they 
returned to the spot where they 
had left Sarola apparently se­
cure, he was gone.

One of the onlookers felt 
that Sarola had been addled 
by the blow from the pickup 
and was just unable to hold on.

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CASTRO BUILDS A WALL

On August 31 of this year Fidel Castro halted the 
airlift of Cuban refugees to the United States. Thus the 
Communist satrap in Cuba followed in the footsteps of 
his Soviet mentors and erected a wall between the island 
country and America. The Berlin Wall was started on 
August 13, 1961.

Castro acted for the same reason that the Soviet- 
directed Germans erected the Wall: to stop the outflow 
of many thousands o f people, including engineers, tech­
nicians and other skilled and professional workers. In the 
five years of the flights, paid for by the United States 
Government, 245,805 Cubans have been brought to this 
country. They are only a part o f the more than 780,000 
Cubans who have been driven into exile by the Castro 
Communist regime, nearly one-tenth of the people of 
that nation.

The Communists wall people in, and they wall them 
out. But somehow the walls don’t work. They create 
mounting frustration within the walled-in country, and 
increasing disrespect from the walled-out peoples. Daring 
and desperate persons have breached the Berlin Wall, and 
have threaded their way past the electrified barbed-wire 
and mine-field barriers that separate East and West 
Europe. They will continue to do so, just as Cubans will 
go on finding ways to flee their prison country today.

THE AGONY OF SOUTH VIETNAM
Never in our history have Americans witnessed the 

spectacle of the national news media making fun of the 
agony of another country, which also happens to be an 
ally of the United States. The situation in South Viet­
nam, psychologically damaged as a nation by many 
years of one of the most cruel wars, is hardly a matter 
for laughter. Some newspapers speak o f the Thieu-party 
system, and so forth. Yet when Great Britain had no 
elections whatsoever for 9 long years during World War 
II, no one complained. Nor was Britain new to democ­
racy, nor overrun by the Vietcong.

It would be better for Americans to try to understand 
the problems and difficulties of the South Vietnamese. 
Millions — yes, millions — of North and South Viet­
namese, Americans, Thais, South Koreans, Australians, 
New Zealanders, and Filipinos have been killed or wound­
ed in the war. More than 60,000 South Vietnamese civil­
ians have been murdered, and about 150,000 more kid­
napped.

Now the South Vietnamese are faced with the loss of 
United States military support, while the enemy will 
continue to have the aid o f Communist China and Soviet 
Russia. President Thieu is rattled. But so was General 
George B. McClellan when he was muttering against Presi­
dent Abraham Lincoln during the American Civil war. 
When the American elections were held in 1864, McClel­
lan was swamped, 212 to 21, in the Electoral College.

All the wisdom of South Vietnam and the United 
States is required to deal with this critical emergency.

HOW COME RUSSIA IS A STRONG-WEAK NATION?
It is one o f the great mysteries of the world that the 

Union o f Soviet Socialist Republics has a much greater 
fleet o f submarines than the United States. But the situa­
tion is much worse. Representative John G. Schmitz of 
the Whittier, Calif, area, the President’s Congressman, 
says:

“There is now little doubt in the mind o f any informed 
person that the United States is inferior to the Soviet 
Union in practically every aspect o f military power. 
What is worse, this disparity in strategic forces is grow­
ing worse due to a combination o f executive restraint in 
hopes of progress at the SALT talks. Congressional criti­
cism, and growing pressure from numerous disarmament 
lobbies chanting about ‘re-ordering priorities.’”

The question arises, why is it that the Russians cannot 
build a mass production automobile or truck plant, while 
they can build warships, freighters, atomic bombs, mis­
siles, tanks, artillery and the ammunition to fire big guns? 
While they are helping the North Vietnamese, the Egypt­
ians and the Cubans and others to make war, and are 
sending them large quantities o f food and war material, 
the Russians themselves often find that they have not 
produced enough bread grains for their own country.

