Rev. John Berkley, pastor 
of Ozona Methodist Church, 
presented an appeal for action 
toward a nursing home. He re­

presented a group of intested 
citizens and appeared before 
the court at their request, he 
said.

Rev. Berkley pointed out to 
the court that there are pre­
sently large numbers of aging 
persons in the county who in 
all probability will need nurs­
ing care within the next few 
years and he urged the court 
to consider such need in its 
planning.

ment of a nursing home here. 
Motion was made by Mrs. 
Charles Williams, Jr., chair­
man of Christian Social Con­
cerns, that the Crockett Coun­
ty Commissioners Court and the 
Hospital Board be urged to 
immediately pursue establish­
ment of a nursing facility. The 
motion passed unanimously.
The members of the Board re­
cognized an increasing need 
for the facility and were aware 
that it might mean an increase 
in taxes, but urged immediate 
action while oil property valua­
tions are favorable.

Another body of civic lead­
ers, the Ozona Rotary Club, 
headed by John Lee Henderson, 
III, at its last meeting appro­
ved unanimously a resolution 
placing the organization on 
record as being in favor of im­
mediate construction by the 
county of an adequate nursing 
facility.

County Judge Troy Williams 
told the group that it would 
take pressure from the public 
to get the court off a "high 
middle" in its consideration of 
the question. He said the court 
thoroughly recognizes the need 
for a nursing home facility and 
had had it under study for the 
past two years or more.

The court suggested that 
Rev. Berkley and the groups 
he represented have a petition 
prepared and circulated to se­
cure signatures of persons fa­
voring such construction and 
who are willing to pay any ad­
ditional taxes that might be 
necessary to support the same.

Rev. Berkley stressed in his 
discussion the need for a "really 
nice" nursing home, declaring 
that if such a facility were pro­
vided there would be little 
doubt that it would be kept full 
to capacity. Successful nursing 
homes are presently being oper­
ated in Eldoardo and Sonora, 
and these facilities are being 
used by a number of Ozona sen­
ior citizens.

ANOTHER FORGOTTEN LESSON OF HISTORY
The sale of American scrap-iron to Japan before Pearl 

Harbor, soon returned to us in bullets that killed thous­
ands of Americans, used to be the guilt-laden symbol of 
policy that recklessly put profit above national security.

Despite the opposition of the Chiefs of Staff and the 
Defense Department, Washington has withdrawn its op­
position to the sale of $ 12-million worth of British com­
puters to Soviet Russia. The doors have thus been opened 
to similar sales by American producers. Its backwardness 
in computer technology has been one of the critical 
bottlenecks in Soviet industry. Moscow has promised that 
the British computers will not be used for military pur­
poses But at the very least, as Admiral Hyman G. Rickover 
has warned, they will “free other computers of Soviet 
design for weapon use.”

Expert analysis of Soviet weapons on display in the 
Israel-Arab war of 1967 and in the protracted conflict in 
Indochina has identified the low quality of trucks as a 
conspicuous weakness in Soviet military equipment. 
Under a $700-million contract the Mack Truck company 
would cure that weakness by building the world’s largest 
truck factory in Russia. So far there has been no sign that 
our government disapproves the deal. Only a year ago a 
similar proposal by Ford was blocked by Washington — 
that’s how fast the hope of profit is taking priority over 
the logic of national security!

Meanwhile Congress has authorized huge credits by 
Export-Import Bank — in effect credit guaranteed by 
the U.S. taxpayer — for trade with Communist nations. 
Our government appears hell bent on repeating the “scrap- 
iron to Japan” blunder on a larger scale.

HANDOUT 'HUMANITARIANISM’
In accepting the "Great Am­

erican Humanitarian Award" 
given by the American-Niger­
ian Committee, U. S. Sen. 
Ernest F. HolLings (D-S. C .) re­
peated the fam.iliar liberal 
theme that the nation needs 
"a national commitment to end 
hunger. " It is a theme that is 
irritating to working citizens 
who must pick up the tab for 
the free- loaders on re lie f.

Sen Hollings would have 
better served the country had 
he stressed the need for a na­
tional commitment to end para­
sitism and welfare-chiseling. 
Only the day before Sen. Hol­
lings spoke in New York City, 
The New York Times said that 
the state controller reported 
the fraudulent cashing last year 
of about $4 million, in dupli­
cate relief checks. Ironically, 
New York officials apparantly 
aren’t planning a crackdown on 
offenders. Instead welfare 
recipients will be able to draw 
money as well as food stamps 
from accounts established in 
their names at neighborhood 
banks. Certainly, that's some­
thing new in government give­
aways — individual, taxpayer- 
supplied bank accounts for non- 
workers.

