I am beholden to Mrs.

They ran the computer mea­
surement back and forth over 
the centuries and suddenly it 
came to a halt.

NO INNOCENT COCKTAILS
“There is no such thing as an innocent cocktail,” 

says Dr. Melvin H. Knisely, head of a research team at the 
University of South Carolina Medical School.

Dr. Knisely reports that alcohol even in moderation, 
speeds up the destruction of nerve cells and initiates se­
nility earlier in the life of any drinking person. Alcohol 
induces senility by a process known as “blood sludging.”

As a result of his findings. Dr. Knisely has himself 
given up alcohol. He explains that alcohol forms an 
adhesive substance in the blood which cuts off blood cells 
from their oxygen supply. The trapped cells eventually 
die, affecting the heart, liver and brain. As more cells 
are destroyed, senility sets in. The sludging process be­
comes detectable even after the consumption of the small­
est amounts of alcohol.

The blood sludging process also takes place in other 
diseases, such as arthritis, cancer and malaria. With their 
new-found knowledge of how to induce it, the South 
Carolina team is now attempting to reverse the process. 
By examining the chemistry of sludging, the team hopes 
to find ways to neutralize it.

The results of this team’s research suggests that the 
public be warned of the harmful effects of alcohol con­
sumption. Such preventitive measures have been taken 
with regard to cigarettes. Perhaps the time has come when 
similar action will be taken in this case.

The president's wage-price 
control program survived attacks 
in the House and Senate last 
week when attempts were made 
to scuttle the wage freeze por­
tion of .it were beaten down in 
crucial tests.

Another part of the New 
Economy package was a tax re­
duction, and a bill to achieve 
this was approved in the House. 
Designed to help consumers 
and encourage plant expansions 
(which means more jobs), the 
tax relief treatment should cure 
many ailments which have 
plagued the economy.

Phase II of the new approach, 
announced by President Nixon, 
certainly has my full support. 
The continued controls will be 
extremely difficult to manage 
because of various hardship situ­
ations which will inevitably 
develop. But, hopefully, adjust­
ments can be worked out. The 
degree of success of this battle 
against inflation will relate very 
directly to the degree of cooper­
ation given it by business, la­
bor and the general public. Al­
ready wholesale prices have
dropped dightly, w.ith retail 
prices expected to follow.

The new tax bill, approved 
in the House, calls for repeal 
of the 7% excise tax on auto­
mobiles, with the repeal also 
applicable to jeeps and pickups 
of under 10, 000 pounds, retro- 
act,ive to September 22. The 
latter was a favorable response 
to a move by several of us who 
insisted that these lighter-wei­
ght vehicles are often used for 
passenger purposes.

Oppos.ition to compulsory 
busing is by no means confined 
to the South. I n fact, even 
stronger resentment is popping

up .in Michigan, the mid-west, 
and the west coast. The San 
Francisco Examiner took a poll 
on this question: "I am in fa­
vor of integrating schools but 
do not favor busing. " The re­
sults: 96% of the Asian popu­
lation polled agreed; 88% of 
Anglos; 73% of Spanish-speak­
ing; and 60% of the blacks,

Nashville, Term.--Politi­
cians and professors can’t create 
wealth. Only the business man, 
the entrepreneur --  the organi­
zer of an economic venture, 
create new wealth. For some 
reason, this central economic 
trath has been .ignored time 
and again in the Southern states 
during the last four decades.
The pioneering role of investors 
and managers has been down­
graded and the projects of the 
politicians and professors have 
received enormous favorable 
attention.

The notion that an alliance 
of officeholders and the acad­
emy can uplift the South is still 
with us. Early in October, some 
70 politicians and professors 
from Southern states met at 
Durham, N. C ., to form some­
thing called the Southern Grow­
th Policies Board. Terry San­
ford, a former New Frontier- 
style governor of North Caro­
lina and now president of Duke 
University, was prime mover 
of the organizational meeting. 
The New York Times reports, 
however, that the idea of the 
board "really originated w.ithin 
the leadership of the L. Q. C. 
Lamar Society, an organization 
of about 700 liberals and pro- 
gres^ves in the South. " Five 
foundations reportedly w.ill 
provide a grant of $400, 000 for 
two years of operation.

According to its organizers, 
the board will deal with the 
problems of rapid change in a 
"post-racial" period of growth 
and expansion. Mr. Sanford 
suggested that the board could 
provide the quality of guidance 
that would allow the South to 
constract an example of intel­
ligent growth for the rest of the 
country. The organizers will 
try to sell the concept of the 
board to the legislators of the 
17 states involved.

