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P R IS O N S  A N D  T H E  P U B L IC

Since the time of Thomas Jefferson, prison reform 
has been an interest of humane Americans. Jefferson 
was probably the first to realize that a society is judged 
by how it treats its less fortunate.

Demanding better treatment and living conditions 
for prisoners, Americans have come to realize that per­
sons are not in prison to be punished. Being there is 
punishment.

Now that kind of treatment and rehabilitation are 
emphasized in our prisons, some look forward to the 
day when there are no prisons. Many Americans feel 
that we are on our way to a crimeless society. More 
understanding and patience towards the criminal, it seems, 
are all that is necessary.

Reason dictates, however, that unless man’s nature 
is changed, crime and criminals will continue in spite 
of the most well-intentioned efforts of social workers.

It is not likely that liberal social theorists will change 
man’s nature. Thus, we must derive a civilized method 
for protecting the good people from the bad.

Judging from so-called enlightened prison reform 
attempts, more must be done than sympathizing with the 
criminal.

One might give the case of the furloughed Florida 
prisoner as an example. Given 20 years for murdering 
his wife, the man was granted a weekend furlough after 
only one year behind bars. For his furlough, the prisoner 
chose a tavern. He soon got in a fight with his late wife's 
brother and is now accused of killing him.

Persons like this show anti-social behavior all their 
lives. Yet, social workers refuse to believe that they are 
really bad, and release them on an unprotected public. 
Ending harsh prison conditions should be encouraged, 
but not at the peril of law-abiding citizens.

H A N O I’S N E W E S T  S A N C T U A R Y

Thanks to a successful propaganda effort, the North 
Vietnamese can now stock war supplies in full view of 
American pilots without being attacked.

The Communists place guns, spare parts, ammuni­
tion and vehicles on their dikes. American pilots can­
not attack them where they are because that would cause 
a furor at home —  Jane Fonda, Ramsey Clark, The New 
York Times, George McGovern and Abbie Hofman 
would have a fit.

So, instead of blasting concentrated military sup­
plies, U.S. planes must attack single trucks as they leave 
the dike sanctuaries. This is more dangerous and less 
effective. Too often, supplies get through and more fliers 
are lost. Oh that’s ok, say some, as long as those precious 
dikes are not touched.

Besides this haphazard military procedure, there is 
another danger. Red anti-aircraft batteries could be 
placed on the dikes. Naturally, the U.S. still would not 
attack the dikes, leaving us a Manchurian sanctuary sit­
uation. (During the Korean War, U.S. pilots could not 
chase Red planes into “neutral” Manchuria.)

The whole situation is so ridiculous that it defies 
reason. Defying reason is nothing new to our peace-at- 
any-price advocates, but can you imagine them saying 
it was unfair to bomb German dams, storage afeas and 
supply centers, during World War II?

No one complained when we bombed Japanese 
cities and destroyed their dikes. President Roosevelt did 
not beg Tokyo to end the war. Resolution and strength 
in battle and diplomacy are the ways wars are won.

If the U.S. had promised not to bomb parts of Japan, 
the Japanese would certainly have used those sanctuaries 
to their advantage. But now we are granting the Com­
munists this advantage, an advantage that will prolong 
the war and cost much blood.

Military survivor benefits 
and suspension of Federal 
safety and health inspections, 
were featured news items on 
Capitol Hill last week.

The survivor benefits mea­
sure is a landmark in military 
personnel legislation. As one 
of the original authors of bills 
on the subject I attended the 
President's signing ceremony 
at the White House. For a 
memento I was given one of 
the pens used in the historic 
signing of the bill that was 
enacted.

In general terms, this law 
gives the families of military 
retirees the same protection 
available to the families of 
civil service retirees, and will 
require comparable monthly 
contributions by those who 
participate. And it puts a 
$2100-per year floor under the 
income of all current military 
widows.

