Phone Customers 
To Receive One 
% Tax Decrease

Telephone customers may 
notice a one per cent decrease 
in their telephone bills in 
January.

The reduction is the first 
scheduled step to eliminate 
the Federal Excise Tax paid 
by telephone customers and 
collected by telephone com­
panies on telephone service, 
reducing it from 10 per cent 
to 9 per cent during 1973.

The government agreed in 
1971 to continue the tax 
through 1972 and then reduce 
it one per cent annually for 
10 years until eliminated.

The Federal Telephone 
Excise Tax was first passed 
as a "temporary" tax during 
the Korean Conflict in 1953.
It was an easy tax to assess, 

even easier for the govern­
ment to collect since telephr 
one companies did the col­
lecting for the government 
free of charge.

Despite continuing efforts 
to remove the tax, felt by 
many to be unfair, it has con­
tinued since the end of the 
Korean Conflict.

The tax is levied on both 
local telephone service and 
long distance calls.

Parents who find that their children are using drugs 
often ask themselves this question. Social workers tell 
them that it is not their fault. But, says a Stanford Uni­
versity research team, it usually is their fault.

Their study of 101 families picked at random in­
dicates that “permissive” families are more likely to have 
drug problems. The researchers, who describe them­
selves as “more or less permissive,” broke down the prob­
ability of drug use into 39 high-risk, 29 moderate-risk 
and 33 low-risk families.

Vehicle owners who wish 
to avoid the long lines can 
simply return the entire ap­
plication by m ail to the tax 
assessor- collector in their home 
counties with the registration 
fee and $1 per vehicle for 
handling and mailing.

There are three things to 
remember:

Leave the handy three-part 
form intact. Don't separate 
the three parts.

Mail it to the county tax 
office in your home county.
Mailing to the H ghway De 

partment will only delay your 
getting your 1973 plates.)

Be sure to include your re 
gistration fee plus an addi­
tional $1 for each automobile 
to be registered by mail.

You may apply for your 
license plates by mail after 
January 1. However, county 
tax offices won't be sending 
the license plates until after 
February 1. You should allow 
at least 30 days from the time 
you apply for the license plates 
to be returned.

The 1973 plates must be 
displayed on your vehicle by 
April 1
- Tn-person registration will be 
gin at county tax offices ana, 
in some counties, special sub­
stations on February 1. Even 
though the automated registra­
tion application has speeded 
up the registration process, 
the waiting lines will grow 
progressively longer by the 
March 31 cutoff date.

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Tips For Gardenors
From the

Ozona Garden Club 
By

Mrs. B alley Post

Another new year to begin 
early gardening in order to 
have a productive and beau­
tiful garden throughout the 
entire year is upon us, so make 
your plans now.

l i ie  attractive new cata­
logs from seed and nursery 
houses have so many new and 
interesting varieties of plants, 
trees and flowers, it will take 
time and planning to select 
those you need and may want 
to try.

Few practices promote good 
gardening more than having 
beds and borders spaded and 
manured well in advance of 
planting tim e. Our soil can 
be a problem or it can be 
productive; humas is the key. 
Fertilizer can be added quick­
ly without disturbing establi­
shed plants, but it is difficult 
to add humas to old flower 
beds when it has been used 
up. So now is the time to add 
good compost around establ­
ished plants. Work it in liber­
ally where no roots will be 
disturbed. You can start now 
when the soil is dry enough 
between rains or waterings if  
it remains dry.

To remind you again, 
winter planting of most deci- 
dous shrubs, trees and fruits 
is best. Setting plants well a- 
head of tim e and warming 
weather allows them to de­
velop strong roots before hot 
days begin, which is some­
times early in our area. There 
are a few exceptions - figs, 
fruiting pomegranates, bana­
na shrubs, loquat and the 
large leaf evergreens should be 
planted after the threat of 
hard freezes has passed.

Finish pruning grapevines 
and other fruit trees well in 
advance of new growth ge- 
ginning. Also tljose shrubs that 
bloomed in late summer 
should be purned between now 
and the end of February. This 
will encourage thicker and pre­
ttier flowering in the summer 
flowering abelia, althea, but­
terfly bush, crepe myrtle, 
elaeagnus, flowering willow, 
vitex, salt cedar, mallow 
hibiscus and oleanders.

The three new All-Am eri­
ca roses are "Medallion, " a 
hybrid tea medium large deli­
cate apricot; "Gypsy, " hybrid 
tea in dazzling orange-red, 
and "Electron, ” hybrid tea, 
rose-pink flower well per­
fumed.
