Sonora (S p )-- The good 
news that awaits ranchers at 
the Sheep Field Day here on 
March 15: animals just com ­
pleting the 24th annual Ram 
Performance Test have ex­
ceeded those o f all previous 
years in their daily gain, th­
eir staple length and their 
wool production.

And the ranchers will be 
able to inspect both the rec­
ords and the 140 rams in the 
test, conducted by scientists 
o f the Texas A&M University 
Agricultural Research Station,

who are also hosts for the 
1973 field day.

Of concern to Texas sheep 
ranchers are these other sub­
jects to be discussed March. 15, 
some techniques o f pregnancy 
diagnosis, and the potential 
value o f them to the industry; 
bitterweed, and some recom­
mendations for at least part­
ial control o f this noxious 
plant that can cost producers 
up to $5 per year per sheep, 
the present status o f  wool and 
mohair market and the out­
look for both.

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LITTLE RED RIDING HOOD 

(A 1973 Revised Version)

Once upon a time, in an impacted area, there 
dwelt a minor child called Little Red Riding Hood. 
One day her liberated mother asked her to take a 
basket of food stamps to her ailing grandmother 
who lived in an urban development. It happened 
that a wolf smoking pot on the front steps over­
heard the conversation. He decided to take a short 
cut to grandmother's pad and get the trading stamps 
for himself to help support his habit. The wol i' 
killed the grandmother, then dressed in her granny 
gown and jumped into bed to await the little girl.

When she arrived he made several nasty sugges­
tions he had found in his High School English Book, 
"Catcher in the Rye" and then tried to attack her. 
The frightened child screamed. A woodcutter cat 
working nearby, who had been employed by the Urban 
Developers to remove all weeds in the neighborhood 
known as "trees," heard her cries and rushed to the 
rescue. With his trusty axe he felled the wolf, 
thereby saving Red Riding Hood's virginity, if not 
her life. All the people hurried to the scene of 
the attempted crime and proclaimed the woodcutter 
a hero.

But at the inquest, several facts emerged:

(1) The wolf had never been advised of his 
rights. (2) The woodcutter had made no warning 
swings before striking the blow. (3) The Civil 
Liberties Union declared that although the act of 
eating grandmother was in poor taste, the wolf was 
only doing his thing, and thus did not deserve to 
die. (4) The New Left contended that the killing 
of the grandmother should be considered self de­
fense since she was over 30 and in any event the 
whole thing couldn't be taken seriously because 
the wolf was trying to make love, not war.

It was therefore decided that there was no valid 
basis for charges against the wolf because Little 
Red Riding Hood had not resisted his advances with 
sufficient vigor. The woodcutter was indicted for 
unaggravated assault with a deadly weapon and be­
cause his axe had not been registered.

One year from the date of the Happening, the 
urban development was made a shrine for the victim 
of non-police brutality -- the wolf. All the gov­
ernment aid officials spoke at the dedication. 
Red Riding Hood, in a most touching tribute, said 
that while she had at first been mistakingly grate­
ful for the woodcutter's timely intervention, she 
realized in retrospect that he had over-reacted . 
As she knelt and placed a wreath in honor of the 
poor, underprivileged wolf, there was not a dry eye 
on the block.

Dear Kitty,

We thoroughly enjoy re­
ceiving the Stockman each 
week. It's wonderful to get 
the news from home.

The week o f Feb. 15, the 
article about the "blizzard 
conditions" genuinely amused 
us.

In Mass, the winter has 
been extremely mild according 
to the local natives.

The first snow was Nov. 17. 
and there has been some snow 
on the ground ever since. In 
Nov, and Dec, it snowed about 
twice a week. Although the 
average snowfall was only 
2 or 3 inches the snow really 
began to pile up.

Of the two big snows w e've 
had since Jan. Ijt, one was 
10 in. within 24 hrs. and the 
other 14 to 20 in. in 24 hrs.

The snow doesn't stop 
traffic and seldom is the 
reason for schools to close.

The roads are sanded within 
an hour or two o f the snow fall 
and are cleared within 5 or 6 
hours.

On our street the snowplow 
clears the street about 2 a .m . 
and then comes again about 
10 a .m . to clear the parking 
lots. When the plow clears 
the parking lots he doesn't 
remove the snow he only moves 
it. In our parking lots he moves 
it to a pile about 4 ft, from the 
entrance door to our house.
The pile is about 10 ft, high 
and 8 or 10 feet in diameter.

The coldest day up here 
has been 15 below with a 
wind chill factor o f -25, accor­
ding to the Ft. Devens news.

Our house stays pleasantly 
warm although on the coldest 
days there is sheets o f ice on 
the inside o f our windows.

We will really be glad to 
com e back to Ozona to the 
blizzard conditions there.

Supposedly the worst is yet 
to com e according to some 
people here.

Though we have had very 
little spring-type weather as 
yet. Spring is just around the 
corner, and the lovely week­
end just past was a reminder. 

Perhaps a few ideas on how 
to make ornamental plants 
more useful w ill be helpful 
in your selection o f shmbs.

You can put your garden's 
best-looking plants to work in 
the most practical ways. They 
can fill jobs like bug control, 
be bird havens, replace fences, 
and produce food and support 
for other plants.

Choose some plant s that 
encourage birds to linger in 
your area. Our winged friends 
make rapid work o f bugs and 
at the same time will cheer 
you with their color, song 
and action, A few plants which 
encourage birds are honey­
suckle, chokeberry, dogwood, 
elderberry, Russian olive, 
hawthorne, holly and sun­
flowers. Many o f these provide 
fmit and cover for the birds.

The apple blossoms, a 
cheerful sign o f spring, com e 
attached to plants that de­
corate gardens and help feed 
the gardener.

Also include some orna­
mentals that produce food for 
your table. Make you selec­
tions for eye- appeal as well 
as for food value. The fast 
growing elderberry has a pro­
fusion o f early spring blossoms 
then produces loads o f sweet 
berries, rich in Vitamin C 
as well as flavor.

Others are the flowering 
quince, which blooms in many 
shades o f  pink, white and coral; 
the unique rugas, and a rose 
i f  you have plenty o f room. 
Dwarf fmit trees are also nice.

Many o f the herbs are use­
ful for spices and flavoring, 
such as the upright Rosemary, 
which makes a good hedge.
The Dwarf plant is fine for 
the rock garden.

Select some ornamentals 
to provide shade for other 
plants. Some vegetable crops 
do best in coo l .part shade. 
Particularly greens like lettuce 
kale, Brussel sprouts, cauli­
flower and cabbage. Let ve­
getables that grow on tendrils, 
such as pole beans, squash and 
cucembers, use other plants

for support, for example corn­
stalks.

Front yards usually need an 
"eye catcher, " a single flow­
ering , bearing or unusual 
foliage plant. Often used are 
white and pink dogwood, hi­
biscus, flowering crab, iDutter- 
fly bush, spiria, azaleas, 
crepe Myrtle, lilacs, forsythia, 
etc.

Where there is a boundary, 
choose plants to make a living 
fence. They will curb noise, 
improve the air and give forth 
with delightful aromas. Some 
o f these are mock orange, 
spirea, deutzia, lilac, holly, 
abelia, to mention a few.

Companion planting, as 
I have mentioned before, 
should assist a gardener with 
insect control. The marigold, 
for instance, discourages the 
Mexican bean beetle from 
vegetable rows, may clear an 
area o f wire worms, and dis­
courage nematodes which at­
tack potatoes, bulb plants 
and strawberries. Other flowers 
that help are cosmos, asters, 
mums, daisies and nasturtiums, 
all o f which have strong 
aromas.
