STRAIGHT TALK ON THE ECONOMY

Now we have it straight from the top: the U.S. seems headed
for a Latin-American style price spiral that “could send interest
rates soaring” and ruin chances for stable prosperity.

The warning was sounded by Arthur Burns, chairman of the
Federal Reserve Board. He told the Congressional Joint Economic

" Committee that the nation is facing “an exceptionally difficult
economic situation” because “inflation is proceeding at a
dangerous pace, unemployment is rising, strong inflationary
forces are likely to continue in 1974 and international financial
relations have become strained.” .

The somber tone of the Fed chief contrasts rather sharply with
some of the official optimism we have been getting lately from
other government officials, including President Nixon. The
conventional view has been that, while the inflation rate is high
now and prices may continue to rise for the first half of the year,
the figures will surely fall in the second half as an expected
bumper feed crop hits the market.

But the surge in January consumer prices, at a rate of 12%, “is
a grim warning that we are on the brink of a two-digit inflation,”
Burns said. “If we go the Latin-American way — and that is the
way we seem to be going — we will have interest rates on
Latin-American standards, or a good deal higher than at present”
and higher than ever experienced in the United States.

So much for what may be in store for us. Why? We think
Burns defined it perfectly when he conceded under questioning
that the Fed “could stop this inflation in a few months dead in its
tracks™ by severely tightening its grip on money and credit. But,
he added, “we have no intention of doing it because of the
economic hardship such a policy would cause.

We would point out, though, that economic hardship is by no
means eliminated by inflating. It falls on all those who save, live
on, or invest in, fixed income investments. This includes
pensioners, bond or mortgage holders, savings account depositors,
and owners of any life insurance policy other than term
insurance. But because such people are, generally, not politically
organized, their wheel squeaks quietly and gets no grease. In
contrast to those Americans who, allegedly, “never had it so
good,” these tend to be the forgotten people who never had it so
bad.

ASK RANDOLPH HEARST

Suppose for a moment that you were suffering the agony of
Mr. and Mrs. Randolph Hearst. Now suppose that a handful of
well-intentioned but misdirected members of Congress were
attempting to "destroy the only reliable source of public
information on terrorist groups such as the one that holds your
daughter captive.

In this setting, the plight of the House Committee on Internal
Security would come quickly into focus. The HCIS, which
investigates groups or organizations which seek to overthrow our
government by force or violence, is under fire by some
congressmen who, in effect, want to pull its teeth.

They are led by liberal Rep. Richard Bolling (D-Mo.),
chairman of the Select Committee on Committees, who proposes
to transfer the HCIS to the overworked House Judiciary
Committee where it would likely sink from sight in no time.

The Committee, and its forefunner, the House Committee on
Un-American Activities, have long been targets of an assortment
of individuals ranging from the dangerously ill-informed to just
the dangerous. Now, however, in the public hysteria of Watergate,
the threat of this coalition is greater than ever.

During the past several years, the HCIS has investigated an
assortment of revolutionary groups in the United States ranging
from the Black Panther Party to the Students for a Democratic
Society. It has held hearings aimed at safeguarding industrial
facilities vital to the U.S. defense program against acts of
espionage, sabotage and subversion. And it has issued various
reports and studies including one on “kidnappings as a political
weapon by Marxist guerrillas and extremists.”

Citizens who believe such work is important and should
continue can help see that it does by writing their congressmen
and by writing Rep. Bolling in care of the Rayburn House Office
Building, Washington, D.C. 20515.

MORE ENERGY

The “silver lining” in the oil shortage is beginning to emerge.

Reports are coming in from all parts of the country of plans to
use different energy producing processes. Legislation is pouring
into Congress to make it possible for American ingenuity to solve
the fuel shortage problem right here at home.

For instance, the Atomic Energy Commission is planning to
use nuclear underground blasts to recover natural gas and shale
oil. The plans cover a five year program and call for -the
expenditure of approximately $56 million on gas stimulation and
§51 million on shale oil extraction. In the 1975 budget $4.4
million is set aside for the beginning of the-program.

President Nixon long ago
announced his opposition to
amnesty, supported by many
patriotic and veterans organi-
zatioms,

The issue is clear: It's a
criminal offense under our law
not to answer a draft call. It's
a criminal offense to desert.
Those who willfully violate
such laws should be held fully
accountable for their deeds. It
is for the courts to decide the
guilt and assess the punishment
to fit each case.

Pork Referendum and Producer Board Election

Being certified by the Com-
missioner of Agriculture of the
State of Texas for this purpose,
the Texas Pork Producers As-
sociation, 2422 Taho, Sherman,
Texas 75090, proposes a ref-
erendum election on May 14,
1974 under provision of Argicle
55¢, Vernon's Civil Statutes, on
the proposition of whether or
not the pork producers in the
State of Texas shall assess
themselves a maximum amount
of 10 cents per head on all
slaughter animals to be col-
lected at the point of first pro-
cessing or sale and to elect
members of a 15 member com-
modity producers board to ad-
minister proceeds of such as-
sessment to be used for re-
search, predator control, dis-
ease and insect control, educa-
tion, and promotion designed
to encourage the production,
marketing, and use of pork.

referendum and election
will be held by mail ballot which
will be provided to all eligible
voters not later than 15 days
prior to the election. Ballots

must be mailed to the polling
place at Sherman, Texas be-
fore midnight on the date of
the election.

Any person within this state
engaged in the business of
producing, or causing to be
produced slaughter hogs for
commercial purposes is eligible
to vote, including owners of
farms and their tenants and
sharecroppers, if such person
would be required to pay the
assessment proposed.

Any person qualified to vote
at the referendum may place
his name in nomination for
membership on the proposed
commodity producers board by
application to the above or-
ganization signed by himself
and at least ten other persons
eligible to vote in the referen-
dum. Such applications must be
filed at least 30 days prior to
the election date.

Any person qualified to vote
who does not receive a ballot
prior to April 30, 1974 may
obtain one at his local County
Agent’s Office.
