1975 Vehicle License Plates To

Go On Sale Here February 3

. License vehicle tags for
1975 have been received and
will go on sale at the County
Tax Assessor- Collector's office
February 3. Deputy clerk Mrs.
Luetta Beall said the plates
were scheduled to go on sale
Feb. 1, but the office is
closed on Saturdays and with
Sunday also being a holiday, it
will be Monday, Feb. 3, be-
fore the first plates will be
sold.

In a telephone interview
with Mrs, Beall Monday, she
informed the Stockman that
the new plates were indeed the
new multi-year plates, which
have been billed by officials
as the license plate which
might outlast the vehicle that
"wears" it. The multi-year
plates will be used on all pas-
senger vehicles, with the ex-
ception of those using persona-
lized plates. The series begins
with EWY-150 and the second
series begins with EWZ-10.

The "multi-year" license
plate is renewable annually for
five years of driving, but there
will be no change in registra-
tion procedure, at least for the
present.

Instead of the usual metal
plate, a heavier, non-corro-
sive steel has been used for
greater endurance, Also the
plate will be reflectorized and
will feature black letters and
numerals on a white field,
considered by experts to be the
most easily readable color
combination.

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WORLD WAR III IS HERE

Football buffs know what happens when a hard-charging
200-pound fullback crashes into a stationary 200-pound
linebacker. The linebacker comes out second best.

Project that familiar scene onto a global field, with the Soviet
Union and the United States pitted against each other, and what
you have is not a game. It is, in the words of at least one
distinguished analyst, “World War III.” Take a guess which
superpower is carrying the football.

“My thesis is that we have been in World War III for the past
25 years, and that the long-range Soviet goal is to win it without a
nuclear exchange,” writes Sir Robert Thompson in a new book,
Peace is Not at Hand. The author adds that Russia’s goal
“requires that eventually the Russians should force a strategic
surrender by the United States by undermining American will and
purpose, or by maneuvering the United States into an untenable
global situation — or by some of both.”

Thompson, a British military expert who served as an advisor
to the U.S. on Southeast Asian affairs during the late 1960s,

. argues that, since World War II, America’s “grand strategy” has
been defensive. Soviet strategy has been offensive, “motivated by
an expansionist communist ideology.”

Ironically, while this country continues to pay homage to its
own rosy interpretation of “detente,” the USSR repeatedly has
affirmed that, to it, the term simply means a new form of
conflict. Soviet leader Leonid Brezhnev, for example, said this in
a 1972 speech: “While pressing for peaceful coexistence, we
realize that successes in no way signify the possibility of
weakening the ideological struggle. On the contrary, we should be
prepared for an intensification of this struggle between the two
social systems.”

Thompson warns that, quite aside from the huge conventional
and strategic arms buildup by the USSR, Russia’s willingness to
provide full diplomatic and logistic support in its allies’ wars has
gained it credibility throughout the world. On the other hand,
America’s wavering among its friends in the wake of Vietnam is
““a recipe for failure,” argues the author.

“Involvement can lead to either success or failure,” says .

Thompson. “Non-involvement leads only to failure. The answer is
to keep the options open.”

AMERICA AS ANCIENT ATHENS

Although it is more fashionable to compare the decline of U.S.
power and influence in the world with the prolonged decline and
fall of Rome, a better comparison may perhaps be found in

-ancient Athens. Author-journalist William Gill drew the analogy -

in a recent radio program by the American Security Council.

Gill pointed out that America has never really resembled
Rome because we are not a militant, imperialist power bent on
world conquest. We are more like Athens, which was a mercantile
state and which became the most prosperous country in the
world of its day and the envy of all other nations. Its Golden Age,
under Pericles, came after it led the Greeks in defeating the

.- Persian invaders.

" Then came the Peloponnesian War with Sparta. Sparta
attacked first. The Athenian fleet prevailed at sea, but every time

" Athens won an advantage, the Spartans called a peace conference
while they continued to build up their own navy. The Athenians

were defeated at Syracuse, and the Spartans sailed their new fleet

boldly against Athens’ client cities, capturing one after the other
until they ultimately forced the surrender of Athens itself.

