The key to what is happening appears to be the recent 
settlement o f long-standing disputes between Iraq and Iran. This 
included the Shah’s abandonment o f his previous support o f the 
rebellious Iraqi Kurds. This new solidarity between Iran and the 
Arabs can only increase the pressure on Israel.

The more disturbing thing is that OPEC has evidently decided 
that it is in the driver’s seat and that there is nothing that oil 
consumers can or will do about it. The same conclusion was 
drawn by the North Vietnamese about the United States when 
they felt safe in sending their entire army into South Vietnam for 
the culminating offensive o f the war.

This state o f affairs only reinforces the need for U.S. energy 
self-sufficiency at the earliest possible date. Environmental 
considerations may in some cases have to give way to the 
overriding national interest in freeing ourselves from this foreign 
stranglehold on our economic life.

But the crunch may come over the shorter run, while OPEC 
enjoys maximum; leverage. In this connection we were sorry to 
see the President seemingly withdraw, at a press conference, even 
the threat o f  U.S. military action. There are some situations, such 
as oil embargos, which might damage the U.S. to an intolerable 
degree. If OPEC knows that such an action would be unopposed, 
it might be more tempted.

' As for Middle East peace prospects, we cannot believe that a 
weak U.S. response to Arab oil diplomacy can be a positive 
factor. If Israel is ever to withdraw to her 1967 borders, as the 
Arabs demand, she must be able to count on unequivocal U.S. 
support for those borders. If the U.S. displays too much softness 
now, srael is more likely to decide that war from her present 
boun "jries is a less unattractive option.

The Need For Intelligence
Before the hungry critics o f the CIA set about to devour the 

agency, they would do well to ask themselves how this nation 
could fare without an intelligence apparatus. Because, as James 
Madison noted, “ a popular government without the means to 
popular information is a farce or a tragedy, perhaps both.”

It is baffling how critics o f the agency can deride it for alleged 
“unethical conduct”  without so much as mentioning the dirty 
deeds o f such foreign rivals as the Soviet Union’s notorious KGB.

Chapter two o f the Rockefeller Commission’s report on the 
CIA documents the intensity o f the Communist intelligence 
effort. “ The Communists invest large sums o f money, personnel 
and sophisticated technology in collecting information — within 
the United States — on our military capabilities, our weapon 
^sterns, our defense structure and our social divisions,”  reads the 
report.

“ The commission has received estimates that Communist bloc 
intelligence forces currently number well over 500,000 
worldwide,”  the report continues. “ The number o f Communist 
government officials in the United States has tripled since 1960, 
and is still increasing. Nearly 2,000 o f them are now in this 
country — and a significant percentage o f them have been 
identified as members o f intelligence or security agencies. 
Conservative estimates.. .raise the level to over 40 percent.”

Coupled with the human espionage agents, adds the report, is 
the fact that “ these countries can monitor and record thousands 
o f private telephone conversations. Americans have a right to be^ 
imeasy if not seriously disturbed at the real possibility that their 
personal and business activities which they discuss freely over the 
telephone could be recorded and analyzed by agents o f foreign 
powers.”

Those who would argue that these massive efforts don’t 
represent a clear and present danger to individual American 
citizens are whistling in the dark. We submit that those who are 
so diligently investigating the CIA should instead train their guns 
on the KGB and its sister agencies.

Instead o f being hounded, the CIA should be praised for the 
vital role it has performed in keeping our country secure and free.

AUSTIN — Gov. Dolph 
Briscoe’s veto of 136 college 
building projects ( which he 
estimated would cost more 
than $1 billion) may be the 
subject o f a court case.

U niversity o f Texas 
Boru’d o f Regents Chairman 
Allan Shivers said UT re­
gents will defy the veto and 
go ahead with at least two of 
the rejected projects.

Shivers claims the veto is 
unconstitutional. He said 
the attorney general long 
ago held the governor can­
not veto appropriations bill 
riders which do no call for 
specific expenditures.

The chairm an further 
contends that UT projects 
will be financed with con­
stitutional funds which 
cannot be controlled by an 
act o f the legislature.

Briscoe maintains that 
UT, like other schools, must 
get College Coordinating 
Board approval of its con­
struction projects under a 
new law—or specific legis­
lative approval. He voted 
the projects, in the first 
place, because he in ter­
preted them as an effort to 
bypass the new statute by a 
subterfuge prior legislative 
approval through the ap­
propriations riders.

State Comptroller Bob 
Bullock has indicated he 
will approve none of the UT 
building project vouchers in 
controversy without an at­
torney general’s opinion. It 
has been hinted regents 
may seek a declaratory 
judgement in court to up­
hold their position.

Campaign Begins
Campaign for adoption of 

the proposed new state con­
stitution November 4 al­
ready is shaping up.

Former Texas Supreme 
Court Chief Justice Robert 
W. Calvert will lead the 
drive for voter support.

Top officials who are sup­
porting the new charter in­
clude Lt. Gov. Bill Hobby, 
House Speaker Bill 
Clayton, Atty. Gen. John 
Hill and Supreme Court 
Chief Justice Joe Greenhill.

Governor Briscoe did not 
attend the initial meeting to 
kick off campaign plans. He 
made clear later that he has 
not made up his mind 
whether or not to support * 
the revision. He has never 
been a supporter of annual 
legislative sessions, Briscoe 
reminded. The new con ­
stitution would provide for 
annual legislative sessions. 
It also would broaden pow­
ers o f the governor consid­
erably.

A House com m ittee 
studying possible im ­
peachment proceedings 
against 229th D istrict 
Judge O. P. Carrillo reces­
sed until July 9 to allow its 
staff time to cata lo^e evi­
dence.

