Is •  Newspaper an Object of Charity?
Caldwell News Chronicle.

During XU experience in the 
printing business of nearly a quar­
ter of a century, the writer has 
very seldom, if ever, seen a coun­
try newspaper conducted on strict- j 
ly business principles. By "busi­
ness principles” we mean on the 
same principles that any other 
business* concern would be con­
ducted. In one way a newspaper 
in n qountry town is entitled to ap­
parently unwarranted support 
There may sometimes be peculiar 
businesses which do not appear to 
derive very much direct benefit 
from an ad in a local paper, yet 
the paper ia unquestionably en­
titled to the support of that con­
cern because of the undeniable 
benefit tbe paper (any paper) ia to 
the town as a whole. That ideal 
appears to some people (some peo­
ple in Caldwell, by the way) like 
charity; but it ii no t Tbe reason 
it appears to tbem to be obarity is 
because they derive the benefit 
just the same without supporting 
tbe paper that they would if they 
did support it—-if we concede that 
advertising would not be a direct 
benefit to them. They are not 
compelled to pay for what they 
get and therefore it looks like 
charity to them. This one case 
is the only onq m which even an 

charitable support r

compel a merchant to take his pay 
in advertising or job work and ex­
pect the neighbors to send in n 
cold boiled bam once in n while 
and wouldn’t  fail in a fit if a mer­
chant should offer to supply him 
with his groceries for a year. He 
never stops a subscriber's paper 
under any circumstances whatever 
until he is about five years in ar­
rears. anti generally has to be told 
about three months in succession 
to drop an ad that ia out of date. 
He baa a little dab of stationery 
oome C. O. D. from a firm of 
printers’ skionners and rushes out 
and borrows—if he can, enough 
coin of tbe realm to satisfy the 
combined greed of the skinners 
and express company. And then 
when settling day comes he tells 
tbe man he borrowed of that he 
must take his pay in work of some 
kind.

It is a bard proposition far a 
business man to try to run a coun­
try newspaper on business princi­
ples when such a large percentage 
of bis dear brethren conduct their 
business in just tbe opposite way. 
It's true tbe reputable foreign ad­
vertiser*—the ones that pay—very 
quickly discriminate in favor of 
the properly conducted paper, but 
the home advertiser continues, 
year after year, to allow himself 
to be worked—because he is chari­
tably inclined, we presume.

For eighteen months the Cousins
has been persistently engaged in 
an effort to improve the financial 
condition of tbis county. It has 
shown up extravagance and waste, 
it has criticised the mismanage­
ment of county affairs and has not 
hesitated to publish any matter 
which throws any light on the re­
sponsibility for such a state of af 
fairs. If public affairs are mis­
managed and public funds wasted, 
the people have a right to know it 
and the Courier has been engaged 
for eighteen months in letting 
them know it.
