Mr. Wilson’s Story.

uMY name is E. O. Wilson and I
live at 197 Bass street, Atlan-
ta, Ga., with my wife and seven-year-
old daughter. I have been a printer
for sixteen years and am a member of
the Typographical Union.

“It is with a sense of gratitude for
being permitted to have with me today
my dear wife that I am voluntarily
making this statement. I want every-
body interested to know that it comes
from the bottom of my heart.

*During the spring of 1913 when 1
thought that nothing could impair my
happiness, the blow fell. My wife, un-
til that time healthy and strong, was
stricken with {llness, She was weak
and nervous and at times had dread-
ful smothering sensations to the point
of fainting.

Berlin, via Wireless to Sayville.—
“Germany never had the slightest in-
tention of attacking the United States
of America, and does not have such
intention now. It never desired war
against the United States of America,
and does not desire it today,” was the
declaration made by the German im-
perial ehangellor, Dr. von Bethmaan-
Hollweg,in a spooeh in- the. reichstag
Thursday.

The chancellor made important dec-
larations concerning Germany's policy
toward the Uniwed States and Russia.

“How did these things develop?”
asked the chancellor in speaking of
the relations with the United States.
He then proceeded to answer the ques-
tion by reviewing the causes which led
up to the German use of submarines
in unrestricted warfare.

Declaring that Germany had under-
taken unrestricted submarine warfare
for its defense, Dr. von Bethmann-
Hollweg said:

GERMAN" CHANCELLOR
ANSWERED BY BRITON

British Blockade Minister Brands Helk
wo.'n Statements as Being
Overdrawn.

London.-—Lord Robert Cecil, the
British blockade minister, Saturday
made reply to the latest uttérances of
Dr. von Bethmann-Hollweg, the Ger-
man chancelior, in ‘a statement to the
press. .

“The German chancellor claims that
Germany in the past renounced the
unrestricted use of her submarine
weapon in the expectaticn that Great
Britain could be made to observe, in
her blockade policy, the laws of hu-
manity and international agreements,”
said Lord Robert. “It is difficult to’
say whether this statement 1s the
meore remarkable for its hypocrisy or
for {ts falseness. _ft woiuld hardly
seem that Germanyisin a positien to
speak of humanity or international
agreements, since she began this war
by deliberately violating the interna-
tional agreement guaranteeing the neu-
violating all the dlcutec‘at humanity.

“Has the chancellor forgotten that
the German forces have been guilty of
excesses in Belgium, unparalleled in
history, culminating in the attempted
enslavement of a dauntless people; of
poisoning wells, of bombarding open
towns, torpedoing hospital ships and
sinking other vessels with total disre-
gard for the safety of noncombatants
on board, with the result that many
hundreds of innocent victims, includ
ing both women and children, have lost
their lives?

“The latest manifestation of this pol-

deportation cgrried out by the Ger-
mans in their forced retreat on the
western front, The chancellor states
that it is because the allies have not
abandoned their blockade and have re-
fused the so-called peace offer of Ger-
many that unrestricted submarine war-
fare now Is decided on. As to.this, I
will do no more than gquote what the

chancellor himself said in the reich-!

stag when announcing the adoption of
unrestricted submarine war.

“He said that as soon as he himself,
in agreement with the supreme army
commander, reached the conviction
that ruthless U-boat warfare would
bring Germany nearer to a victorious
peace; then the U-boat warfare would
be started. He continued:

““This moment now has arrived.
With the greatest prospect of success,
we can now undertake this enterprise.

““There i3 no need to say that {f the
allies desirg to liberate Europe from
the brutal covetousness of Prussian
militarism, the extermination and po-
litical disappearance of the German
people hsve never, as has been pre-
tended, formed a part of their design.’

“The allusion made to Russia by the
German chancellor can hardly be treat-
ed seriously. A government of Hohen-
zollerns can not pose as the champions
ol freedom and self-government as
against autocracy. When the German
people enjoy the benefits of a truly
representative government, and are no
jonger dominated by a military auto-
cracy, Geérmany may appear in that
role, but not until then.” |
