“PLEASE DONT PUBLISH/

One of the serious drawbacks 
of the newspaper game is the 
number of people who “want it 
kept out of the paper.” Some­
times it is from a person 
charged with some criminal of­
fense, maior or minor, who 
thinks that if he can only keep 
it from appearing in print his 
conscience will be quite clear. 
Again, it is a divorce petition, 
not infrequently by the very one 
who filed the action and who 
could easily have avoided pub­
licity by refraining from insti­
tuting the suit. More often still 
the request comes from those 
who for no conceivable reason 
“just don’t want it published,” 
even though publication could 
not’̂ ssibly affect them one way 
or the other.

The newspaper's position is a 
difficult one to maintain. It has 
an implied contract with each of 
its subscribers to publish the 
news as it happens, and the 
right sort of paper tries hard to 
do just that. It is not easy to 
turn down one’s friends when to 
them the request seems so sim­
ple; if it were a simple matter, 
as most of them seem to think, 
it would be easy. But should a 
paper accede to one request, as[ 
trival as it may seem to the per­
son concerned, it thereby has es­
tablished a precedent which will 
rise again and again to vex and 
embarass, because oipission of a 
trival matter in one case will be 
urged as a reason for omission 
of an important similar matter 
by persons who aren’t able to 
differentiate the degree of im­
portance in things that concern 
them.

No paper wants wilfully to

cause sorrow or embarrassment 
to anybody. Most publishers 
dislike exceedingly to do that 
which they know will antagonize 
a friend. But the duty of a 
newspaper is so clear in the 
premises that it must frequently 
publish things its publishers 
would like to omit, that the only 
way to be fair to all and to carry 
out its implied obligation to its 
subscribers is to publish the 
news as it happens. To do other­
wise will lead to establishment 
of precedents, that if followed to 
their ultimate conclusion, would 
prevent the paper from publish­
ing anything to which anybody 
objects—and that would mean 
a blank sheet many times a 
year.—Denton Record Chron­
icle.

Costs Range From $90,000 to 
$135,000 Per Well in 

Southern Fields.

Los Angeles, Oct. 13.—One of 
the things which contributed 
largely to the flush oil produc­
tion, which brought the price of 
gasoline down, was deep drilling. 
Prior to the close of the World 
war, drilling, as a rule, was not 
carried much beyond 3500 feet, 
except for exploratory purposes, 
but when the quest for oil began 
in dead earnest, during 1919, 
advancements made in mechan­
ical lines made it possible for 
drillers to switch over from the 
oil standard rig, which churned 
up and down in the hole, to the 
modern rotary outfit, which 
works on the principle of the 
gimlet, and makes faster and 
more satisfactory progress.

By using the rotary it was 
soon discovered by energetic 
operators that there was a sec­
ond producing sand in the Hunt­
ington Beach field, the different 
formations lying perhaps 1000 
feet apart. The deepest of the 
two was by far the most produc­
tive.

Similarly, the operators in the 
Long Beach field, by carrying 
their drilling operations to lower 
levels, found a second sand lying 
between 4000 and 5000 feet—a 
sand upward of 3000 feet thick 
in .some places and probably the 
depest oil-bearing formation in 
the United States. At Santa Fe 
Springs the driller found one 
productive sand between 3000 
and 4000 feet and another be­
tween 4000 and 5000 feet.

The intensive drilling which 
marked the development of all 
three of the flush fields soon ex­
hausted the upper sands, which 
were capable of producing from 
a few hundred to perhaps 3000 
barrels per well at the outset, 
because there was a heavy gas 
pressure and the oil was forced 
out rapidly.

As soon as the deeper sands 
were discovered there was a 
general movement to drill exist­
ing wells deeper and carry oth­
ers to the second formation 
without attempting production 
in the first sands. Deep drilling 
resulted in the gusher wells of 
which the world has heard a 
great deal in rectent months.

One well at Signal Hill, in the 
Long Beach field, yielded 28,000 
barrels per day for a while after 
coming in, and several of them 
flowed from 15,000 and 24,000 
barrels a piece during their first 
day’s run.

Well Down 6000 Feet.
The first well in the world to 

yield oil from a depth of one 
mile was drilled at Long Beach 
by the Shell Company of Cali­
fornia. This depth was soon ex­
ceeded by the General Petroleum 
Corporation, and again by the 
Shell Company, and at the pres­
ent time the General Petroleum 
Corporation has another well in

the same/field down close to the 
6000-foot; mark and still in the 
pro<lMcin  ̂sand.

