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MODERNISTS SAME 
AS RATIONALISTS

Editor Courier:
I think in last week’s paper I 

discusse(J the tendency to false 
doctrine that has crept into 
many denominations. I do not 
mean differences of opinion such 
as exist among Methodists, Bap­
tists, Presbyterians and others, 
but departures from the faith 
such as denial of the divinity of 
Christ, of his birth of a virgin, 
his miracles, his resurrection, 
etc. Your readers may have 
read in late papers that New 
York Presbytery decided a few 
days ago by a large majority to 
sustain Dr. Fosdick in his 
teaching in a Presbyterian 
church in New York such false 
doctrines as I referred to above. 
This is not strange when it is 
notorious that New York Pres­
bytery has been considered un­
sound several years, except a 
minority who are outvoted, and 
can only protest. Philadelphia 
Presbyteries are different where 
conservatism predominates. And 
as far as I can judge sound
Presbyterians are in the major­
ity throughout the North and 
South. The Methodists and 
Baptists through the north and 
south are also much agitated 
about these false doctrines, but 
there is reason to believe that 
sound doctrine predominates in 
these denominations, and .some 
are very earnestly contending 
for the truth.

One of the errors of those 
calling themselves modernists'is 
that they do not believe iiK,the 
inspiration of the scriptures, ex­
cept only such portions of the 
Bible as they judge to be in 
agreement with human reason, 
thus cutting out a large portion 
of our Bible as untrustworhty. 
The orthodox view is what is 
called verbal inspiration—that 
the original copies of the scrip­
tures as they came from the 
hands of their writers were in­
spired and are God’s truths as 
he wished to make known to 
men. 'There may have been some 
errors crept in when copies of the 
scriptures were made by scribes, 
and when translations were 
made. But these errors must 
haye been very few, as the grefit 
Bible societies of the world have 
employed the ablest scholars to 
translate the scriptures, and so 
the world is assured that if 
there are errors in our Bibles 
they are few and of minor im­
portance, not affecting any 
important doctrine of the Chris­
tian religion. The men who 
call themselves modernists and 
make great pretensions of schol­

arship and science are in fact 
rationalists, belie^^ng only so 
much of the Bible as agrees with 
their reason, overlooking the 
fact that much o f  the Christian • 
religion is too high and deep to 
agree with oî r reason—is a^ve 
dui* reason (not contrary to it), 
and can only be accepted by faith 
as God teaches us in his word. 
And these modernists are not so 
very modern. Their errors were 
taught long ages ago by' enemies 
of Christ, and even the infidels, 
Tom Paine and Ingersoll, pro­
claimed them; but Paine and 
Ingersoll were often foes of | 
Christianity, whereas these mod­
ernists claim to be Christians! 
and preachers, and insist upon | 
holding their places and drawing 
their salaries, as Dr. Fosdick 
while preaching in a Presbyte­
rian pulpit in New York. The 
sound Christians are expected to 
pay the salaries of those who 
preach things that undermine 
Christianity. This is a free 
country, and there is no objec­
tion to the withdrawal of these 

{modernists, but they want to 
!hang on and get the benefit of 
the good name of the church. 
They do not seem to have con- 

j fidence enough in their own 
: views to start a denomination of I their own to stand on their own
