WHEN TRAIN WRECKS

Engine No. 351, driven by 
“ Bill" Cook, veteran passenger 
engrineer of the I.-G. N., and 
drawing train No. 5, the through 
passenger, from St. Louis to 
Houston, split a switch at the 
sawmill a mile north of Grape- 
land, Thursday night at 3:20 
o’clock, turned c-o-m p 1 e t e 1 y. 
around and then turned over. 
Engineer Cook was thrown for­
ward from his seat, caught under 
the boiler in front of his seat and 
killed instantly. His fireman 
was badly scalded and otherwise 
injured, but not killed. Injuries 
to other trainmen and passen­
gers were slight. When the en­
gine struck the siding it reversed- 
itself completely, heading back 
the other way and turning over 
alongside the track. The ten­
der went off on the other side, 
lost its trucks and turned bottom 
side up. An express car went on 
down the track between engine 
and tender and off to the right, 
the engine turning to the left. 
The mail and baggage car, coach 
and chair car were derailed, only 
the sleepers remaining on the 
track. The engine was lifted and 

_the dead engineer gotten from 
under the boiler at 3:20 Friday 
afternoon, the other wreckage 
having to be cleared away before 
the lifting crane could be gotten 
to the engine. Engine damage 
alone is estimated at $10,000:~̂

IS BLAMED IN 

FATAL CRASH
Passenger Coaches Remain. Up­

right; W. B. Cook Victim;
Messenger Hurt.

Houston, Texas, August 16.— 
Wreckage of south bound pas­
senger train No. 5, which split 
a switch at Grapeland at 3:20 a. 
m. Friday, killing Engineer W. 
B. Cook of Palestine and serious­
ly injuring Fireman Ed Deason 
of Houston, was cleared shortly 
after 8 p. m. Friday.

The Sunshine Special, No. 1, 
arrived in Houston an hour 
late after detouring by Valley 
Junction. Passenger Train No. 
3, due here at 2:30 p. m. was ex­
pected to arrive at 10:30 p. m.

The wreck took place about a 
mile north of the Grapeland de­
pot. The engineer died almost 
instantly. The fireman was in­
jured on the legs and back and 
sustained serious bums from 
steam. Late Friday afternoon it 
was said that he has a fair 
chance to recover.

Making Up Time.
According to railroad officials 

the train was three hours behind 
time and w’as running at a fast 
rate when the engine struck the 
switch, which is thought to have

been jarred open by movement 
of the train. The locomotive, 
tender, two express coaches and 
two day coaches left the track, 
one Pullman car remaining on 
the track. The engine turned 
over completely, pinning Cook 
beneath the firebox.

Wholesale injury to passengers 
was avoided only because the 
coaches remained upright after 
jumping the track, railway au­
thorities declared.

Two box cars on the siding of 
the J. S. Hunt Lumber company 
were demolished completely and 
G. B. Wallace, night watchman 
at the planing mill, narrowly es­
caped death when the planer 
shed adjacent to the tracks was 
wrecked.

A relief train was hurried from 
Palestine, carrying physicians 
and medical equipment to render 
first aid. Fireman Deason was 
given medical aid immediately 
and was thought to be on the 
road to recovery, his attendants 
stated.

Narrowly Miss Death.
Passengers of the derailed 

train were taken to Houston by 
train No. 8 from Houston, being 
transferred by automobile to the 
train returning to Houston.
