Display of campaign buttons, 
active participation in political 
clubs and open show of party 
preference among employees of 
the federal government have at­
tracted the attention of the civil 
service commission. Govern­
ment workers in the various de­
partments are said to be 'd is­
tributing campaign literature, 
badges and buttons, circulating 
political petitions and to be oth­
erwise engaged in various 
phases of political effort.

Government workers are pro­
hibited under the competitive 
civil service laws from openly 
engaging in politics. Persons 
in the federal civil service are 
forbidden to use their official au­
thority or influence for the pur­
pose of interfering with the elec­
tion. TH^y may express private­
ly their opinions on all political 
subjects. They may join politi­
cal clubs and they may wear 
campaign buttons and badges 
while off duty. But they are re­
strained by law from taking a 
prominent part in the activities 
of any political organization.

Federal employees are drawn 
from every state in the union. 
They cannot vote in the Dis­
trict of Columbia because of the 
peculiar condition existing here 
which denies citizens of the dis­
trict the franchise. But many 
of the states allow voting by 
mail and the majority of em­
ployees take advantage of this 
privilege.

Under the civil service act, the 
civil service commission is em­
powered to investigate alleged 
Violations of the rules or laws 
regarding political activity, as­
sessments, coercion and discrim­

ination, and it is ’the present 
policy of the commission to see 
that the rules are strictly en­
forced. An investigation into the 
charges of violations is being 
made, and every legitimate 
means will be employed to pro­
cure the prosecution and punish­
ment of every person who vio­
lates the civil service rules or 
laws.

The opinion of some 
farmers here is that with a late 
frost, late cotton stands a chance 
to mature, and thus increase the 
output in this vicinity.

Scarcely any picking is being 
done by hired help. Froin a dol­
lar to a dollar and a quarter per 
100 is paid pickers. A large 
number of East Texas cotton 
pickers have shifted westward, 
where it is claimed better prices 
prevail. I

County Agent E. Gentry esti­
mates the cotton crop for Smith 
county at 18,000 bales, which 
compares with 34,500 bales for 
1923. Grades are lowering 
some, most cotton offered on the 
streets running strict low mid­
dling. The average price this 
week for cotton was 24 cents. 
The staple is shorter than 
usual.

Sweet potato shipments out of 
Smith county this fall will run 
short, compared with last year’s 
crop. Drought cut the crop 
heavily and, too, a smaller acre­
age is reported. Ribbon cane was 
as severely cut this year as the 
potato crop, and it is improbable 
that a single car of syrup will 
move from Smith county this 
fall, although there will be some 
syrup offered to local trade.

The pecan industry near Wi­
nona has not been impaired by 
the drought. It is estimated 
that the Combination Orchard 
company at* that place will ship 
75,000 pounds, of pecans from 
their l^year old orchard. These 
nuts are of a high quality and 
are selling at the orchard for 50 
cents a pound. Pecan orchards 
at Tyler and Arp also show fine 
prospects for production this 
year.

Unprecedented activity in oat 
sowing is apparent this fall, ac­
cording to County Agent E. Gen­
try. A campaign to encourage 
extensive oat sowing was start­
ed in Smith county in late sum­
mer when it became apparent 
the dry weather would greatly 
curtail the feed crop. Mr. Gen­
try says the oat sowing is more 
general this year than he has 
ever known before for Smith 
county.

Although herring abound in 
North Pacific waters, smoked 
herring are imported to that re­
gion from Scandinavian coun­
tries.

Luna Park Exhibition Ends in 
Tragedy When Parachute 
V Goes Wrong. '

Ay .

Houston, October 20.—Miss 
Montie LeBiay, professional ba> 
loonist and parachute jumper, 
who opened an engagement at 
Luna Park on Sunday, was 
dashed to her death at 6:30 Sun­
day, when her parachute failed 
to open after she had dropped 
from a gas balloon at an altitude 
of slightly more than 2000 feet. 
She died as she was being lifted 
from the sandy ground in 
Thrift's pasture, about three 
blocks from the park.

The accident brought to a 
tragic end the first of a series 
of balloon ascensions that were 
to have been staged at the park. 
The LeMay party urived here 
Saturday from Dallas, but origi­
nally are from St. Paul, Minn.

Failure of the third of a series 
of three parachutes to open re­
sulted in the accident, it was said 
by persons who witnessed the 
woman's 2000-foot plunge 
through space.

Leaving the ground attached 
to a 76-foot balloon filled with 
smoke and hot air, the woman 
ascended to an altitude of about 
2000 feet before attempting to 
disengage herself from the bal­
loon. As a crowd of more than 
9000 persons gazed in awe, the 
intrepid young woman could be 
seen to reach up and pull the 
cord that would release her from 
the big gas-filled bag.

ped a short distance before the 
first'parachute opened. An in­
stant later it fluttered away.

Frantically Miss LeMay tug­
ged at the second parachute. It 
failed to open. Dropping with 
the speed of an express train the 
young woman could be seen to 
make repeated efforts to open 
the parachute. Stunned, the 
dense crowd stood and gazed 
breathlessly at the tragedy be­
ing enacted in the air.

Among the first to reach the 
spot where Miss LeMay plunged 
to earth were Jack T. McCully, 
Luna park press agent, and J. 
T. Whitaker. The woman died 
as the two were placing her in 
the rear seat of a touring car 
preparatory to speeding to the 
Southern Pacific hospital, a 
short distance away.

E. T. Vincent, the young wo­
man's husband, reached the 
scene of the accident, less than 
two minutes after his wife's 
body struck the ground.

He rode with the body to the 
hospital.

'Tt was my fault for sending 
her up there,”  he cried. ‘T should 
have gone. I wanted to. And 1 
didn’t kiss her goodbye. She 
asked me not to. She said that 
for me to kiss her gave the spec­
tators the impression that the 
ascension was dangerous.

"Montie was an expert para­
chute jumper. Her father, 
though, did not want her to work 
this season. He told us that he 
would set us up in the hotel busi­
ness in Florida if we would just 
give up this business.”

A moment before strapping 
herself to the parachute Miss 
LeMay was calmly chatting with 
Earl Gill, a rider on the Luna 
park motor silodrome, and Mc­
Cully, the press agent.

Extending his hand. Gill said: 
"Well, little fellow, go^bye, and 
good luck to you.”

"Thanks,”  the girl replied as 
she clasped his hand.

She signaled to her husband 
that she was ready.

"Let go, everybody!” Vincent 
shouted to the score of men and 
boys who were holding the tug­
ging bag down. ^

As the ropes were released the 
bag shot skyward. Miss LeMay 
strapped beneath it. As she hur­
tled over the crowd she waved 
her hand, merrily shouting, I'll 
be back for supper, folks.” 

Through the dusk the balloon 
a^nded, attaining an altitude 
slightly in excess of 2000 feet. 
As the crowd cheered Miss Le­
May could be seen to reach up 
for the cords which held her to 
the swaying, bulky bag of hot 
air and smoke, and leap.
