1. Poll, in order to be able to 
vote.

2. Real estate, city.
3. Real estate, state and coun­

ty.
4. Personal, city.
6. Federal income.
7. Automobile.
9. Dog.
10. Apparel, on shirts, hats, 

etc., over a certain value.
11. Traveling, when he goes 

to market.
12. Traveling, when he trav­

els.
13. Amusement, when he 

takes his family to a theater.
14. Excess profit (if any).
And if he wearies of paying

taxes and dies his family will 
bring the next number of taxes 
up to 15 by paying on his in­
heritance.

It does beat all how we run to 
taxes. But that list of fifteen 
doesn’t exhaust the subject. 
There’s the intangible tax. And 
there’s the fee system. Goodness 
knows what else. All taxation 
falls at last on the man who 
toils. Some sorts of taxation 
are not to be shunned. Good 
roads and school buildings and 
water supply are profitable in­
vestments. What we have a right 
to complain about, fellow-citi­
zens, are a lot of boards and bu­
reaus and commissions that are 
chiefly concerned with meddling 
in the affairs of the people; in 
other words, we pay to be an­
noyed.— Waco Times Herald.

Where by reason of illness or 
absence from home additional 
time for filing an income tax re­
turn is required, the taxpayer 
should address to the Commis­
sioner of Internal Revenue, 
Washington, D. C., a request for 
an extension. Collectors of in­
ternal revenue are not, as under 
preceding acts, permitted to 
grant such extensions. The re­
quest must be made before the 
return is due— on or before 
the return is due— on or before 
March 15, 1925, if made on the 
calendar year basis— and must 
contain a full recital for the 
causes of the delay.

An extension of time for filing 
the return does not extend the 
time of payment of the tax or 
any installment thereof unless so 
specified in the extension. As a 
condition of granting an exten­
sion, the commissioner may re­
quire the submission of a tenta­
tive return and estimate of the 
amount of the tax, and the pay­
ment of at least one-fourth of 
the estimated amount.

Under the revenue act of 1924, 
thousands of persons are re­
quired to file returns of income 
although the incomes are not 
taxable. The act provides that 
returns shall be filed by every 
single person whose net income 
for 1924 was $1,000 or more or 
whose gross income was $5,000 
or more, and by married couples 
living together, whose aggregate 
net income was $2,500 or more, 
or whose aggregate gross income 
was $5,000 or more. The ex­
emptions are $1,000 for single 
persons and $2,500 for married 
persons living together, plus a 
$400 credit for each dependent. 
A person may have a gross in­
come of $5,0()0 and, by reason of 
the deductions for business ex­
pense, bad debts, losses, etc., a

A  single person may have an 
exemption of $2,600 as the head 
of a fam ily.

ChicaiTo, Jan. 12.— Moonshine 
liquor is sending an average of 
more than one person a day to 
their deaths in Chicago, accord* 
ing to a statement of Health 
Commissioner Bundesen Sunday.

In the first eleven months of 
1924 there 'were 390 deaths di­
rectly attributed to liquor, his 
statement said. Of these, 289 
were due to poisonous liquor and 
151 to accidents, murders and 
suicides caused by alcoholism. 
Dr. Bundesen stated. There is 
yet the figures on the Christ­
mas holidays to be ascertained.

The commissioner'warns that 
**moonshine poisoning is more 
prev^Jent than alcoholism was 
in pre-prohibition days.'* He 
adds that there are more persons 
in Cook county hospital suffer­
ing from alcoholism than ever

before in the institution’s his­
tory.

FVom 1915 to 1923 there were 
1533 deaths attributed to poison 
liquor, the coroner's records 
show. The maximum number of 
deaths were in 1916 and the 
least in 1919. From this year 
the death rate increased, the 
records show.

fession or in ’’any transaction 
entered into for profit”  not com­
pensated for by insurance or 
otherwise are deductible from  
gross income in determining net 
income upon which the income 
tax is assessed. To be allowed, 
losses not incurred in trade, 
business, or profession must 
conform closely to the wording 
of the statute. For example, a 
loss incurred in the sale of a tax­
payer’s home or automobile, 
which at the time of purchase 
was not bought with the inten­
tion of resale, is not deductible, 
because it was not a transaction 
’’entered into for profit.”  Loss­
es sustained in the operation of 
a  farm  as a business venture are 
deductible. I f  sustained in the 
operation of a farm  operated 
merely for the pleasure of the 
taxpayer, they are not deducti- 
ble.

Losses arising from  fires, 
storms, shipwreck, ” or other 
casualty,”  or from  theft, wheth­
er or not connected with a tax­
payer’s business, may be de­
ducted from  gross income in his 
1924 income tax return. I f  his 
home or automobile is destroyed 
by fire or his property damaged 
by storm , the loss is deductible 
for the year in which it war- in­
curred.

Loss of property by theft or 
burglary is an allowable deduc- 
tfon, and need not be incurred in 
the ta^ipayer’s trade or business.

A  loss from  embezzlement is 
also deductible.
. A ll losses are deductible only 

to the extent by which they are 
not compensated for by insur­
ance or otherwise.

A  ddbt discovered to be worth

BIRD AND GAME PRE- 
_____  SERVES.

Public-spirited citizens of five 
southwestern states, workers in 
a campaign just closed by Hol­
land’s Magazine, have establish­
ed a total of 2,948,841 acres in 
bird and game refuges, in which 
absolute protection is pledged 
beneficial wild life for a period 
o f five years. 'The campaign 
itself is the most successful ever 
conducted by any agency within 
h year’s time. Bj^ states, the 
total in sanctuaries, which ore 
being placarded with handsome
« D

metal signs, are as follows: Tex­
as, 2,800,403 acres; Arkansas, 
28,268; Oklahoma, 18,173; Lou­
isiana, 5,927; and New Mex­
ico, 3,440. The sanctuaries range 
in s i^  from 10 acres to 250,000. 
They include many ranches and 
farms which contain turkeys, 
prairie chickens, deer, and other 
game birds and animals, and 
constitute the first step toward 
the creation of permanent state 
refuges in which birds and ani­
mals will be permitted to multi­
ply under natural conditions.

'^he Texas sanctuaries inchide 
some of the finest breeding 
grounds in America. Eight of 
them range from 100,000 to

250,000 acres in area, embracing 
portions of the famous King 
ranch,’^the Kenedy ranch, the 
Lasater ranch, and other proper­
ties which are known through­
out the country. In addition to 
the larger refuges, boys and 
girls have dedicated 7,899 yards 
to birds, agreeing to feed them 
in bitter winter weather and to 
furnish them water in summer.

Even more remarkable than 
the sanctuaries are the pledges 
in which men, women and chil­
dren bind themselves to observe 
the game laws and to do every­
thing in their power to encour­
age birds and to keep thought­
less persons from doing them in­

jury. Altogether, 119,421 indi­
vidual pledges have been secur­
ed, largely through schools, and 
the principal awards in this 
phase of the work have been 
made to juniors. Barton Wel­
fare Group, ^ f  thei Mobile (Ala­
bama). Highf ^chobl, turned in 
13,171 pledges and a $100 award 
was earned by Tom Currie, a 
Dallas, Texas, boy eleven years 
of ajge. Total cash awards in 
the two campaigns were $750.00, 
and it is hoped that the work so 
auspiciously started will be car­
ried on by interested citizens 
until all of our finer birds and 
animals are guaranteed perpet­
uation. Every farmer who con­

r

trols his own land should con­
vert it into a bird and game pre­
serve.
