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aGAREHE SMOKING 
BY CO-EDS AROUSES 

IRE OF WOMEN DEANS
Chicago, Jan. 12.— A move­

ment to ban cigarette smoking 
by co-eds is under way in the 
University of Michigan and the 
University of Wisconsin.

F. Louise Nardin, dean of 
women at Wisconsin, has warn­
ed co-eds that they must choose 
between education and smoking. 
The co-eds who insist on smok­
ing should stay away from the 
college, she declared.

The women’s club of Ann Ar­
bor, Mich., adopted a resolution 
condemning smoking by women 
and then forwarded it to the 
Michigan Daily, a student pub­
lication. Letters of condemna­
tion are pouring into i the col- 
lege. '

Many co-eds and male students 
oppose the movement. From 
other sources come support for 
the woman’s club resolution. 
Some of the college officials are 
known to be in sympathy with 
the stand of the club.

Dean Nardin informed the 
Wisconsin co-eds that the ma­
jority of the tax payers opposed 
smoking by women.

“ We do not wish to dictate the 
conduct of any one away from 
the university, but when they 
are here, they should regard the 
wishes of those who make a uni­
versity possible,’’ Dean Nardin 
declared.

“ Aside from the physical harm 
that physicians and scientists 
agree arise from the practice, 
there is a moral harm.

“ It is inconsistent to smoke— 
not to say dishonorable—when 
the greater part of those affect­
ed disapprove.”

The Women’s club of Ann 
Arbor adopted the following 
resolution:

“Whereas, smoking amongst 
our women, especially our young 
girls, is becoming more prev­
alent, and having the convic­
tion that if not curbed it will be­
come a pernicious habit, we 
hereby resolve that the Women’s 
club of Ann Arbor has placed it­
self on record as being opposed 
to the practice.”

Miss Jean Hamilton, dean of 
women, indicated she would not 
take any action in the matter, 
pointing out that sororities and 
dormitories have adopted rules 
against the use of tobacco.

Sheriff Rogers Clears Up Mys­
tery o f Elkhart Robbery.

Sheriff Goodvin Rogers’ in­
vestigation of the robbery of the

T. N. Polk general merchandise 
store two weeks ago at Elkhart 
resulted in the arrest yesterday 
of Roy Brooks, aged 18, a white 
youth who lives five miles below 
Elkhart. All of the articles 
taken from the store were found 
at or near the home of Brooks, 
some of the articles being found 
a half-mile from the house hid­
den in the woods, and others 
found in some cotton seed. All 
of the stolen articles, which in­
cluded four automobile casings, 
gloves, shirts, raincoats, shot­
gun shells and other articles, 
were brought to the courthouse, 
where they were locked up in 
Sheriff Rogers’ big safe as evi­
dence. Deputy Sheriff Lively 
of Elkhart accompanied Sheriff 
Rogers when the lad was arrest­
ed, but Sheriff Rogers played a 
lone hand in the investigation.

Brooks was given an examin­
ing trial yesterday afternoon be­
fore Justice of the Peace Black, 
and his bond set at $500. Brooks 
confessed his part in the burg­
lary, and implicated a twelve 
year old boy, who has not been 
arrested, but at the proper time 
will be turned over to the ju­
venile court, over which Judge 
W. C. Quick has jurisdiction.

On the night following the 
robbery of the T. N. Polk store 
an attempt was made to enter 
the store of J. C. Irby & Co., 
but iron bars on the rear door 
prevented entry.

Sheriff Rogers has cleared up 
the mysteries of the only two 
burglaries in Anderson county 
that have occurred in some time. 
Three men are now facing burg­
lary charges as the result of the 
burglary of the Hassell Mercan­
tile Company at Frankston sev­
eral weeks ago, and the youth 
arrested yesterday in connection 
with the Polk store robbery in 
Elkhart.

Brooks failed to make bond 
yesterday and is now confined 
in jail facing a charge of burg­
lary.—Palestine Herald.

