Statement of the Ownership, 
Management, Etc.

State Highway No. 19, ;run- 
ning north and .south through 
'Houston county, will finally be 
located on the east side of the 
railroad. This information was 
given to a committee from 
Grapeland that met with a com­
mittee from Crockett last Thurs­
day. It was stated in this meet­
ing that the federal engineer 
had already sent in his report 
to headquarters recommending 
the east side locatic>n, and it is 
generally conceded that his re­
port is final.

The road at presc'nt is on the 
west .side of the railroad, follow­
ing the Palestine Crockett road, 
but when the new road is con­
structed it wdll be on the east 
side as above stated, joining the 
Anderson county road at Sal­
mon. This means that the pres­
ent route will be abandoned and 
it will revert to a community 
public road.

It has always been supposed 
that the road would be built on 
the west side, following pretty 
closely the pre.sent designation, 
but to do so two underpasses 
would have to be built between 
Salmon and Crockett, and it 
seems the state and federal gov­
ernments do not wish to assume 
this extra expense.

CUTS OFF CLERKS

Presidents Progrram for Reduc- 
duction of Expenses Being 

Adhered To.

Washington, April 6.~An- 
qther time<honored practice in 
the federal service, that of ap- 

>inting a new employe every 
ime a vacancy occurred in a 

government department, has 
gone by the board as a result of 

ad^nistration’s demand for 
eronomy. No longer will the 
civil service commission be de­
luged with calls for new clerks 
(p take the places of those leav­
ing the service or transferring 
to other branches or for em­
ployes to care for new work un­
dertaken under congressional 

Ij^appropriatiohs.
By absorbing or redistributing 

the work of clerks who leave the 
service the various depart­
ments will effect a gradual re­
duction in the numl^r of em­
ployes, as demanded by Presi 
dent Coolidge. It is the presi 
dent's view that not only should 
there be real economy in gov 
emment operation— the same 
efConomy as would be demand^ 
hy private employera-^--an<r “e f­
ficiency among government em­
ployes equal at least °  to that 
which would be demanded of 
them in private employment, but 
also that every man taken into 
the government service repre­
sents just that much productive 
c!q)acity withdrawn from indus­
try.

Instructions issued by the 
president to reduce the payroll 
have been passed on by his cab­
inet members to their division 
w d  bureau chiefs and orders 
nave been issued in several of 
the departments that requisition 
for new clerks should 1  ̂ made 
qply after full consideration has 
been given to the possibility of 
doing the work with the force 
already employed.

Tn the past, there has been a 
more or less well-defined feeling 
that every position provided for 
by congress should be kept filled, 
lest congress learn of the va­
cancy and reduce the depart­
ment's appropriation.

Ifany precedents in the gov­
ernment service have been shat­
tered o f late years, beginning 
W|ten President Roosevelt tacked 
an additional half hour on the 
working day» to the great dis­
tress o f the ^vem m ent em­
ployes. "Once upon a time," and 
not so many years ago, the de­
partment clerks each month 
were furnished with a supply of 
stationery for personal use, with 
fountain pens, pocket knives and 
other "necessities."

. 20 lbs. bran, 8 lbs. paris green, 
2 qts. molasses, 3 lemons or 
oranges and 3 Vi gallons of wa­
ter. 'The bran and paris green 
should.be mixed thoroughly dry 
and the molasses and fruit juice 
should be stirred into the water. 
Then the solution of molasses 
should be used to dampen, but 
not to make it sloppy. This is 
enough for three acres. The 
same bait is also good for the 
army worm. You may use 
amounts of the above ingredi­
ents in proportion to the size of 
your gai^den plot or field pro­
ject.

Convicted Oil Promoter Has 14 
Years Yet to Serve 

in Pen.

Fort Worth, Texa.s, April 5.— 
Dr. Frederick A. Ck)ok said au 
revoir but not goodby to Fort 
Worth Sunday afternoon.

‘Tll^be back some time,” the 
physician-explorer, writer, oil 
promoter-convict t o l d  t h e  
friends who gathered to bid him 
farewell as ho boarded the train 
for Leavenworth prison. “Texas 
has been the scene of my bit­
terest trouble, but I like the 
State, and plan to mak̂ e it my 
home when 1 am a* free man 
again.”

His departure for the federal 
prison, in which he is under 
sentence of 14 years and nine 
months for fraudulent use of 
the mails, marked the end of 
another installment of Dr. 
Cook’s astounding career, and 
also terminated his sojourn of 
more than 16 months in the Tar­
rant county jail. Through the 
clemency of Federal District 
Judge James C. Wilson, this time 
spent in jail awaiting results in 
his battle for a new trial, will be 
applied *on Dr. Cook’s sentence.

