Possible restoration of the 
University of Texas summer 
iichool, whose $200,000 annual 
appropriation was vetoed, effec­
tive in 1926, appropriation of 
money to carry out the new tick 
eradication work under the re­
vised law, appropriation of $300,- 
000 for State psychopathic hos­
pitals at Galyeston_ and Dallas, 
authorized in the eleemosynary 
law, appropriation of funds for 
continuation of citrus canker 
control work in the Rio Grande 
Valley, reappropriation of State 
vocational educational funds to 
match dollars with the federal 
government, increase of gasoline 
sales tax and  ̂resubmission of 
cigar and cigarette taxes are 
among the things believed likely 
to be laid before the expected 
special session <

Recent Texas rains, w'hich 
have averted the threatened 
drouth under which the live 
stock sanitary commission and 
the governor had agreed to sus­
pend compulsory eradication 
work, are said to have made ap­
propriations for the cattle tick 
work more urgent now.
