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AN EARLY DEATH

A few minutes after midnight
—it was the earliest hour Sun-|
day morning—Néul- Petty, son|
of Mr. and Mrs W. R. Petty, liv-|
ing in northwest Crockett, met!
a sudden and tragic death in an’
automobile accident. Neal, with,
one of the Hollingsworth boys,
occupied the rear seat of a
Dodge touring car when the car|
was overtaken with disaster and
death. Crushed and hurled
from the bounding and rebound-
ing car as it rolled over and over,
the young man, who had only|
recently attained his majority,
met a death as sudden as was
the accident, his skull being
crushed and other fatal injuries
sustained. The accident was at
West Main street and the rail-
road trestle, where that street
goes under the railroad track on
the concrete highway leading
west from Crockett. The fatal
car, driven by Jim Henry Por-
ter, son of Mr. and Mrs. J. M.
Porter, was coming toward
town when wrecked against the
center piers of the viaduct.

Jim Henry Porter, younger
than Neal Petty, had taken some
boys, five including himself, in
his car to view a slight automo-
bile accident on the concrete
highway west of Crockett. See-
ing that the highway accident
was not serious, the five boys
were returning to Crockett at a
fast rate of speed over the high-
way. It was past midnight and
they wanted to get back te town
and home. As the car passed
under the railroad viaduct, the
left rear wheel struck the center
trestle support. The car bound-
ed to the other side, struck the
right side against the opposite
supports, rebounded to the left,
swung back to the right, rolled
over at least three times and
landed on its back across the
concrete roadway. Broken glass
from the wind shield was in
three different places as the car
rolled over three times. Jim
Henry Porter, the driver, was
thrown clear of the car and es-
caped with minor injuries, as al-
so did one of the Hollingsworth
boys, riding with the driver.
Neal Petty, riding on the rear
seat, got the brunt of the
wreckage and was crushed to
death, his body being picked up
from the roadside. One of the
Hollingsworth boys, either John
or Lewis, riding on the seat with
Petty, was badly bruised up.
Ted Oliver, the fifth boy, had
gotten out on the running board
when passing his house farther
out, but on daccount of the speed
had failed to get off. When the
car hit the ~trestle work,
one of his legs was so
badly crushed that it had
to be amputated at the
Latham & Butler hospital where
he was taken. Cars passing aft-
er the accident stopped-and ren-
dered assistance. 'he Dodge
touring car was a complete
wreck as it lay on its back across
the concrete roadway east of the
viaduct, with its wheels turned
upw:rd. The five were all under
twenty-one except Petty, who
had goiten in with the others
only a few minutes before.

LARGEST IN WORLD

he world’s largest; cotton
plantation is that of G. L. Mur-
ray & Sons at Crockett, which

embra es approximately 17,000
acres, of which 12,000 acres are
The entire

000 and 8,000 bales a year, is
shipped to W. L. Moody Cotton
Company, and has been for sev-
eral years. There have been
years when the plantation would
produce as high as 12,000 bales,
but this year, on account-of the
drouth, it will only produce in
the neighborhood of 6,000 bales,
according to information re-
ceived by the Moody interests
here.

For the next season it is ex-
pected to increase thé acreage to
approxxma&ely 16,500 acres. The
plantation is in one of the most
fertile gections of the state, and
from the lands adjommg the riv-
er, which once swept early by
deqolatmg ~overflows 9,000
acres, now a part of thls plan-

tation, have been reclaimed and
converted into some of the most
fruitful fields.

This was done by means of lev-

'lees thrown up along the river

banks, which were completed on-
ly a short time ago. More than
$650,000 was spent in the under-
taking, and more will be spent
soon on additional levees, it is
understood. But by thus pre-
venting further overflows the
land is made to yield crops
which within a few years will
run into seven figures.

The Murray plantation is more
than a farm;
in itself. In a way it is like the
old manor of feudal days, or the
plantations of slavery days.
Those who work on the Murray
plantations, and their numbers
run over the 1,000 mark in busy

seasons, are independent farm- -

ers, worthy of their hire.

The Murrays have built up the
great plantation from a small
beginning on the solid founda-
tion of honest dealngs, fair
treatment and generous consid-
eration of the welfare and com-
fort of their employees. The
plantation has its own power
plant, gins, seed houses, stores,
a church, and most all of the ad-
juncts that go to make up a
town. Electrical power is furn-
ished by a six-cylnder Diesel en-
gine of about 400 horsepower.
The power plant also furnishes
power to pump water back into
the river when heavy rains bring

it down the watersheds into the

valley.
So enterprising are ‘the Mur-
rays that it would not be sur-

prising to hear in the future that —

they have entered into the reali-
zation of a new vision, that of a
humming textile industry to
handle the lint products of this
cotton-growng center, it is re-
ported.—Galveston News.
