Making Money Hand Over Fist.
^'Tbe PstriotioSons of Amerios" 

1$ •  eecret poliiicsl orgsDixstion 
heeded by Dr, Menoo, formerly e 
prominent greenbecker of Georgia, 
who cltime to be a deecendant of 
Onn* Franeie Marion. The mem* 
kerShip ie made up from the indue- 
tru l olaeeve and the headquarters 
of the organisation are in Washing, 
ton near the capitol building. Aa 
deacribed by tba St. Louia Repub­
lic oorrespondeat, *'tha organisation 
may hare been gotten up for the 
eelfiih ends of certain men, but it 
ie working on the feelinga of that 
class which followed Coxey to Waeh- 
ington. Besides the president, the 
order has 1500 vice preaidanta. 
Tbesa oflTvccre are the organisers 
end they hav« been appointed in 
every state. I t  ie the duty of the 
vice precidenta to organise lodges 
and secure eignaturee to a 'petition 
and protest' which will set forth to 
oongrest that there ie no moaey ia 
the United Statee and that the work­
ingmen are every day getting poorer; 
that the per capita circu!aUon iê  
leas than |2 0 , when it should be 
$50. I t  will aek congress to p u s  a 
bill authorising the secretary of the 
treasury to issue $2,000,000,000 ol 
greenback! and to coin all the ailver 
and gold bullion in the treasury and 
to grant free coinage to everything 
and everybody. It U proposed to 
get 5,000,000 e^naturaa to the pe* 
Ution." Members of the order, it 
ia staled, declare that their petition 
muJt be granted by congress or there 
will be “ another invasiiui of Wash­
ington by an army lOOtimaa larger 
than that of Coxey. Yhe plan fur 
dietributing the money is by divis­
ion among the menibera of the or­
der and Uioea who join will receive 
shares. The president is to give 
each vice president a check on tha 
■eeretary of the treasury forglO.eOO 
in payment for hie services. Each 
man who bwoonee a member and U 
not an offioer is to have $900 
Tbcaa checks are tc be ordered paid 
by oongreaa when it passes the bill 
sutborising tlis ia n s  of the billions 
of greenbacks and the coinage of all 
silver end gold." Some of the 
checks on the eecretery of the treee- 
ury for $10,000 each have been Is­
sued to vice preaidmUot ibe organ- 
iekiton, but ofWurfe it will be fom^ 
time M o n  any of them are oa«bcd, 
Pauline.—Dallae Newe.

W hat Is Blmatallsm ?
“ BimelaliMn" ie e compouod 

word made up of the prefix “ h i,"  
meaning two, the stem or bees, 
“ m etal," meaning in this diecuetion 
gold end silver, end the enffis 
“ ism ," meaning pertaining to or 
doctrine oP, hence we have the word 
bi-melal-iam, meaning the doctrine 
of the use of two metale, gold fnd 
ailver, as money. The word wae 
invented or formulated by the dis­
tinguished French economist Cer* 
unechi to express the idee of a uni­
versal or international system of 
coinage. Hia syatem ia the true 
bimctaJic system. Ue says: “ I 
desire that, tor the future, the two 
precious metala, gold and ailver, 
should perform the * functions of 
oioDcy 00 a parfactly equal fooling. 
This means not (he adoptiim of one 
standard by some natiuoa and an­
other by others; but thut the (wo 
lueUls be airoultaneously adopted 
everywhere, o ra l any rate over an 
area sufficiently wide to deieriuine 
the monetary atatus of the two met­
als and their relative value through­
out the whole world. To bring 
this about I pibpoae that by an in­
ternational agreement free mintage 
should be given for silver just aa 
for gold aod that /ull legal tender 
power should be given to both met­
als at a fixed ratio of value."

This is the bimetallu system and 
Ceniuadii invented the word “ bi- 
metaliem" to express it. He eaya: 
“ There will be confueiun, disaster 
and panice aa long as tba choine of 
the monetary standard ia leR to the 
legialaUve maaeurae of different 
OQuntries, each acting individually, 
iaatead of being tbe result of inter­
national agreement. For sines the 
value of money depends on the use 
made of the precious oiYtkl* by the 
oommercial nations aa a  whole, it 
follows that tbecQoioeofa atandaid 
ought not to be a mattai’ of choice 
tor the decision of different coun- 
triee acting iadepeodently, but on 

trary should be the result ot 
stiooal agreemeut."

