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T THE WHIPPING POST.

Delaware Still Clings to thé An-
olent Institution.

It Is Usedd aa & Means of Proventing
Oriminals fremm Outside Lecating
s the State-An Effective
- Remedy for Crime.

The present law rélating to thoe
whipping post in Delaware is that “the
punishment of whipping shall be in-
flicted publiely, by uu'ohec on the bare
back well laid on.” It shall be done
by the sheriff or his deputy, or by a
constable. The whipping post and
pillory shall be in or near the jailyard
of each county. Women are ¢xempted
from whipping., The whipping of
minors is left to the discretion of the
court in each case. Whencver cor-
poral punishment is a part of the judg
ment, the day for its exccution must
be fixed in the sentence. Whenever o
conviet, at the same time, receives
several sentences of whipping, the
court £hall so graduate them that un-
Jder all of them he shall not receive
more than 60 lashes, nor stand in the

pillory more than one hour.

Whipping is inflicted as a punish-
ment for the following criymes: At
tempt at poisoning, mayhem, highway
and house robbery, setting fire to ofli
cves, vessels or stores, burglary, lar-
ceny, embezzlement, making forged
plates, obstructing railroad tracks.
vte. The pillory is geperanlly added as
a further punishment, or else fine o
imprisonment,
