CoIoimI Ed. S. Terrell.
The historicftl edition of the Fort 

Worth Mail-Tal«gr*m, iMu«d re> 
oently, gires the following eketch 
«f an old citixen of Young county, 
formerly a citixen of Fort Worth, 
which will be read with interest by 
Ilia nameronffHenda:

*'One of the moet remarkabie of 
the aterling character* who made 
homes for tbemaelveB in Tarrant 
eounty nearly half a century ago 
was Colonel Ed 8. Terrell, who ii 
still liring near Fort Belknap, near, 
ly 90 years old. He came to the 
locality of Fort Worth in the early 
'40’a and waa captured by the In 
diana, but he talked them intoflet. 
ting him go to get a fresh supply of 
flour, with which to make more 
bread, he having captured their 
stomachs by bis ability as a baker 
It is needless to say that he did not 
return. Colonel Terrell was a great 
trader, and has been rich and poor 
at intervals during the whole of bis 
long life. He had a contract to 
furniab the government with pork 
for the military poets, and spent 
120,000 in preparations. The con* 
tract wasafaifure. He is described 
by J. C. Terrell, who is a distant 
relative, aa a man with A bushel of 
brains, uneducated, but a great read^ 
er of the newspapers and the pos> 
sessor ot s most remarkable mkm. 
ory. He signed with a cross, but 
his signature was good in those early 
days. Innumerable stories are told 
of his eccentricities and love ot 
practical jokes. During one of his 
periods of financial depression he 
opened up a saloon .in a log he use 
that bad been occupied by Gideon 
Nance, ilia wife was commonly 
referrsd to by him as “ Cindy,” and 
ons day when indications of a nor* 
ther were prevalent, Colonel Terrell 
called to hiF negro boy: “ Nath, 
tbsre’s going to* be a norther. 
South up Some more wood for Cin* 
dy. ’ “ .Msrse Ed,” responded the 
negro boy, “ you know dere’s no 
wood.”  “ Then take another log 
out,” was the cheerful response, 
and by the time the winter was over 
there were very few logs Istt in tbs 
old log cabin. Tsrrell was at one 
time postmaster in Arkansas, and 
ran the office on very primitive 
priaciples. One day a threatening 
looking letter came in a big blue 
envelope. As the poetmaster could 
not read, be gave it to one of the 
idlers to peruse its contents. Tbs 
intepreter was a little baiy about 
his understanding of its contents, 
and told him there was something 
in it about VMoll Feesens,” who 
was threatening to me him. “ Shs'a 
ad— Uar. I never owed her a cent,”  
was the reply to this information.

It Waa later learned that the letter 
was an official one from the poetal 
antborities, who objected to the In­
formal manner of conducting the af­
fairs of thk office, and threatened 
action for malfoassnce, Tlie oolo*, 
net resigned. On the organization 
of the first a ty  governtneni of Fort 
Worth, Colonel Terrell was appoint­
ed city marshal, but only held the 
office one year.

He haa several sons, three of 
whom are prominent cattlemen in 
Western Texas, and a fourth Is a 
leading citizen of Colorado.”

Investigation has made it appar- 

ent that the number of persons 
killed in the 8t. Louis cyclone is 
not less than five hundred, while 
the direct losses of property will 
reach 110,000,000. When it is re­
membered that this loss was inflict­
ed within the space of a few min­
utes it is possible to gain some idea 
of the enormous power of the storm 
which inflicted it.

According to the local usages of 
the “ cyclone belt” and according 
to the derivation of the word, the 
storm, which in the official veniao- 
tilar of the 8ignal 8ervice waa a 
“ lornado," was nnquestionably a 
true cyclone, and whenever the 
word “cyclone” is telegraphed from 
the West it describes a storm of this 
character, a vortex or maelstrom of 
opposing and rapidly whirling cur- 
rents, charged with electricity and 
exerting a force of destructiveness 
to which that of the wildest hurri­
cane is hardly comparable.

I t is not yet possible to explsii) 
how such a storm could have passed 
through a great and crowded city 
like 8t. Louis without killing thou­
sands instead ef hundreds. How, 
for instance, could s large building 
like the city hospital, crowded with 
patients, have been wrecked with­
out the loss of s single life? How 
could roof after roof have been lifted 
off and wall after w^ll have been 
taken out in cases where no lives 
were lost at all?

The fact that no salisfnrtory an- 
swer can be given to the question 
shows how little we know of the 
cyclone. It has been known utterly 
to wreck a substauiisl bripk build­
ing on ene side of the street and 
leave frame buildings on ihs otlier 
unharmed,

seems to rise and fall, bounding and 
rebounding, and doing its worst de­
struction by something wholly dif­
ferent from the ordinary power of 
the wind.
