The Worl(l*U«rald bas receired 
many quealions asking for the date 
on which th^New York Bun made 
iU no#* fainoaa oonfessioo con­
cerning the effect of free coinage.

The Tribune, no less 
than the New York Sun. is pro- 
nouuoect in favor of the single 
gold standard.

It will be observed that the Sun 
propoces an interesting plan fur.the

•s'w* 0x6'. coinage shall 
prevail. Here it is:

The owners of real eetale and of 
tangible personal property will 
neither Ic e  nor gain by any alters* 
tion in the money .tandard. Hence 
every one Who has nntney at his 
disposal caniprotect himself against 
low by converting bis money into 
land, houses and merchandise of 
various kinds. If, besides, he bor­
rows more money and uses it for 
the tmrpess. he will mske a profit 
on the tnmsaction at the -expense 
of the men from whom be borrows. 
Under'tlie rsign of silver at lA to 
I a fsmi or a house and lot worth 
•10,01)9 will he worth $20,000; a 
bushel ctf wheat now selling for 
60 cents will sell fo r f l ,  end ngar, 
coffee, tea. sod similar articles wi)i 
advance in the same proportion.

The Boo’s article is interesting 
for otberaeasoos. The Bun advises 
that hrttMAer the oreditor should 
requirs t ^  gold ehrase. Bat the 
Ban warp* its creditor readers thus: 

It is to be obeerred furthemiore 
that in contracting tor payment in 
gold il will not be sulBdent to say 
merely '’ gold”  or “ foki coin." 
The expression used should be 
"gold Coin of the United Btales of 
the present standard of weight and 
finenesa.”

Now this is a pretty bowdy-do. 
Here ts the New York Bun, a 
newspaper that has always main 
tamed that the word “ ooin”  on our 
greenbacks and bond* meant gold, 
now insisting that eyeo the words 
"gold ooin”  are ndt sufficiently 
explicit.

The Snn nisVns another sugges­
tion which entitles it to the cordial 
support of Johan Mn«i and other 
distinguished gnldlmgs of Ins cIsm . 
The Sun pTfxpose'l. ih^t in the 
event that biioeuliisni jshall tri­
umph "slatea like Nei^ York’ ' 
■hoald adopt gold as the only 
lawfhl form o f money. And yet 
the newspaper that makes this 
suggestion deuounoes bimetallisls 
as anarchists. A more flagrant 
attack upon the federal oonstitation 
by t  state oould not be poseible. 
The oonstitation of - the United 
•tatM provides that no state "shall 
maks anything but gold and silver 
coin a tender in payment of debts.”  
This is not fold OR silver; it U 
"gold AND silver”

If^he legislature of New York 
should assume the authority to 
override the federal constitution 
would have its hands full.

A  foreign load com­
pany, with local olHoosa at Snng- 
field, this state, held a idwrtgage on 
a farm near here. The cqortgage 
fell due recently and the agei^jpame 
down and demanded psymerii In 
-gold as the mortgage read “ payable 
in gold. The mortgagor was made
to'believe that nothing but gold 
would suffice. As not enough gold 
could be found in the town to satisfy 
the indebtedness, the farmer was 
advised to make a tender in silver 
dollars siid-sbch other legal tender 
money as could be had at the banks.
