he colonization commission of
the Social Democracy has issued a
statement to the effect that within
si1xty days the pioneers of the co-
operative commonwealth will be at
work preparing their new homes
in the State where the first exper-
iment is to ve made. It is de-
clared that the location cannot
now be givemn because ihere are
some details yet to be arranged.

A special from Ottawa, Ont,,
says: The detailed report of the
geological survey upon statistics
of minerals for the year 1506 has
been issued, It gives Canada’s
total mineral production for the
year at $22 500,000, an increase of
125 per cent in ten years, the pro
duction in 1886 being $10, 000 000,
The increase of mineral produc-
tion in the United States for the
same decade was 40 per cent. The
spraal production per capita is
&5 in the United States, $435 in
Canada. In the preduction of
gold, British Columbia stands
credited with over 64 per cent and
Nova Scotia with over 19 per cent.
The Northwest Territory, includ
ing the Yukon district, comes
third, with about 13 per cent and
Ouotario fourth with about 5 per
cent, while Quebec contributes
much under 1 per cent.

New York now stands as the
second city of the world, and ‘her
citizens have entered upon the
greatesi problem of municipal gov-
ernment ever presented. With
the last stroke of the clock at mid-
night tolling out 1897 and ushering
in 1895 was born a city such as
emperors and kings of history
would have deemed great for an
empire or a kingdom. For six
months, while the machinery of
the Greater New York municipal-
fty is being put in motion, Mayor
Van Wyck will have the power of
an autocrat. He may appoint off
cials with salaries running into the
thoussnds with as lavish a hend as
emperors bestow upon favorites
He will appoint every department
head in the cily except the com
troller, who is elected for four
years. He appoints all commis
sioners, all justices of infer.o
criminal courts, all the members
of the school boards, with the ex
ception of the police magistrates,
and is given the power to remove
any official in the city and appoint
his successor, There are five bor-
oughs in Greater New York—
pamely: Manhattan, BrooRklyn,
Broux, Queens and Kings. The
legislature consists of a council
with twenty.cight members and a
board of aldermen of sixty mem
bers. The paesident of the coun.
cil is elected by the people. The

esident of the board of aldermen

elected by the members of that
body, Mayor Van Wyck is given
power to velo any ordinance or res
olution of that body of municipal
assembly. KEach of the five bor
oughs has a borough president, but
bis principal duty is to preside
over the various local boards in
his borough.

The seeds of the new cotton are
small and black, and separate
easily from the lint, very little ad-
hering to them.

““The tarm on which 1 live,”
says Mr. Ware, ‘“*has now been
planted in cotton and is spoken of
as the poorest place in Wilkes
county. On this poor land my
cluster cotton yielded this year
from a bale to a bale and a half an
acre. On good rich soil I am con
fident that it can be made to yield
from two to three bales an acre,

**It stands dry weather without
appreciable suffering, as the roots
are much longer than those of the
ordinary variety. The yield is far
grealer in every way. The fiber
1s long and tough and meets the
requirements of the spinners per
fectly. Thirteen hundred and fif- !
ty pounds in the seed will yield a
five-hundred pound bale of lint,
while the ordinary variety requires
sixleen hundred to seventeen hun-
dred pounds of seed for the same
result

“I claim that my cluster cotton
will be an inca'culable advantage |
to the south. By its use the south
can reduce its acreage three-
fourths, and its expenses of work
ing an equal amount, and stil) fur-
nish its full quota of cotton to the
world, at the same time devoting
more of its soil to other products|
to which it is splondidly adapted. ”

When one speaks in this way of |
twenty-five per cent of the ¢cotton !

Sweet Potatoes for ‘Hom

A Kansas hog-raiser in giving
his views at the Fort Worth stock
yards the other day, stated that
five acres of sweet potatoes would
fatten more hogs _than twenty-five
scres of corn. He had sixty head
and he says they will yield him
15,000 pounds of good pork and
ue estimates the cost of their feed
at not more than 25 in actual cash
for lahor and other expenses in his
sweet potato pateh. He also claims |
that this food imparts a flavor to
the meat that surpasses that of the
cornfed animal. Runts, he says,
should be separated from the bal
ance of the litters as soon as possi
ble, as they not only interfere |
with the growth of the rest, but
seldom are of any value Charcoal,
he thinks, should be miagled oc
casionally with the feed of hogs
that are being prepared for the
market and that when corn 15 fed
it should be fed on the cob invari-
ably, as the cob contains & consid-
erable amount of potash, which
corrects acidity in the stomach
He thinks that the hogs should in-
varishly be watered from tanks
and not from running atreams, as
contagious diseases are communi-
cated more frequently in that way
than any other, especially cholera.
Canadian fed meat which brings 4
cents & pound more in Eagland
than Amer.can bacon, is fattened
on zround peas, barley and shorts.
This produces leaner meat, but of
a different flavor to the cornfed
meat. The hog-raisers, he says,
are in the business for the money
n it, and the feed that will
produce the greatest namber of
pounds to the dollar is the one that

should be mldphd.

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WORLD’S LARGEST CANNON.

It Welghs 126, Tons and Sends & Projio~
! eile Sixteen Miles.

The largest gun ever built in the
world is now being constructed at
the Bethlehem iron works. Th
enormous piece of ordnance will
weigh when completed 126 tons,
It will exceed by six tons’ weight
the monster gun which Krupp of
Germany exhibited at the world’s
fair in Chicago, and in length it
will be nearly five feet longer than
the German gun.

This monster weapon is being
fabricated under the orders of the
war department. It is the biggest
order ever given to any establish
ment of the world.

The great gun is being built un
der the superintendence of John
F. Meigs, formerly a lieutenant
of the United States navy and a
standard artillery authority in this
country. With him is associated
Capt. E. L. Zalinski, United States
army, retired. The governmcnt
inspection work is in the hands of
Capt. Ira McNatt of the ordnance
corps of the armv, All three gen
tlemen are on the ground and per
sonally see 10 every detail of the
immense undertaking as it pro-
gresses.

The intention of the war de
partmuent, it is announced, is to
mount the great prece on & special
ly built foundation on Romer
riumln. The protection for this
gun will e a turret, which will
wholly inclose the crew and the
greater of the gun. From its po
sition on Romer shoals the great
piece of ordoance will have a f ull
sweep of the channels leading ato
New Yorkharvor. There is not,
it is declared, a vessel afloat to
day with’ srmor of suthcient
strengtlh to resist its shot John
F. Meigs estimates that a_blow
from the new gun would ve a
striking energy equal to that of
2000-ton ship when running al
full speed. The shot from the
gun, be adds, would smash, crack,
and batter down any armor which
it would be possible for & ship to
carry.

The caliber will be sixteen inch
es. The length, from breech to
niuzzle, will be forty-nine feet two
inches. Through the breech in »
vertical line the gun will, bave a
messurement of exactly five feeot
Mr. Meigs computes the weight
of a shot for the new gun at a L
tle over 2300 pounis, That means
wore than a ton of metal, The
beaviest shots fired in Eogland
have not yet weighed 2000 pounds

The powder charge for the
American lgun will weigh nearly
1000 pounds. Provided extreme
elevation for range could be ob
tained, & shot from the New York
barbor gun should be able to trav
el more than sixteen miles. The
greatest known range ever al
tained was from the famous **jubi
lee shot” in England. The dis
tanod measured about twelve
statute miles.

The United States has never be-
fore attempted any heavier piece |
of ordnance for coast defense than |
a 12 inch gun.
