CONFEDERATE PENSION BILL.

Full Text of the Measure ns Passed by the
Leglslature and Approved by the
Governon

Seotion 1. That hercafter there shall be
pald an annual pension of eight dollurs per
euth, the same to bhe pald quarterly, on
the tist days of October, January, Aprl
and July of each year, to every scurviving
