Mr. Crimson of Denison has
received the following letter from
his son Frank at Malolos, Phil
ippine islands:

“] guess you know all about
the scrap, but I will tell you all
about our regiment. We went
over the insurgents’ trenches at
De Honia church, about twenty
miles east of our old trenches at
Caloocan. Had to cross a field
1800 yards under heavy fire, but
our company did not lose a man,
although our regiment lost three
killed and had twenty-three oth-
ers wounded, The trenches were
full of dead insurgents. We then
started from the railroad toward
Daugapan. Captured Matahon,
Palo, Mariguim, Begaa, Regium
and Malolos, the insurgent capi-
tal.

“I think everyone was disap.
pointed in the town and the fight
the enemy put up. It was said
that Aguinaldo had 30,000 men
heavily entrenched and was going
to make the stand of his life, but
the fight only lasted fifteen min-
utes and we hd not lose a single
man. The entrenchments of the
insurgents were something won-
derful and 100 determined men
could have stood off 1000 trained
soldiers, but they left them with-
out a struggle.