Obviously the Russians are engaging in a crash pro­
duction of armaments while neglecting other areas of 
needful output. They are depending upon foreign na­
tions, their prospective victims, to build their auto and 
truck plants and sell them grain when they fall behind. 
In the meantime they do what they can to spread dis­
orders within the helpful capitalist countries in order to 
keep us off balance and to prevent us from thinking 
straight. What dupes we be!

COOPERATIVE PLANNING IS NEEDED!

SENSING tke NEWS

ATTICA AND THE RADIC-LIBS
Gov. Ronald Reagan of Cali­

fornia supplied the essential 
background to the bloody riot 
at Attica prison in New York 
when he said that revolutionary 
forces in the United States have 
shifted their attack from univer­
sity campuses to prisons. Having 
been largely thwarted in their 
attempt to turn university cam­
puses into bases of revolution­
ary action, the New Left now is 
depending on a savage prison 
population to trigger enormeus 
violence and undermine the 
official and public will to main­
tain law and order.

The first major outbreak of 
revolutionary violence came 
last month at San Quentin pri­
son in California, where a wea­
pon was smuggled to George r 
Jackson, one of the infamous = 
"Soledad Brothers," cr,iminal 
revolutionaries. Jackson's death 
in the escape attempt served 
the revolutionary forces, for 
they have turned him into a 
martyr of the New Left. Tom 
Wicker, the New York Times 
columnist, eulogized Jackson 
as a "talented writer, a sensi­
tive man, a potential leader, 
and political thinker of great 
persuasiveness. ”

The second outbreak came 
at Attica prison in upstate New 
York. New York officials have 
suggested that the prisoners re­
ceived aid from the outside in 
organizing their reign of terror. 
Fortunately, Gov. Nelson Rock­
efeller finally ordered an 
assault on the prison, but only 
after long delay and disgrace­
ful negotiations with revolution­
ary prisoners who demanded 
amnesty and transportation to 
"non-imperialist" countries.

One of the most astonishing 
developments in the Attica 
story is that New York officials 
permitted so-called "citizen 
observers, " to confer with the 
inmates. This cadre of "obser­
vers" included hardcore radi­
cals such as William Kunstler, 
the attorney for communist 
revolutionaries; leftwing 
congressman Herman Badillo, 
Ali Kenyatta of the Black Mus­
lims, Tom Wicker of the New 
York Times, whose eulogy 
of George Jackson apparently 
won him the admiration of the 
m ilitant prisoners at Attica; 
and others of that ilk.

It is hard to imagine what 
New York authorities had in 
mind when they allowed this 
radical group to meet with the 
prisoners. It seems safe to say 
that the "observers" encouraged 
the militancy of the inmates.

What was predictable in the 
situation was that the radical- 
liberal elements in the media 
would convict the State of New 
York, state police, guards and 
surrounding community of guilt 
- -  and downplay the violence 
of the prisoners. The Washing­
ton Post, in a typical example 
of radical-liberal coverage, 
headlined one story: "Outside 
Attica Walls, A City of Hate. " 
That's the way the radicalized 
media handle such stories; law 
enforcement agencies are por­
trayed as reckless; law- abiding 
citizens are described as pre­
judiced, and the criminal ele­
ments are characterized as 
mistreated and long-suffering. 
The radicalized media ignore 
the fact that prisons such as

Attica are filled with a brutal, 
savage population convicted of 
the most atrocious crimes.

It is shocking that the radi­
cal-liberal intelligentsia should 
make common cause with 
with criminals and with the 
large, hostile underclass that 
we have in this country today. 
But it is a fact. The New Left 
columnist and professor weep

over the deaths of imprisoned 
barbarians and condemn the 
police who attempt to main­
tain law and order.