In his speech, the "Great 
American Humanitarian" from 
South Carolina complained that
millions of families "are getting stamps deny this, but anyone
no help whatsoever" from the 
taxpayers, adding that "they 
are denied the right to partici­
pate in the food stamp program 
solely because our government 
has decided that to feed hungry 
Americans would be fiscally 
irresponsible."

No doubt food stamp reci­
pients --  many of whom are 
well-dressed and who enjoy 
purchasing choice cuts of meat 
and other goodies with taxpay­
er’s funds --  will be gratified 
at Sen. Hollings’ solicitude for 
the non-working population. 
The citizens who have to pay 
the bill for the parasites may

not be pleased, however. They 
may wonder whether the sena­
tor read the federal govern­
ment’s statistics on welfare, 
published the day before Sen. 
Hollings received the "Great 
American Humanitarian Award'!

The Department of Health, 
Education and Welfare disclosed 
Sept. 23 that total welfare 
spending for the last fiscal year 
was $16.3 billion, an increase 
of 27 percent over the previous 
year and almost twice the $8.
9 billion figure of four years 
ago. The number of persons on 
the welfare rolls increased by 
17 per cent during the last fis­
cal year.

These statistics tell a story 
of growing indolence and de­
pendency inour society. Relief 
began in the 1930s as a tempo­
rary measure. Today, welfare 
is a way of life. Food stamp 
programs, which Sen. Hollings 
had a major role in pushing 
through the Senate have crea­
ted a new and privileged class 
of hand-out recipients, 

new and privileged class of 
hand-out recipients.

The ordinary working man is 
understandably resentful of the 
food stamp programs. He buys 
hamburger in the supermarket 
while the food stamp recipient 
buys items the working man 
can’t afford. Proponents of food

who spends a little time in 
supermarket checkout lanes gets 
the truth about the food stamp 
abuses.

No one wants Americans to 
be without food. Certainly, 
public assistance should be av­
ailable to people who are desti­
tute. But many of the people 
receiving welfare or food 
stamps are people who refuse 
to accept such jobs as are avail­
able. Mo eover, political sen­
timentality about the hunger 
issue has made idleness profit­
able. Increa^ngly, the incen­
tives in our society encourage 
withdrawal from the work force.

Tips For Gardeners
Frcan T he

O zona G arden Club

It’s later than you think, so 
with frost approaching, do take 
time to enjoy the beautiful 
green of the hills and valleys 
wherever you may go on a week 
end trip or perhaps from your 
own windows.

Many of the towns around 
us are stressing a general fall 
cleanup in October, so we 
don't want Ozona to fail to 
keep grooming yards and urging 
others to do so. Old trash may 
harbor insect pests or diseases, 
so should be placed where it 
can be hauled off. A sanitation 
program includes pulling up all 
of the spent bedding plants, 
cutting off tops of browned pere­
nnials, raking the ground to 
collect the surface debris, and 
removing from the garden.
Also, plants that are now being 
dug and divided, should be 
carefully cleaned and all in­
jured, diseased or dead leaves 
and stems removed.

The leaves of deciduous (non 
evergreen) trees and shrubs 
should be carefully collected, 
and either placed on the gener­
al compost pile or stacked se­
parately to make leaf mold, if 
the leaves are free of insects 
and disease.

There is more time now than 
in the spring for garden const- 
mction, such as paths, terraces, 
rock gardens and other features.

Roses should be at peak 
bloom this month and they 
surely are at the Redwood Mo­
tel and the Tom Mitchell home, 
Shouls you be where you can 
visit municipal rose gardens, 
take your notebook and make 
notes of information on colors 
and varieties you may want for 
fall or spring planting. Now you 
can buy roses in containers to 
allow t.ime for them to get es­
tablished before severe freeze.

Your mums still need care 
with regular attention. Con­
tinue watering frequently to

produce steady growth and buds. 
Also feed lightly each week 
with one teaspoon fertilizer per 
gallon of water. Discontinue 
when color shows in flower 
buds.

Root prune wisteria that fail­
ed to bloom last spring to en­
courage flowering next spring. 
With a sharp spade, cut through 
the roots in a circle about three 
feet from trank.

While the days are cooler 
'and nights are frost free, move 
your indoor plants outside for 
two or three weeks. Apply li­
quid fertilizer and water well 
to encourage strong growth. 
Foliage plants such as pandanus, 
dieffenbachia, philodendrons, 
rubber plants, and schefflera 
will take on a healthier glossier 
appearance. And crotons be­
come more colorful outside. Be 
careful to place plants in a 
shady area beneath trees or 
large shrubs, so the bright sun­
light won't scorch them. Be 
sure to listen to weather fore­
casts and bring plants inside 
when frost is predicted. Don’t 
make the mistake of repoting 
plants just because you are 
bringing them inside. Flowering 
houseplants bloom more pro­
fusely when their roots are slightly 
crowded. Repot in larger size 
pots only those that were pot- 
bound last winter.