On the basis of past exper­
ience with groups of this sort,

-it is not unreasonable to take a 
dim view of the board’s future. 
In the mid-1930’s, Dr. Howard 
Odum and his associates at the 
University of North Carolina 
in chapel Hill promoted a simi­
lar Southwide organization.
The organization lost public 
confidence because it became 
more interested in transforming 
the values of Southerners than 
it was in advancing economic 
opportunities. Time and again, 
organizations of this sort, a.im- 
ing at uplift of the region, have 
allied themselves with left- 
liberal elements on the national 
scene and adversely affected the 
economic development and so­
cial well-being of the Southern 
states.

Interstate compacts can be 
useful. The Southern states 
have utilized them effectively 
in several areas, including high­
er education. But the traly 
effective groups of this charac­
ter have eschewed politics or 
opinion-shaping. It is likely 
that the newly organized South­
ern Growth Policies Board would 
be deeply involved in attempt­
ing to influence public opinion.

Gov. Jimmy C rter, of 
Georgia, who attended the 
meeting in Durham, expressed 
doubts about the organization, 
saying: ’’What bothers me is 
this proliferation of regional 
and interstate groups and the

possible reduction of their in­
dividual im pacts."

Such skepticism is in order.
It is hard to see how the board, 
the brainchild of the liberal 
L, Q. C. Lamar Society, can 
make a contribution to the well­
being of the Southern States. 
These states, in order to enjoy 
continu.ing economic growth, 
need more fiscal conservatism, 
better supervision of their voter 
rolls to maintain and .improve 
the quality of the electorate, 
stronger polic.ies against mono­
poly unionism which retards 
economic growth, a firm com­
mitment to the meeting of en­
ergy requ,irements, and a gen­
erally more favorable climate 
for investors who create jobs. 
Given the orientation of the 
L. Q. C. Lamar organization, it 
is unlikely that such policies 
would be favored by the South­
ern Growth Policies Board.

The organizers of the board 
say that they want the South 
to avoid the mistakes made in 
the Northern states. But the mis­
takes made in those states are 
in the area of excessive permis­
siveness on social issues, undue 
toleration of union power, a 
failure to act against lawless 
elements, and catering to wel­
fare elements in the population. 
There’s nothing in Mr. Sanford's 
background to suggest that he 
will recommend the hard-line 
policies that the South and eve­
ry other region of the country 
need in order to achieve econo- 
mic growth and a h.igher quality 
of life. Thus if the Southern 
Growth Policies Board wants 
to persuade the public that it 
intends to play a constructive 
role, it will have to spell out 
in detail its plans and policies. 
At the moment, the public 
isn’t likely to give the board a 
vote of confidence.

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Voter Registration 
Law Change In Effect

A new year-round voter re­
gistration law for Texas voters 
went into effect October 1.

As a result of the new law 
significant changes may be 
expected in the political struc­
ture of the state.

The new law provides that 
voters may register at any time 
(except for a temporary cutoff 
31 days before each election). 
Registration is good for three 
years, and is automatically re­
newed by participation in an 
election during that period. The 
old registration period was Octo­
ber 1 through January 31.

Ranch Predator 
Problem Subject 
TSGRA Meeting

What can sheep and goat 
producers do about their pre­
dator problem.

The subject will be explor­
ed in detail by a panel of 
experts at the Tri- annual dir­
ectors’ meeting of the Texas 
Sheep and Goat Raisers* Assn. 
Nov. 6, in San Angelo. The 
one-day session is set to be­
gin at 8 a.m . in the Univer­
sity center on the Angelo 
State University campus.

"Primary purpose of the 
fall meeting is to develop a 
financing plan to insure an 
effective predator control 
program, " said Sutton Allison 
of Fort Stockton, TS&GRA 
president.

Results of a recent survey 
conducted by the Texas A&M 
University Extension Service 
indicate that producers in 52 
of the counties in the 77- 
county sheep and goat produ­
cing area are experiencing 
losses due to predators.

In explanation of the day’s 
program, Allison further 
stated, "The panel of experts, 
moderated by TS&GRA first 
vice president, John Cargile, 
will discuss the present pre­
dator problem and how it is 
changing. In addition, the 
panel will explain how the 
sheep industry can raise addi­
tional funds to cope with this 
problem. All sheep and goat 
producers are being affected 
by predators, either directly 
or indirectly. It is high time 
we face up to our problems 
and do something about them. 
We hope that all sheep and 
goat producers will make 
plans to attend this m eeting.'

Committee meetings will 
start at 9 a .m . following re­
gistration at 8 a.m . The re­
mainder of the meeting will 
be devoted to the Predator 
situation.

Eighteen to 21-year-olds may 
register and are eligible to vote 
in local, state and federal elec 
tions under a new U. S. consti­
tutional amendment.