A House approved amend­
ment, which I offered to the 
annual HEW-Labor Department 
appropriation bill will, if re­
tained by the Senate, suspend 
during the current fiscal year 
inspections by Labor Depart­
ment agents of small business 
firms, ranchers and farmers, 
under the Occupational Safety 
ahd Health Act (OSHA), 
Hopefully, the time will be 
extended._ ___________

A joint discussion on raising 
sheep in confinement by Roger 
Blackmon, Coleman County 
Extension agent, and Hershel 
Wilson, a sheep producer, will 
conclude the program.

Activities of the Texas 
Sheep and Goat Raisers Associa­
tion will be discussed prior to 
the noon luncheon by John 
Cargile of San Angelo, presi­
dent of the association.

Field day visitors will also 
have an opportunity to inspect 
exhibits which will include 
performance tested Suffolk 
rams, crossbred ewes and 
methods of pregnancy diagno­
sis in sheep.

The field day is open to 
the public.

Small firms which will be­
nefit from my amendment are 
those which emply no more 
than 15 workers.

This law ('OSHA) has become 
extremely burdensome to small 
business and to farmers and 
ranchmen. Federal inspectors 
can, without warning, impose 
heavy penalties. In Texas, 
the State health and safety 
laws are fully ample for this 
purpose, particularly as applied 
to small business. Under the 
Federal law the Labor Depart­
ment has incorporated nearly 
100, 000 "safety standards, " 
covering the structure of 
stairways, floors, walls, wir­
ing, piping, e tc . , and even 
requires two toilet facilities 
in each bus,iness --  even 
though only a man and his wife 
work there.

My amendment would give 
temporary relief to 85% of 
businesses now covered and 
would apply to 25% of all wor­
kers now subject to OSHA.

From the

Ozona Garden Club 
By

Mrs. B alley Post

From now until Christmas 
this is the most enjoyable sea­
son of the year to me. With 
the countryside well- covered 
in grass, we should miss the 
usual unwelcome sand storms.

With the cooler days com­
ing on, there are a number of 
chores you can do around the 
garden this fall that will make 
next season more productive 
and much easier.

If you did not divide or 
plant new bearded iris in the 
spring, they may be planted 
now. The iris bed should be 
in full sun if possible and 
should be well drained. Soil 
should be light in texture with 
a balanced plant food added.
If old clumps of iris, lift them 
with a fork and divide into sin­
gle rhizomes, discarding the 
old growth in the center of 
each. Cut leaves back to at 
least half their length in fan 
shape. Plant each about a foot 
apart just deep enough to co­
ver the toots. Water the bed 
well to settle soil around the 

‘ roots. Keep watered until roots 
are established, but not too 
wet to rot.

Try alliums in your roses. 
The colorful flowering onions. 
The allium is just as effective 
as its strong-smelling vegetable 
cousins in chasing pests and a 
lot more attractive, says 
"Organic Gardening. " Any of 
the dozen varieties available 
to gardeners are also well worth 
planting for their long-lasting, 
ball-like clusters of blossoms 
in a range of sizes and colors. 
The ornamental alliums are 
suitable plants of easy culture 
in ordinary garden soil. The 
bulbs may be planted in the 
autumn or spring, or seeds 
sown in the spring. Most all 
bulbs and seed are listed in 
nursery catalogs.

Let me remind you it’s com­
post heap time. Recipe next 
week.

If you're defrosting meat 
for your family's meal tonight, 
keep this in mind: For faster 
defrosting, place the product in 
a watertight rapper and place it 
in cold water. Or you can use 
a closed double paper bag at 
room temperature. This will 
help to keep the meat surface 
cool while it defrosts, and pro­
tect it against bacteria growth.

Baked or unbaked cookies 
placed in the freezer will keep 
about 6 months, says the U. S. 
Department of Agriculture. 
Thoroughly cool baked cookies 
before freezing them. They 
can be stored in plastic bags 
or in sheet wrapping. Cookies 
thaw very quickly.