“It is not difficult,” says Gill, “to pinpoint the similarities in
Athens vs. Sparta and America vs. the Soviet Union. The three
decades since World War II have been our Peloponnesian War, and
you can take your pick as to whether Korea or Vietnam was our
Syracuse. While America focused on these two sideshows, Russia
built a powerful navy and the world’s most formidable nuclear
striking force. Fortunately, the final act has not yet been played
out in the tragedy. There is still tremendous energy in our
country. America may never be another Rome, but it need not
repeat the folly of Athens.”

This is a commendable way
to economize on gasoline, but
it's not so go from the
standpoint of safety if you
are going to be pulling a boat
or trailer, unless the entire
rig is a mighty light one.

Many a fisherman has dis-
covered to his great surprise
that a sudden and strong gust
of wind can cause a foaded
trailer to “flip” and in the
process of doing so cause
further damage by overturn-
ing the light automobile.

So, it is well to remember
that the pulling car must out-
weigh the trailing unit, and
then some.

Smallest damage that can
be done is to crash your trail-
er and your boat. There’s also

panions, and a possibility of
crashing into an approaciing
or parked vehicle.

It’s not worth the risk to
underpower any automobile.
But it is well worth the in-
vestment to overpower, just
in case extra weight or added
speed is needed for one pur-
pose or another.

Charging Caution

When your car or boat bat-
tery goes dead and needs a
quick charge, a booster charge,
or a lift from another battery,
be sure and disconnect your
battery from both of the bat-
tery cables.

Otherwise you may damage
such equipment as the radio,
clock, alternators or impulse
tachometers.

AUSTIN, Tex.— The 64th
Texas Legislature started
with a bang and a burst of
action last week.

State Senators set new
records for speed in organiz-
ing while the House named
Rep. Bill Clayton of Spring-
lake its new speaker and
debated rules.

Lt. Gov. Bill Hobby, as
promised, named a complete
roster of Senate standing
committees on the first day
of the session, January 14.
Only changes in chairman-
ships were Sens. Don Adams
of Jasper moving up to head
the housekeeping appropria-
tions panel and Sen. Pete
Snelson of Midland taking
over the intergovernmental
relations committee.

The Senate went to work
almost immediately on a pro-
posed emergency pay raise
for state employees, while
both houses advanced a
measure to extend unem-
ployment compensation bene-
fits four weeks and gain $5
million in federal funds.

Clayton, who defeated Rep.
Carl Parker of Port Arthur
for the speakership, delayed
naming of his committees
until this week, while he con-
centrated on getting rules
changes he wants.

Gov. Dolph Briscoe sub-
mitted lawmakers a long
list of emergency measures
for immediate consideration,
including the pay raise for
state workers and $80 million
in stop gap aid for schools.

Other than the emergency
measures, and rules adop-
tion, little action is expected

on the floor of either house

until after the inauguration
of Briscoe and Hobby to sec-
ond terms Tuesday (Janu-
ary 21).

Briscoe prepared long-
range recommendations for
delivery to a joint session of
the House and Senate Wed-
nesday (January 22).

'U.S. Representative
21st District

In this, my first report to
the District since it honored
me by electing me its Repre-
sentative, [ want to comment
on two things: the state of
Congress and the state of the
Union.

First, the state of the Con-
gress. Some press reports have
suggested that the large num-
ber of new members means
that the new Congress will be
"liberal. " I disagree. Most of
the new members come from
basically conservative districts,
like ours, and I doubt that
those members campaigned in
favor of big new spending
programs. Further, I doubt that
they will vote for such prog-
rams, Certainly I do not intend
to.

What the new Congress has
done, however, is to bring re-
forms and procedures that al-
tered the seniority system. Now
districts with new congressmen
have a chance of a more equal
voice, so that they can be
represented as effectively as
the districts of long-time se-
nior members. This change
reflects democracy: all con-
gressional districts should be
equal and their need be no
apology for these reforms. They
will help the 21st District and .
the American system.

Second, the state of the
Union. The President in his
address said that the state of
the Union "is not good. " I
disagree. Yes, we have prob-
lems: high inflation, deepen-
ing recession, uncertainty a-
bout our national direction.
But improvement lies within
our power. We can work to
control federal spending, and
I will do so. We can give
short-term, immediate relief
to those most in need, as the
President suggests, but we
must always recognize that
money spent today must be
paid tomorrow, and I have
strong reservations about the
massive deficits that the Pres-
ident is asking for and that
some in Congress will be wil-
ling to provide. The only way
that I know to restore govern-
ment to sound financial foot-
ing and to control inflation is
to have the government live
within its income. I will work
for that, and I will work to -
find others to join me.