A $535,866 judgment for 
a truck driver who was dis­
abled when he ran into a 
train on a foggy night was 
upheld by the Supreme 
Court.

Truckers’ $363,646 
breach of contract suit ver­
dict against the Houston 
Chronicle was affirmed by 
the Supreme Court. At issue 
was an agreement to trans­
port newspapers.

An Austin district judge 
stopped Austin and Dallas 
commercial colleges from 
enrolling new students 
until they refund $230,000 
in tuitions to former stu­
dents. The judge also re­
strained an Indiana truck 
driving school from viola­
tions of the propriety school 
act.

Food Supply Threat
WASHINGTON— A recent ruling by the Federal Power 

Commission (FPC) presents a serious threat to the economy 
of the Southwest, and to America’s ability to produce food 
for itself and the world in future years.

The FPC has the authority to set the wellhead price at 
which natural gas may be sold in the interstate market, 
and to establish who shall have priority in the use of natural 
gas.

The purpose of the FPC priority rating system, in which 
there are five categories, is to determine which natural gas 
users will be cut off first if supplies of natural gas fall below 
the demand for it.

There have been increasingly severe shortages of natural 
gas since federal prige controls were established in 1954. 
An FPC staff report released early this month indicated 
that net supply deficiencies in the interstate market will 
total nearly three trillion cubic feet this year, a 45 per cent 
greater deficiency than last year.

The FPC issued an order last December which reduces 
the priority of natural gas used for agricultural purposes 
from priority two to priority three.

Up until the FPC ruling, which would be locked in 
concrete if a natural gas bill currently before the Senate is 
enacted into law, farm use of natural gas had been assigned 
a priority second only to home use.

Farmers in the arid regions of the Southwest have a vital 
need for a dependable supply of natural gas, which is used 
to power their irrigation wells. Alternative sources of power 
for the irrigation wells in most cases are technologically 
unfeasible or prohibitively expensive.

When a farmer prepares to plant in arid country, he must 
decide months in advance whether or not he will irrigate. 
That decision is contingent upon the availability of natural 
gas. Without dependable irrigation, farm yields drop, farm 
income declines, and food prices to consumers everywhere 
increase.

Nothing produced in America is more important to our 
own well being and to our foreign balance of payments than 
our agricultural commodities. If we are to have the where­
withal to trade with other countries for raw materials we 
need, then food production in America must be as high as 
possible.

The FPC’s shortsighted action will have a ripple effect 
that will be felt by the housewife at the supermarket check­
out counter, the international banker, and by the starving 
peasant in India. The fact is America has NO vital interest 
more important than that of the farmer. Agricultural use 
of natural gas should be restored to its former priority. I 
will support legislation to that effect.

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Tips For Gardeners
Frcan the

Ozona Garden Club 
by

____ ________________
After many rainless days 

and most of them hitting 90 
and above degrees, it grows 
more difficult to keep our 
flower and vegetable gardens 
from drying out so quickly. 
Plants need your help more 
in midsummer than at any 
other time o f their lives. 
Without your thorough cultiva­
tion (shallow), fertilizing, 
watering, mulching and the 
control of insects and diseases, 
your plants have little chance 
o f survival, much less full 
productiveness. When plants 
are mature, cultivation 
becomes a problem, especially 
in the small garden where 
you can’ t use a tiller, but a 
hoe will help to keep the soil 
from crusting over. Here a 
mulch helps.

Plants at their peak of 
growth now should have 
nutrients to draw upon. Use a 
good 5-10-10 garden fertilizer 
and water deeply. All sorts 
of insects and diseases are 
evident now, so use a dust 
or spray that will be effective 
for your trouble.

Another cultural practice 
often overlooked is the groom­
ing of flowering plants, and 
the clean picking of vege­
tables, Removing dead or 
fading flowers encourages 
others to form. Annuals and 
roses are especially responsive 
to this care. Leaving fruit on 
vegetable plants is a quick 
way to slow down their pro­
duction. Pick cleanly and 
your plants will continue 
producing over a longer 
period of time.

If you want compact, well- 
branched chrysanthemum 
plants this fall, continue to 
prune by pinching out a small 
portion of the growing tip 
each time new growth is 3 to 
4 inches long. Do this until 
about the last week in July or 
early August. Cut back dahlias 
to about one-half their height 
after the first crop of bloom. 
The old plants will branch 
and produce a good crop of 
fall blooms.

54 Fatalities 
Estimated For 

Holiday Period
The directcff of the Texas 

Department of Public Safety 
today estimated that traffic 
accidents in the state over the 
July 4th holiday weekend will 
claim 54 lives.

Colonel Wilson E. Speir 
said his department expects 
travel will be heavy in Texas 
over the holiday period , 
"particularly in and around 
recreational areas" such as 
lakes and beaches.

He added that the estimate 
covers a 7 8-hour period start­
ing on Thursday at 6 p .m . and 
counting until midnight Sunday. 
Last year during a 102-hour 
Independence Day celebration, 
46 persons were killed in 
traffic mishaps in Texas.

Speir also pointed out that 
highway traffic deaths are 
about 25 per cent over the 
total at tMs time one year ago. 
"This is due to increased 
travel and somewhat higher 
speeds," he added.

I  In a concerted effort to 
help keep deaths down, the 
DPS and local law enforcement 
agencies will be cooperating 
in the all-out effort to make 
the streets and highways as 
safe as possible. All available 
DPS troopers will be on duty, 
Speir said, and they will be 
especially watchful for drink­
ing drivers, speeders and 
persons driving in a reckless 
manner.

In addition, the DPS will 
be working with the news 
media in a special public 
education program termed 
"Operation Motorcide" which 
focuses public attention on 
where and why fatal accidents 
are occurring during the 
holiday.