^everal of the big operating 
companies have estimated th$t 
their drilling costs in the Hunt­
ington Beach and Long Beach 
fields have ranged somewhere 
between $90,000 and $135,000 
per hole. One cohipany, which 
drilled fifty holes in the Signal 
Hill field, says its average ex­
pense was $125,000 per well.

csnnot be said to be an authority 
on the Conditions existing in 
that country, he will, however, 
come away with impressions 
that are highly interesting if 
anything.

I was fortunate 
in being included in a group of 
college men of Washington and 
New York who signed on as 
members of the crew of the 
shipping board steamer George 
Washington for a trip to 
Bremen, sailing from New York. 
We left this country September 
1 and after nine days on the 
water arrived without mishap | 
in Bremerhaven, the seaport of 
Bremen. We went directly to 
Berlin, where we spent six daysj 
riding about the city in taxis 
and droschkes in the day and 
getting quite a look in into' the , 
celebrated night life of thatj 
wonderful place at night. Our, 
hotel was in a part of the city j 
known as Charlottenburg, and to 
get into the down town section' 
on and about Unter den Linden 
we had to drive through the well I 
known Tiergartens and through 
that section where many old| 
palaces and theaters are found.!

Long drives over miles of 
glass-like streets lined on either 
side with rows of stately old 
buildings, the foundations of 
which must have been laid hun­
dreds of years back; strolls: 
through gardens without equal 
the whole world over; evenings 
in old world cabarets and 
theaters; these are experiences 
that one is not likely to forget.

Of course conditions there are: 
not at all the same as before! 
1914 and most of the parks imdf 
buildings are not kept up likej 
they were then, yet I don’t be-' 
lieve there is another city in the 
world so beautiful.
* With the mark at 100,000,- 
000 to the dollar we lived like 
millionaires? The larger hotels 
are demanding America^ or 
English money, but we found a 
small hotel in the suburbs where 
we had rooms at 15,000,000 
mark or 16 cents. You’ll have 
ta admit that 15 cents a day is 
not an extortionate charge. 
Here are a few of the prices we 
paid:

Quart of Port wine (1726), 
M26,000,000 (25c).

Glass of the best beer, Ml,- 
000,000 (Ic).

Dinner for seven in the best 
restaurant, Heidelberger, M350,- 
000,000 ($3.50).

A Simile ride in two taxis to 
Potsdam, the Kaiser’s palaces, 
M1,000,000,000 ($10.00).

Even though we ' lived like 
princes and were the object of 
hundreds of curious eyes (there 
are few Americans there now), 
still the sight of home look^ 
better to us than all the caba­
rets and palaces of Germany. 
America has no Tiergartens, no 
Potsdam, no saloons and no wine 
shops, but America has some­
thing far better than these— 
security and real money.

It is costing the taxpayers $3,- 
500,000,000 a year to pay the 

_ salaries of 2,700,000 persons
> found to be on the pay rolls of 
;; the national, state and municipal
- governments of the United 
; States. But this is not the whole

or the worst of the story told by 
 ̂the national industrial confer- 
' ence board. It implies that the
2.700.000 officeholders share in 
the burden of their public em­
ployment, and this is not the 
fact.

Congress, even under the Six­
teenth constitutional amend­
ment, which empowers it to tax

- incomes “from whatever source 
derived,'* continues to exempt

. the salaried incomes of State 
;and municipal employes as “in-
> strumentalities" of local govem- 

° ment. It does this by virtue of
^old decisions of the United 
States supreme court, which 
never had any reasonable ground 
to stand on and which were su­
perseded by the Sixteenth 
amendment if they had had. At 
the same time the States and 
municipalities, by virtue of the' 
same decisions, can not tax Fed­
eral government employes' on 
their salaries, as they are “in­
strumentalities" of another gov­
ernment.

Probably not fewer than 1,-
700.000 of these 2,700,000 public 
servants are on the State and 
municipal pay rolls. All are tax. 
eaters exclusively as to their of­
ficial incomes, but this major 
fraction is far more greatly 
privileged than the other. It 
escapes the Federal war and 
other income taxes which make 
up the great burden under which 
the American taxpayers now 
bend. If the 2,700,000 were tax-

f ed in common with citizens who 
have to pay them their official 
salaries, this burden would be 
very perceptibly lightened.

How much longer is congress 
to permit so glaring an injustice 
to continue? Congress can not 
blame the supreme court for it 
because congress has never given 
the supreme court a chance to 
pass on the question squarely, 
since the adoption of the Six­
teenth amendment.—New-York 
Worid. r g y .