Paving to Begin.

All legal requirements have 
been met by the city council 
and paving the public square 
will begin at an early date. Sev­
eral car loads of material have 
already been received and un­
loaded and with a few prelimi­
naries to be adjusted work will 
begin by the contractors, Smith 
Brothers of Crockett. TTie city 
engineer is preparing his data 
for the residential cations, work 
on which will follow imm^iate- 
ly on the completion of the pub­
lic square. The city has sold the 
paving bonds to Smith Brothers, 
receiving par with accrued in­
terest, the sale being a cash 
consideration.

Then I got 
my brothers gun and shot her.*’

The arrest took place at a 
rooming house where the girl 
s^d she was taken Tuesday 
night by a male companion.

The police said the girl will be 
charged with murder.

Killing the mother was the 
climax o f a family quarrel which 
caused the young girl*8 father to 
sever the family ties after an 
argument over the propriety of 
his daughter*8 associa^ . The 
mother defended her daughter 
against the accusations made by 
the ^ther, but after she left the 
family she became converted to 
his views, police said.

After the tragedy, the girl said 
she “went on a party on Tuesday 
ni|^t, where we had drinks and 
something to eat.**

San Antonio, Texas, Jan. 17. 
—The injunction granted * by 
Judge R. B. Minor of the 57th i 
district court restraining State! 
officials from recognising the | 
State ranger force and stopping! 
pay of the men will remain in ef-1 
feet until some action is taken; 
by the fourth court of civil ap-, 
peals.

Judge Minor, Saturday after­
noon refused to suspend opera­
tion of the writ pending appeal. 
Notice of appeal to the fourth 
court of appeals was given by 
Assistant Attorney General C. 
A. Wheeler.

Judge Minor granted the writ 
of perpetual injunction in the 
case of J. E. Elgin Thursday ard 
a motion for suspension of the 
writ was filed. Judge Minor 
heard arguments on the suspen­
sion motion Saturday morning 
and took the case under advise­
ment until 4 o*clock in the after­
noon when he announced the 
motion would be overruled.

The action of the court oper­
ates to suspend all ranger op­
erations until the case can be 
passed upon by the appellate 
court at least. It was pointed 
out this will require several 
weeks as a record must be pre­
pared and the case submitted to 
the court of appeals. A motion 
for advancement will probably 
be filed in the court of appeals, 
it was declared, on account of 
the issues, and if this is granted 
the matter can be disposed of 
within a few weeks.

In the meantime the rangers 
will be forced to remain inactive 
and their pay will be stopped. 
The State officials are also re­
strained from paying out funds 
for the expenses of the men, 
which will operate to close sta­
tions all over the State, where 
headquarters are paid for out of 
State funds.

There are five captains and 100 
men affected by the ruling and 
the men predicted that every 
one of them would be out of ser­
vice or engaged in other lines be­
fore the case can be decided.

Two of the companies are sta­
tioned on the border with the 
members scattered up and down* 
the Rio Grande. These men^j^ j 
said to be the veterans of Yhe| 
service, many of them having | 
spent the greater part of their 
lives in the service. The com­
panies stationed in the cities are 
said to be composed of younger 
men with a few veteran ser­
geants and privates.

WITH m s ABILITY
New York, Jan. 17.—James 

W. Cadoo’s burning desire was 
to impress his young bride with 
hiS/talent for making big money 
— ability to make good. A rich 
man’s son himself, he couldn’t 
long bear the ignominy of tak­
ing home, the p^try salary of a 
mail clerk. So Cadoo, who is 28, 
turned train robber for a day, 
held up a mail clerk on a Long 
Island railroad train and escap­
ed with $10,000. That was four 
days ago. Police at first blamed 
a notorious criminal for the rob­
bery and Cadoo breathed easier. 
He could be a moneyed man now 
and his bride o f five months 
would worship him as a clever 
man of affairs.