Unitetl States Marshal Sam L. 
Gross of Dallas was Dr. Cook’s 
escort to Leavenworth, also a 
Record reporter.

On November 21, 1922, the 
claimant to discovery of the 
North Pole, with 12 of his asso­
ciates in the Petroleum Pro­
ducers’ as.sociation, h e a r d  
sentence pronounced upon them 
by Judge John N. Killits of To­
ledo, Ohio, sitting by special ap­
pointment on the local federal 
court bench to hear the tumul­
tuous and protracted Cook trial.

F'ollowing is a copy of the re­
cent law regarding bad checks, 
which is known as House Bill No. 
80, and which has been signed 
and is now in force You will be 
interested in this:

“The obtaining by any per.son 
of any money or other thing of 
value with intent to defraud by 
the giving of or drawing of any 
check, draft or order upon any 
bank, person, firm' or corpora­
tion with which or with whom 
such person giving or drawing 
.said check, draft, or order, or at 
the time when in the ordinary 
cour.se of bu.siness such check, 
draft or order would be present­
ed to the drawee for payment, in­
sufficient funds to pay same and 
no good rea.son to believe that 
such check, draft or order will 
be paid; provided, that if such 
check, draft or order is not paid 
on pre.sentation the return of 
.‘̂ ame shall be prima facie evi­
dence of the fraudulent intent of 
said person drawing or giving 
said check; and provided fur­
ther, that if such check, draft or 
order is not paid within fifteen 
days after the same is returned 
unpaid, it shall be prima facie 
evidence that no good, reason 
•existed for believing that said 
check, draft or order would be 
paid, and it shall also be prima 
facie evidence of intent to de­
fraud and knowledge of insuf­
ficient funds w'ith the drawee.”

THE VOGUE MILLINERY

Washington, April 5.— The 
spring movement of cattle from 
Texas and the^^outhwest this 
year will be aBouOl5 per cent 
lighter than last spring, accord­
ing to a report just issued by 
the department of agriculture. 
The department’s survey of the 
situation indicates that the 
movement from March 1 to June 
30 will be about 862,000 head, 
compared with 984,000 last 
spring and 919,000 in the spring 
of ,1923.

The spring movement of cattle 
from Texas is estimated at 700,-
000 head, of which 360,000 will 
go to points outside the State. 
The movement last spring 
amounted to 825,000 head, with 
422,000 head going out of the 
State, while the 1923 spring 
movement amounted to 744,000 
head, of which 409,000 moved 
out of the State. The shipments

1 out of the State during the 
I spring of 1924 consisted of 57
per cent steers,* 26 per cent cows 
and 17 per cent calves.

The 1924 spring movement 
' was heavier than expected early, 
due to good feed conditions; 
there w'as a heavier movement 
than usual to the stock yards 
and a heavier net movement 
from the range. The 1925 move­
ment, officials of the depart­
ment state, is rather uncertain 
at this time, following unfavor­
able conditions'last fall and a 
severe winter. The grass is 
short and continued dry weath­
er will mean a lighter run; if 
sufficient rain comes to provide 
good ranges, the movement will 
be later than it was last spring. 
The general impression is that 
the movement from Northwest 
Texas will be about the regular 
time, but from the remainder of 
the State will be somewhat later.
• The spring movement of cattle 
from Southern Texas will be 
much lighter than last spring 
and is estimated at 200,000 head, 
compared with 249,000 head last 
year and 198,000 in 1923. In 
1923 and 1924 about 44 per cent 
of the cattle from South Texas 
went to points outside the State,

' while reports“ from the stock- 
i men indicated that 41 per cent of 
I those moving in the spring of 
11924 were grass fat. There are 
j fewer big steers in the territory 
I than last spring and the cattle 
are not in as good shape as one 

j year ago.

Vepr likely, the majority of the 
white people in New York are 
very glad that the negroes are 
settling in Harlem, to them­
selves, and were it otherwise 
they would be demanding segre­
gation ordinances. The experi­
ence of otheh Northern cities 
into which thê  negroes have in­
filtrated since the war demon­
strates the wisdom, of segrega­
tion. Where the separation of 
the ,races is not compulsory or 
voluntary, trouble results. Wit­
ness the race riots in East St. 
Louis, Philadelphia and else­
where.—-Houston Post-Dispatch.