Tbe only monetary eyalem that 
could be established by inteniatiou* 
al agreement is tha blmetalic sys­
tem. Cerunajhi tha inventor of 
the word and all other bim etaiir'i 
r>( repuia whom I have read or esi 
^ u o ^  ym  the wvrd biinet«JUiu 
repreaeai a monetary ayetem that 
la applicable alone to a union of 
oommercial natioae. Not coa of 
the reputable biinetalista of tbe age 
recommend tbe adoption of the bi- 
jnetaliosystem by the United Btalee 
« r aojr otliel nation alone. They 
al! on the contrary make tha posi­
tive statement that such actioa by 
any one nation acting singly would 
be disaetrouf. Cbaa. Dana Horton, 
President Andrewa of John Hop- 
kina univarsity and Francis A. 
Walker, all dietinguiahed leaders on 
the silver queatiao. daciare that tbe
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country leff with only one metal to 
circulate. Tbe plan of applying 
tbe bimetalic ayetem to a single 
gle coontry waa tried in England 
in the 17lb century and so com­
pletely failed to eecure the circula­
tion of both gold and silver that ahe 
abandoned the scheme in 1796 and 
formally adopted the single stand­
ard in 1816. Since that time she 
has grown to ba tbe greatest creditor 
nation in the world and it it but 
ju st to lay that her wise monetary 
syatem has had much to do in bring­
ing her to this exalted poeition.

Tbe plan of applying tbe bimet- 
alio ayetem to a single country waa 
tried in our own country from 1792 
to 1$$4. In 1792 ooagresa paaaed 
a law authorising tbe free and un­
limited coinage of gold and silver 
at the ratio of fifteen parts of silver 
to one part of gold ami made both 
metale, when coined of course, full 
legal tender for all debts both pub- 
Ue and private. The atatesinen of 
that day believed they bad adopted 
the ratio that waa identical with the 
market ratio sa lt existed in general 
commerce. And perhaps they had 
but the market ratio between these 
two metals varied from month to 
month and year to year as did tba 
ratio between all other marketable 
products, and by 1808 liilstead of 
one ounce of gold being worth 15 
ounces of silver it was worth 15 1-2 
ouncf-s. A money broker could take 
100 pounds of gold to tha market 
and sell it for 1550 pounds of ailver, 
take 1500 pounds of iSi« silver to 
the mini and have it coined into 
legal tender money worth under tbe 
law 100 pounds of gold, fie  makes 
the 60 pounds profit, or estimated 
by percentage,’ we will have a dif­
ference between the legal and mar­
ket ratio varying from one half to 
three per cent. Bay thediffereuoe 
is 9 per cent—a man owes a debt of 
$10(X);. he can pay the 
$1000 in g»'KJ.<JFTUXX) In silver un­
der th^ law, but if he pays in gold 
he will pay 2 per cent more than 
tl^- (liver in his $1000 is worth. 
Hb melts bis $1000 in gold, lakts it 
to s  broker and telle it fur $1020 in 
silver, pays his dsbt with the $1000 
in silver end pockets Ibe $20 ss 
premium on bit Iranesdiun. Now 
if s  icsn owin^ $1000 could make 
$20 and pay his debt by melting 
foui gold eud oQiniug sileer how 
much could a firm of brokers make 
on a debt of millions; and bow long 
would your gold last? Now if they 
could speculate in a divergence of 
ratio of only 2 per cent and deprive 
us of our gold what might we ex 
pect, to establish free coinage now 
at a legal ratio of 16 to 1, 
market ratio ia about SO 
tba per cent ol diflerenoe 
than 27 But tbe queati 
asked, did we lose our gold 
1792 aud 1834? Tha fact tb

DanaJIorCon, a mah of 
profound learning, u ith  a repuCa- 
(ion aa a dcholar and writer second 
to none, a bimetaliat from principle 
and aducatiion, says the adoption 
of bimetalism by tbe United Hiatea 
alone would plaee her in a poaition 
of diaadvan|age with other commer­
cial national and degrade her to a 
level with China and South Amer­
ica. Hence it is plsin that the le­
gitimate meaning and proper uae of 
the word “ biuMtalien" is to ex- 
press the idee of a universal or in- 
ternationsi systeai of coinage by a 
union of tbe commercial nations of 
the world. These bimeUlista claim 
that an agreementiwtween the chief 
commercial nations of tbe woild on 
ooe given ratio (say 16 to 1) would 
keep the value ol silver relatively 
to gold inviolable and cause the con­
current circulation of both raelale 
in all tbe oounlrieeofsuob a league. 
This ia »bat the word Inmetalism 
mogna. They ssf, and truly too, 
tha t tha appluiedon of the bimetal- 
io ayatem to a alngla country will 
not sacure the concurrent uee and 
circulation of both mataia; ainoe, as 
toon aa on# or tba other metal lalls 
in tbe bullion market below the le­
gal ratio, the other metal will be 
driven out of circulation and tbe

a speech before tha United Btates 
eeoate in lSS4v Khen tbe question 
of a change Ct Mtio was before that 
body, used tb ii language:

“ The object of my endeavors is 
to enable the friends of gold to go 
to work S t the right place to effect 
the recovery Of that precious metal 
which their fathers once possessed, 
which tbe subjects of Eqropean 
kings now poesees, which (he citi- 
sens of the young . republics to tbe 
south all possess,* which eveo the 
free negroM ol Bsu Domingo poe 
sees, but which the yoemsnry of 
this America have been deprived 
of for more than twenty years and 
will be deprived of forever unless 
they discover tbe cause and apply 
the remedy to the root of the e n l."