The more radical elements 
know precisely what they are 
doing. They envision prisoners 
in the role of a revolutionary 
class, men who will not hesi­
tate to terrorize a community 
as a means of transforming it. 
Thus the radical leadership 
encourages Marxist political 
consciousness among hardened 
criminals.

Decent citizens should de­
mand that agencies of govern­
ment adopt a much tougher 
line in dealing with politici­
zed criminals and their sup­
porters. The Attica rebellion 
demonstrates the need for re­
storing the death penalty. 
Hardened criminsds such as 
the Attica ringleaders don’t 
hesitate to undertake new, 
bloody deeds because they are 
confident that capital punish­
ment is a dead letter in the 
United States. If the electric 
chair had been in use in New 
York State, the Attica uprising 
might not have taken place.

Beyond that, state authori­
ties must screen prison popula­
tions more carefhlly, isolating 
politicized criminals bent on 
revolutionary activities behind 
prison walls. And states most 
certainly must refuse to per­
m it New Left "observers" to 
negotiate with or represent 
prisoners.

Prison reforms are needed in 
the United States. Thousands 
of inmates, incarcerated for 
minor crimes, can be rehabi­
litated. But much tougher 
security measures must be ap­
plied fto Black Panthers and sim­
ilar types now operating inside 
prisons, stirring bloody rebel­
lion against lawful authority. 
And federal and state authori­
ties, including grand juries, 
should probe for links between 
politicized prisoners and re­
volutionary groups on the out­
side.

1970 County Economy Gets $44 Million 
Boost From Petroleum Production

Petroleum production con­
tinues to play a significant 
role in the economy of Crock­
ett county with a direct input 
of $44,135, 579 last year.

According to the latest 
compilation of Texas Mid-Con­
tinent Oil <& Gas Assn., the 
county in 1970 produced 8,328- 
967 barrels of crade oil valued 
at $27, 485, 591 and 114, 041, - 
ol3 thousand cubic feet of na­
tural gas valued at $16,649, - 
988. It ranked 34th in value of 
petroleum produced.

In addition, the county rec­
eived the stimulation of $5, - 
516, 947 in royalty payments to 
landowners and others with 
mineral interests.

"Crockett was one of 187 
Texas counties that had petro­
leum production valued at 
more than $125, 000, " says 
Kenneth E. Montague, Texas 
Mid*" Continent president. " Its 
ability to prodifce helped Tex­

as meet a record demand with 
record production of both oil 
and gas in 1970. This demand 
has again diminished Texas 
petroleum reserves as additions 
failed to offset withdrawals.
In Texas, we only drilled 
8,114 wells - -  the smallest 
number since 1946. "

Texas state government 
benefited from the county’s 
petroleum, receiving $1,264, - 
337 in production taxes on 
cmde oil and $1,248, 749 on 
natural gas.

Drilling expenditures in the 
county totaled $12,155,369 
with $956, 858 being lost on 
dry holes. Eight wildcats were 
drilled with five of them dry.

Also adding to the economy 
were the county’s six natural- 
gasoline processing plants with 
147 million cubic feet daily 
capacity.

The judge decided that her re­
fusal to take the job was justified, 
and ordered her compensation 
payments reinstated.

That does not mean, however, 
that you can wait serenely until 
the perfect job comes along. An­
other case involved a restaurant 
worker who, accustomed to work­
ing from 6 a.m. to 3 p.m., turned 
down a job that started two hours 
later in the day.

“Frankly,” he explained, “it’s 
just too hard for me to change my 
hours. I’m used to the old way.”

But this time, a court denied 
his right to unemployment com­
pensation. He was out of work, 
noted the court, more by choice 
than by necessity.

Suppose a job that is offered 
would create religious conflicts. 
A number of cases have arisen in­
volving Seventh-Day Adventists 
who were not willing to work on 
Saturday.

Almost invariably, the courts 
have accepted this as a legitimate 
reason for rejecting a job, with no 
effect on the person’s right to col­
lect unemployment compensation.