Roving or resident registra­
tion deputies may sign up voters 
anywhere - -  apartments, union 
halls, club rooms, dormitories, 
industrial plants, office buildings compartment, 
supermarkets or private residen­
ces, The law provides that "no 
voter registrar shall refuse to 
deputize a person. ’’ This is ex­
pected to increase sharply the 
use of deputies to round up vo­
ters.

Predictions range upwards of 
five million total eligible vo­
ters in 1972, an increase of 
a million over 1970.

Voters must have resided in 
the state a year and in a county 
six months to qualify for local 
election participation. Those 
who have lived in Texas more 
than 30 days but less than a 
year before the November 1972 
general election may vote for 
presidential and vice presiden­
tial candidates under special re­
sidency registration with county 
clerks.

In due course, the driver of 
the car was brought to trial on 
a charge of smuggling. But in 
court, he stood on his constitu­
tional rights.

“They had no grounds for 
searching my car except for one 
anonymous telephone call,” he 
pointed out, ‘This is a clear case 
of ‘unreasonable search and sei­
zure’, which is forbidden by the 
Fourth Amendment. Therefore, 
they cannot use the evidence 
against me.”

But the court disagreed and 
found him guilty as charged. The 
court said searches at the border, 
unlike searches inside the coun­
try, need not be based on “prob­
able cause”—mere suspicion is 
enough.

Why should the law allow 
more leeway in searches at the 
border than inside the country? 
Because of the historical right 
of each nation to put whatever 
limits it pleases on entry into 
its territory.

Nevertheless, the search itself 
must still be carried out in a 
reasonable manner. While mere 
suspicion will justify the search 
of a car, it will not necessarily 
justify an intimate search of the 
person. Thus:

A woman crossing the border 
on foot was stopped because a 
customs inspector “had a hunch” 
that she was carrying narcotics. 
Ordered to strip in the presence 
of a matron, she was indeed 
found to have a quantity of 
heroin in her clothing.

Nevertheless, this evidence was 
held not admissible in court. Th^ 
judge said such an intensive 
search could not be conducted for 
such a flimsy reason.

But in another case, the com­
pulsory stripping of a woman was 
upheld. This time, suspicion was 
based on specific information 
furnished by a reliable informer. 
With that much to go on, ruled 
the court, customs officials were 
entitled to take a very good look.

Tips For Gardeners
From The 

Ozona Garden Club 
By

Mrs. Bailey Pgst

Our locality is not the only 
area missing the usual fall col­
or which should reach its peak 
of brilliance this and next 
month. Two factors are neces­
sary for the production of red 
fall color --  sunlight and cool 
nights. There must be warm, 
bright, sunny days during which 
time the leaves manufacture 
sugars. Such days must be fol­
lowed by cool nights. We have 
been having the cool nights, 
but very few sunny days the 
past month. Perhaps this is the 
reason for so little color to 
this date. Several of those 
who have visited the eastern 
and northern states say the 
color has not appeared there 
either.

Brightly colored foliage of 
our deciduous trees and shrubs 
interspersed with evergreen 
plants, presents an array of 
fall beauty. The blazing reds 
of native sumac, red maples 
and oaks are the first fall col­
ors. Then come the bright yel­
lows of the elms, red bud, 
pers,immons, pecan, pome­
granate, oaks, hackberry and 
Chinaberry.

Trees with a multitude of 
colors, from wine to red to 
yellow are the tallows, crepe- 
myrtles, sugar mapel and crab 
apple. Foliage of trees and 
shrubs growing in the shade 
usually do not show much red 
fall color.

The best time to plant trees, 
shrabs and woody vines in the 
Southwest is during the fall 
and early winter months. Con­
tainer grown plants are the on­
ly ones available in early fall. 
After deciduous plants become 
dormant and lose their 1 eaves, 
they may be dug either bare- 
root or balled-and-burlapped. 
Points to remember before 
moving plants: deciduous or 
evergreen plants about 12 feet 
in height are seldom moved

bare-root. It usually takes one 
season to overcome the shock 
of severe root damage after 
moving. By planting as soon 
as possible, considerable ad­
vantage can be taken of the 
soil’s remaining warmth. Root 
growth will increase rapidly.
By spring, the root system al­
ready will be established to 
supply the plants’ requirements 
of food and water.

To extend the blooming sea­
son well into the winter, you 
may want to set out some of 
the following: Sweet Olive, 
Flowery senna, Loquat, Elaeag- 
nus. Holly and Camellias.

Chrysanthemums are the 
most popular blooming pere­
nnial beginning to flower now. 
If in pots they may be placed 
in groups to give color to your 
garden. Sturdy plants and abun­
dant flowers are the result of 
special attention to watering, 
feeding, pinching of buds and 
pest control. Water plants fre­
quently.