Whoever you are and whatever 
your age, there is a place for 
you in 4-H. Youth between the 
ages of 9 and 19 can enroll and
participate in 4-H. If you want 
to spend 1 or 2 hours of your 
week doing something new and 
exciting, why not be a 4-H 
leader.

What is a soil and water 

conservation district? How do 
they operate?

Since the first soil and water 
conservation district was orga­
nized over 3,000 districts have 
been established. Today, 97 
percent plus of the farms and 
ranches in the United States 
are in such districts.

Soil and water conservation 
districts are people - not just 
an idea or a program. The 
directors elected to hold office 
are in a very important position 

Directors govern the districts. 
They are all citizens of the 
districts they serve, and are 
usually farmers or ranchers. 
They are chosen by their neigh­
bors and they work with little 
salary and with little praise.

Soil and water conservation 
districts are created by local 
people under authority of State 
law. The districts are financed 
by State and county appfopria- 
tions, by rhoney earned by the

districts, and by contributions 
from private sources. Districts 
are units of State government. 

District directors, however, 
have the authority to enter 
into formal agreements with 
Federal, State, and private 
agencies. The U. S. Depart­
ment of Agriculture has an 
understanding with the board 
of directors after the Board has 
prepared its district program 
and requested Department as­
sistance from the Soil Conser­
vation Service and the help 
of other Department agencies.

Game Birds For Cooking

College Station—  Hunt­
ing seasons for dove and quail 
are at hand for most parts of 
Texas. Although dove season 
has opened in the northern 
zone, elsewhere the seasons 
don't begin until later.

Frances Reasonover, foods 
and nutrition specialists with 
the Texas Agricultural Exten­
sion Service, pointed out that 
dove and quail make tasty wild 
game treats when properly 
dressed and prepared.

"Age quail and dove at a 
temperature just a^ove freezing 
for 24 to 28 hours to remove
some of the gamey flavor which 
may detract from eating plea­
sure, " the Texas A&M Univer­
sity specialist directed.

She recommended dry- 
plucking the birds, rather than 
skinning them, to conserve 
flavor and moisture. After 
they are plucked, singe them 
over a flame to remove the 
down.

Next, make a cut along 
or across the back to split the 
bird apart and remove the 
entrails. Then remove the 
head, claws and feet. Wipe 
the body cavity clean with 
a damp cloth.

Once dressed this way, they 
are ready for immediate use 
or for freezing,

"Frying is a popular way 
to prepare quail and dove, " 
Miss Reasonover continued.

later use, place n moisture 
vapor proof containers. Label 
these containers with the name 
and date, and store at zero 
degrees F. "They may be stored^ 
at this temperature from six 
to twelve months, " she said.

Besides serving as a taste 
treat, dove and quail are nu­
tritious, They are ex oellent 
sources oi ptuLciu uceueu lor
growth and repair of body tis­
sues, she explained.

Wild game birds can offer 
a refreshing and nutritious 
change in menu when hunting 
seasons arrive—and afterwards, 
during holidays--when cooked 
or frozen properly.

There is no age limit for 
the payment of social security 
taxes, but all workers, regard­
less of their age, pay the tax 
on their covered earnings. This 
reminder comes from J. M. 
Talbot, social security mana­
ger.

"It makes no difference 
that a worker may be over age 
65, or over 72, or receiving 
social security insurance pay­
ments, "Mr .  Talbot explained. 
"Social security taxes are pay­
able if a worker is paid covered 
wages of any amount, or has 
covered income of $400 or mord 
from his own business in a year.

Wages paid to the spouse, 
or child under age 21, by an 
individual employer, are not 
:overed by social security and 
should not be reported, Mr. 
Talbot pointed out. However, 
the wages of a parent who works 
in the business of his son or 
daughter are covered but not 
if the parent works in his child's 
home.