It's time to shape up fruit
trees.

There is so much pruning
going on now to shape up
damaged shade trees, you may
forget your fruit trees. Proper
pruning of fruit trees is essen-
tial for an abundant crop of
large fruits. Young fruit trees
should be pruned early to es-
tablish a good, strong scaffold
system with wide-angled, well-
spaced branches that will not
tend to split. Once the trees
are of bearing age, however,
similarities in pruning disap-
pear. The rapid-growing spe-
cies require heavier pruning
than the slow-growing ones.

Rapid growers such as apri-
cots, peaches and plums are
among the most vigorously
growing fruit trees. Prune hea-
vily to remove two-thirds of
last year's growth, This will
encourage new shoots which
bear fruit only once during the
following summer. If heavy
pruning is not done, fruit will
be produced farther and farther
out on the branches each year.

Slow growers--apples,
cherries and pears are among
this group. Little new growth
that bears fruit is produced
each year. Instead, fruit is
produced on long lived spurs.
For this reason, pruning con-
sists mainly of cutting out dead
and misplaced branches.

Training a fruit tree to
make a pleasing landscape
specimen, while at the same
time getting a good crop of
fruit, often presents a problem,
Becoming familiar with how
the plant grows naturally and
pruning each year to direct this
growth in a natural way will
help to get the greatest bene-
fit from your trees.

» Don't be timid when you

prune. A few wrong cuts made
during the pruning season will
not kill a tree, and new spring
growth will soon hide most of
the mistakes. Better to make
a few mistakes when pruning
than not to prune at all,

Pruning shears, lopping
shears, and a pruning saw are
essential parts of any gardener's
tool implements,

Don't fail to water shrubs if
no moisture falls soon.

Screwworm Cases For Year
Down Compared With 1973

The 6, 902 screwworm cases
recorded in Texas during 1974
compare to 8, 913 during 1973,
and 90, 980 during 1972, notes
Dr. M. E, Meadows, director
of the U, S, Department of
Agriculture (USDA) Screwworm
Eradication Program.

December cases totalled 66,
compared to 486 in December
of 1973,

Meadows gives credit for
the lesser numbers in 1974 to
ranchers who promptly submit-
ted samples of suspected
screwworm infestations and
carefully worked to keep num-
bers of this live flesh eating
parasite at a comparatively
low level during 1974, "Wea-
ther helped, too, " he com-
mented, noting the relatively
dry year over much of the
screwworm barrier zone.

summer and fall shearing sea-
son. A large number of cases
was also noted from ear-tick
caused wounds in south Texas
during September, October,
and the first part of November,

Dr. James E. Novy, direc-
tor of field operations for the
program, which is adminis-
tered by the Animal and Plant
Health Inspection Service
(APHIS), notes that many of
the September and October
cases were in navels of newborn
calves, "These are the two
months when screwworms are
usually most plentiful. Ranch-
ers could help the program
next year by controlling breed-
ing so calves are not born in
those months, " he says.

Female screwworm flies
deposit their eggs on edges of
wounds in all warm blooded
animals. Emerging larvae
burrow into the wound to feed
on live flesh. Heavy infesta-
tions weaken the host animal,
and may cause its death, if
untreated,

The female screwworm fly
mates only once in her two or
three week lifetime, The
APHIS eradication program
works by releasing thousands of
artificially reared and sexually
sterilized male flies to mate
with fertile wild females. Eggs
produced by such matings do
not hatch, thus reducing the
native population,

The Screwworm Barrier
Program is based on the sterile
male release technique and
seasonal weather patterns,
Winter weather kills the wild
population south into its warm
over-wintering areas.

Sterile flies are released
along the northern border of the
wild fly population to force it
even farther south during the
winter. In spring and summer,

as flies migrate northward
with warming weather, sterile
males are released to slow
movement and attempt to keep
screwworms from reaching the
United States,

Mrs, Beall warned that
certain classes of motor vehi-
cles will still require annual
purchase of plates, These in-
clude radio operators, dealers,
state officials and those pas-
senger cars displaying persona-
lized plates. She also said that
annual registration fees for
motor vehicle owners will re-
main the same as in the past--
$12. 30 for vehicles weighing
up to 3, 500 pounds; $22. 50 for
vehicles weighing 3, 501 to
4, 500 pounds; $30.