But the ways o f detectives are 
devious and often disconcerting, 
as C ^ oo  learned Saturday, af­
ter he was confronted with evi­
dence pf his guilt. Then, while 
his sobbing young wife clung to 
him, he confessed to the officers, 
and declared he stole for his 
wife’s sake.

“ I did it because I’m newly 
married and wanted my wife to 
believe I had made good,”  he ex­
plained. “ I quit the mail clerk 
job because I didn’t see any fu­
ture in it. I got out and got a 
job as automobile salesman. I 
believed I could build up a good 
business, but it didn’t go. Then 
five months ago I got married. 
My money got lower and lower 
and I was desperate.

“When it was all over, I be­
lieved I had got away with it. I 
did it, though, because I was 
desperate and couldn’t see any 
other way out. I didn’t want to 
hurt anybody.”

Cadoo’s wife, sobbing hysteri­
cally, accompanied him to the 
jail.

After his confession he seemed

broken in spirit and had little to 
say.

Cadoo’s bright, new roadster 
brought about his downfall. He 
parked it near the sceqe of the 
robbery and escaped in it, after 
leaping from the moving train. 
It was the only one of its kind 
in Lynnbrook, L. I., and sus­
picion was cast upon Cadoo be­
cause the car had been seen by 
three farmers near the scene of 
the hold up.

Cadoo’s father, a rich retired 
lumber dealer of Lynnbrook, be­
lieves his son must-have been 
temporarily demented to com­
mit the crime.

THE HOME PAPERS AND 
THE COMMUNITY.

All essay contest on **The 
Home Paper and the Commun- 
ity** was recently conducted by 
Sam Ridenour, editor o f the 
Coats (Kans.) Courant, and the 
judges awarded the prize to the 
following essay, submitted by 
Cecil Ham, age fifteen:

The history of newspapers be­
gins in Germany. The name of 
the Drat paper was the Frank­
furter Journal, a weekly publica­
tion started by Elmmel to 1616, 
and ever since that first paper 
was published they have in­
creased to importance and have 
an important factor in the ad­
vancement of civilization. In 
fact, the growth to sentiment 
favorable to more general read­
ing is noticeable in all countries 

iwhere civilization and society 
make any pretense of progres­
sive dev^pment. However, it 
is only in the past few years 
that practically all the people 
read newspapers. We find that 
where ever newspapers are not 
read that the advanced state of 
development from eveiy stand­
point is about the same that it 
was 4,000 years ago. For in­
stance, the farmers of Bible 
lands are using the same kind of 
implements to pursuit of agri­
culture, as they did in the begin­
ning .

We also leain that very few 
newspapers, if any, are r ^  by 
^ ese  farmers. We even learn 
through Dr. William B. Herms, 
professor of parasitology o f the 
University o f California, that 
the natives on the Fanning group 
o f islands of the South S eu  were 
recently shown their first mir­
ror, and when photographs of 
them were taken they often

ailed to recognize themselves. 
Their own faces apparently are 
strange to them when they 
would look into the mirror. We 
also leam that there is no form 
of literature wha^ver.

We should be thankful that 
we live to a civilized and Christ­
ian land and an intelligent com­
munity, within the center of 
which is established a home pa­
per known as the Coats Courant. 
The development of a commun­
ity depends much upon the char­
acter of the newspaper. A news­
paper must stand for something. 
If it stands for business alone, 
the community and even the 
world will know it. If it stands 
for character and principle, for 
purity in public and private life, 
for honesty and fairness to our 
relations with our fellow-men, 
the newspaper is an educating 
power for good in all that makes 
men and women better.

The greatest purpose or art of 
journalism is, first in obtaining 
all legitimate news, all news to 
be stated with fairness and cor­
rectness.

If an editor is indiffer­
ent as to whether the world 
grows better, his paper must re- 
Dect that spirit. If he has faith 
in humanity, in the power of 
human love to make this life 
look bright and cheerful, his edi­
torials will reDect that faith.