Tbe process of epeculstion ss il- 
luetrsted above wae one oftbe chief 
causes that operated to deprive us 
of our money metsle under the trial 
of bimetalism in tbie eountry be­
tween )892aod 1834. France tried 
tbe same plan one year after anoth- 
ar, changing her ratio twenty-eight 
times in twelve years end finally 
in disgust abandoned the scheme 
end went to tbe gold beeia. Every 
Sret-dses nsUon oo earth that has 
tried tbe eoheme has abandoned it. 
Then I aek in all candor, is it rea- 
sonable that the intelligent epd

well informed men of (he day, in 
view of three facts, would sdvisr 
the adoption of bimetalism by the 
United Ftates alone? Most sssur 
edly nut They have never used 
tbe word in that restricted «i>neA. 
Thev lU H tyr u W

of an internstioS&if. “ *'<*̂ '* 
Coinage and wherever the 
used ss applicable to s  single eou 
try its meaning is proetiinted and 
misused. The use o( Uie word or 
tbe system which it represents as 
applicable to the United Btate 
alone is the work ol politicianr, sil­
ver mine owners snd chronic office 
eeekers, who are destitute oi quali- 
ScatioDs that would recomm< nd 
them toposseseiooiQf reepoi-sib'U'.jr.

The gold standard men are the 
only time bimetslists. They are in 
tsvor of international bimetalism, 
tbe only kind of bitpetslism that ie 
worth ji of consideration. The gold 
standard men want gold ax the 
standard, with the largest possible 
tafe use of silver sueng the people 
snd in tbe markets. We want gold 
for the standard because all tbe 
great simI progressive nations have 
adopted that standard snd hecauss 
they all use Urge amounts of silvsr 
in tbsir circulation. Ws srs undsr 
tbe gold standard now snd have 
$600,000,000 more silver in dreu- 
lalion than we had during the whole 
time (61 years) bimeUlisa was be­
ing tried in this coantry from 1792 
to 1853. The prsctissl 'question 
before the people is the uee snd 
drculsticm of bo<j gold snd silver 
as money with equal purchasing 
snd debt-paying power. And tha 
question to i>e settUd is whether 
ws will remain under the gold 
standard where we have lived kJLOce 
1853—excepting the war, of course, 
when paper held sway—and have 
both gold and silver to circulate 
side by side, and always equal, or 
whether we shall go back to what 
is improperly called bimetalism 
sod hs forced, by law to have one 
money metal instead m tgo.

Under the-gold standard we bring 
to tbe aid of oar sliver the power of 
tbe government to make it good. 
Our free silvsr friends who srs green 
enough to think they are bimetslists 
would take from silvsr the guaranty 
of the government to make il good 
snd by free, unlimited coinage de­
grade the Sliver dollar toils market 
value. The moment tbe govern­
ment looeea oontrol of tbs amount 
of tUvar to be coined that moment 
silver rests on its own m enu and 
the silver dollar will sink to the 
value ot tha par silvsr it contains, 
which is now shout 50 cenU. Un­
der unlimttsd free coinage all silver 
Is coined on private account, sod to 
be on a parity 'with g)>ld must be 
worth $1.29 an ounce; tor the gov­
ern msot, to guarantee the equal

purchasing power of the two dullarv# 
would have to gusrautee all the ail- 
ver ill the world to bring $1.29 an 
ouooe, a thing it ouuld not do. But 
under tbe gold standard ss w# now 
have it, with the power to limit the

Oder tbe changed ratio, but still 
i^der (he biinelalic plan, we Iof( 
diir BllTcr. It il esUiasUd we have 
$900,0(X),000 ia gold; eao we afford 
to take ibe rial; of losing this large 
amount of money by trying another 
experiment with hKqyUlism? Wg 
don't wsat any m'ore^df that kiad  ̂
of bimeUlie.n. We want the kind 
that will give us both gold and sil­
ver to circulate side by side in the 
hands of tbe people, every dollar 
equal to every other dollar ia the 
purebsse of goods sod in the pay­
ment of debU. We say history is 
full of examples where single na- 
lioae acting independently bare 
tried unlimiUd free ooiosge sad 
failed to secure the arculstioo of 
both gold snd silver and therefore 
we a re opposed to tne United Sutee 
adopting it eione or singly. We 
ean only think of three sbArscierw 
that would be benefitted by the am- 
limited free coinage of s ilv e r^ b e  
money-broker, the silver mine own­
er a$d tbe u an who wanU to pey 
his debU in money that is worth 
only fifty cents on the dollar.

We appeal to tbe deinocraU of 
Young county to consider this qoee- 
tion well before committing them- 
•elyee to a monetary system that 
will bring disaster and ruin to their 
hoioee. .