“Work which requires one to 
violate his moral standards,” said 
one court, “is not suitable work.”
A public service feature of the 
American Bar Association and 
the State Bar of Texas.

Tips For Gordoaers
From The 

Ozona Garden Club 
By

Mrs. Bailey Pqst

With all the abundance of 
rain we have had, it's almost 
unbelievable that this is really 
Southwest Texas. It’s great to 
go into the fall season with 
plenty of moisture for garden 
preparation, planting and 
growth on all plants, trees and 
grasses.

To keep ahead of the enor­
mous weed crop everyone is 
urged to act now, and accept 
the challenge of a real clean­
up to beautify our environment.

Several have mentioned 
trouble controlling nutgrass in 
flower beds and lawns. The 
best way is to learn what it 
looks like, so you will know to 
remove any you may have at 
once, or before it becomes a 
real problem. Nutgrass can be 
treated with a weed killer, but 
will take several seasons. If in 
the lawn, keep pulled out un­
til the turf is thick, and the 
nuts will become inactive.

Perhaps you have Youpon 
hollies and have berries on 
some while others have none. 
The Yaupon, like other hollies, 
has male or female flowers, 
but never both kinds on one 
plant. The male plant does not 
produce berries. If your plant s 
have yellow leaves, this may 
indicate a nutritional deficiency 
caused by the heavy demand of 
a large berry crop. Fertilize 
now with a light application 
of a balanced commercial 
fertilizer such as 8- 8- 8 or 
10-10-10. In future years if 
there is a heavy bloom or fruit 
set, fertilize in the spring and 
again in early summer. If this 
does not solve the problem, 
chelated iron should help.

At this time of the year, 
leaves of trees and shrubs tend 
to fade out to a yellowish color, 
sometimes brown on the edges. 
This is caused by heat of sum­
mer, and shortage of soil mois­
ture. We shouldn’t have that 
problem now. Nature uses late 
summer and fall to prepare 
woody plants for winter so they 
should not be growing vigorous­
ly in the fall so that early cold 
spells could injure them severe­
ly. After the soil drys out, hoe 
or spade lightly to provide a 
better condition for water pene­
tration.

The'Garden'Club will have 
two fall programs and demon­
strations on table setting, fea­
turing functional and exhibi­
tional segment tables, and 
then a table section in the 
spring flower show. The book, 
"The Art of Table Setting and 
Flower Arrangement, " which 
will be used for the background 
reading and demonstration is 
in the high school library. It 
contains many beautiful pic­
tures of tables with correct 
place settings. Perhaps the 
Table Tips from the yearbook 
may be of interest to you in 
your home or party entertain­
ment;

WASHINGTON 
NEWS LETTER

Congressman O. C. Fisher

By a cliff-hanger margin of 
only 5 votes, the House last 
week blocked, at least tempor­
arily, a move to give unpre- 
cented authority to the Great 
Society's Equal Emplo3mient 
Opportunities (EEOC) Cammis- 
sion.

That agency, which now has 
authority to investigate alleged 
discrimination in emplo3nnent 
and then seek voluntary solu­
tions by persuasion and media­
tion, sought cease-and-desist 
enforcement powers - - a n  au­
thority normally exercised only 
by courts.

EEOC also sought power to 
run herd on employment prac­
tices over state and local em­
ployees and those who work for 
schools.

As proposed, the agency 
would have been empowered 
to dictate to employers whom 
they can or cannot hire, whom 
they can or cannot fire, and 
whom they can or cannot pro­
mote. It would give to this 
bureau in Washington authority 
to act as complainant, investi­
gator, prosecutor, judge and 
jury --  all racked up in one 
package. And the unfortunate 
victim -- whether it be an 
employer or an employee --  
would be accorded no right of 
trial by jury.

The bill now goes to th ^  • 
Senate which, judging by past 
actions on the subject, is expe­
cted to restore the powers sou-