Primarily the publication of 
a newspaper is a business 
enterprise. The g r e a t e s t  
advantage and benefit that 
a newspaper is to a community 
is the bringing of the people 
closer together from a business 
standpoint. In the way of adver­
tisements, especially in a farm­
ing and stock-raising commun­
ity. If a farmer has grain or 
s ^  of any kind for sale, he can, 
through the advertising columns 
o f a newspaper with a good cir­
culation, reach more people at 
less cost than in any other way, 
and so with the stock-raiser.

A community newspaper is the 
medium through which intelli­
gence becomes widespread. The 
moral character of American 
newspapers continues to im­
prove.

In making out his income tax 
for the year 1924 the business 
man, professional man, and 
farmer is required to use Form 
1040, regardless of whether his 
net income was or was not in ex­
cess of $5,000. The smaller 
form 1040A is used for report­
ing income of $5,000 or less de­
rived chiefly horn salaries or 
wages.

Forms have been sent to per-1 
sons who last year filed returns' 
of income. Failure to receive a | 
form, however, does not relieve' 
the taxpayer from his obligation | 
to file a return and pay the tax’ 
within the time prescribed, on or, 
before March 15, 1925. Copies j 
of the forms may be obtained! 
from offices of collectors of in­
ternal revenue and branch of-[ 
fices. The tax may be paid ini 
full at the time of Hling the re­
turn, or in four equal install-; 
ments, due on or before March; 
15, June 15, September 15, and! 
December 15. |

The taxpayer must include in 
his income-tax return for the 
year 1924 all items of gross in­
come specified by law. In the 
case of a storekeeper, gross in­
come usually' consists of gross j 
profits on i^es, together with: 
income from other sources. The' 
return must show the gross' 
sales, purchases, and cost of 
goods sold. The professional, 
man, lawyer, doctor, dentist,' 
must include all fees and other; 
compensation received from pro­
fessional services. The farmer, 
must report as gross income the' 
proceeds of sales or exchange of 
products raised on the farm or 
whether purchased by him and 
resold. He must report also! 
gross income from all other' 
sources, such as rentals or prof­

its from the sale of farm lands.

,as a business expense amounts 
spent for rent of his place of 
business, advertising, premiums 
for insurance against fire or 

, other losses, cost of water, light, 
and heat used in his place of 
business, drayage and freight 
bills, and the cost of mainte- 

' nance and repair to delivery 
t wagons and trucks, and a rea­
sonable allowance for salaries.

I A professional man, such as 
' a lawyer, doctor, or dentist, may 
deduct the cost of supplies used 

I in his profession, expenses paid 
j in the operation and repair of 
, automobiles used in making pro­
fessional calls, dues to profes­
sional journals, office rent, cost 
of water, light, and heat used in 
his office, and the hire of office 
assistants.

The farmer may deduct as 
necessary expenses ail amounts 
actually expended in carrying on 
the business of farming, such as 
amounts paid in the production 
and harvesting of his crops, cost

of seed and fertilizer used, cost 
of minor repairs to farm build­
ings, and cost of sipall tools used 
up in the course of a year or two. 
The cost of farm maemnery, 
equipment, and farm buildings is 
not deductible as expense.

Deductions for personal or liv­
ing expenses, such as repairs to 
the taxpayer’s dwelling, coat of 
food, clothing, education of chil­
dren, etc., are not allowed.

G. Matthews, 87, here recently, 
the last survivor of the historic 
Killough massacre at Tarisss, 
Cherokee county, in 1889, died.

Upon the occasion of the mas­
sacre, Killough snatched up his 
infant daughter, Eliza, and with 
his wife made their escape upon 
horseback.

A hail of shots from the In­
dians forced Killough to aban­
don the horses and seek safety 
in the woods. While the 
skins pursued the horses, Mrsi *I 
Killough and her child found  ̂
safety in a tree-top. Killough 
made his way to a neighbor’s 
ranqb, <obtained help ai^  res­
cued Us family.

Tm vds First Cabinet ' Makes
Mother-in-Law Use. 

Second.

i,.- J New York, Jan. 17.— If the 
• visit of the Grand Duke Boris

of Russia to this country keeps 
 ̂ up the pace at which it starts, 
•"his exploits of 1902 may be 
^Mlipsed.

Even before the voyage from 
Paris was half completed the 
duke was witness to as snappy 

•̂ a bar room brawl as ever en< 
livened the good old days when 
he was Broadway's spending 
celebrity.

The duke, accompanied by his 
wife and mother-in-law, the lat­
ter, incidentally, was required 
by Boris to travel second class, 
arrived in New York today 
aboard the White Star liner 
Olympic.

Although he was reputed to 
,have sent $1,000,000 worth of 
francs to this country the duke, 
who is a cousin of the late czar, 
occupied a modest first cabin 
state room and said that econ­
omy prompted him to bring his 
wife's mother over in the second 
cabin.

It was not like his voyage of 
1902, when he and his suite oc- 
eupi^ seven palatial apartments 
aboard their steamer. Nor is the 
duke the slender, hollow-eyed 
sensation-craving youth, who 
was the lion of the hour in the 
early days of the century. The 
lion is a tamer now, a slightly 
bald, breezy citizen going on 50 
without the old imperiousness of 
manner he displayed when in 
1902 he declined to interrupt his 
attention, which was focused on 
a musical comedy, to meet Ben­
jamin B. Odell, governor of New 
Y o ii.

Boris was dressed unpretent­
iously in a blue suit, a brown 
sweater and a green hat and 
wore on his wrist a "slave brace­
let" of fine gold links, and de­
spite his protestations of econ­
omy he expressed the hope of 
h a ^ g  a "gay old time."

Something of the sort started 
at a party while the Ol3rmpic 
was on the high seas last Tues­
day night. January 13 is New 
Year Day for Russians, so, of 

•course, there had to be a party.

a royal entourage requiring a 
special train. At one time it in­
cluded seven English and Rus­
sian chorus girls* and their 
maids.

This time there is just the 
duke and the duchess, who is a 
pretty, vivacious little girl about 
25; her mother, her niece and 
the count.

The party went to the Ritz 
Carlton.

New York, inured to free 
spenders and high fliers, wheth­
er they be dukes from Russia or 
oil men from' Texas, will never­
theless keep a watchful eye on 
Boris.

San Francisco, Calif., Jan. 17. 
—Stereopticon pictures showing 
the body of Mrs. Anna Ellings- 
ton slumped over a bed in her 
home after she had been shot 
and killed by her 16-year-old 
daughter, Dorothy, brought a 
flood of tears and hysterical 
sobs from the girl Saturday at 
the coroner’s inquest.

The^girl cried when the pistol 
she had used was introduced.

The girl, 
sobbing wildly, sank into her 
chair and thre'w'her arms around 
a policewoman sitting next to 
her. Pictures showing details 
of the fatal wound were also 
shown on the screen.

Earl Ellingston, brother of the 
girl, was the first witness. He 
placed responsibility for the 
murder on the girl’s "wild ways’’ 
and her desire for continual ex­
citement.

"She received a letter from a 
man in Los Angeles at one time, 
promising her gin, jazz and an 
apartment if she would go to 
him,” the brother testified.

"She never struck her mother, 
to my knowledge, but she threw 
things around the house when 
she was angered. Her mental 
processes seemed to function 
properly, but she has been way­
ward ever since she was 12 
years old.

"Once she disappeared for 
three days and was found in 
Turelock. Another time she dis­
appeared two days in San Fran­
cisco.

"I can not say who is to blame. 
We made every effort to have 
her bring her friends of the 
night life home, but she seldom 
did so. She was very secretive 
about her jazz parties.”

his eyes and mopped his brow 
as he recalled the affair today.

"No guns, thank God," he mur­
mured piously; "just two Amer­
ican gentlemen with American
