Pigs That Go Dowa Behlad.
Those pigs that “go down behind”
are a puzzle to most swine-breeders,
and the common idea is that they have
kidney worms. This, however, 18 a
mistake in a majority of cases, for
post-mortem examination has falled to
disclose a single worm in the kidneys
of such hogs. The fact of the matter
is that these paralyzed pigs are but
the evidence of Iimproper feeding and
management, Experiments at the
Wisconsin Experiment Station some
years ago proved beyond question that
a sole diet of corn fails to produce
strong bones in growing pigs, and that
on the contrary such young animals
require a mixed ration of a highly ni-
trogenous character in order to develop
all of the organs, tissues and bones
in the most perfect manner., When
pigs are weaned and the corn crop Is
coming Iinto use farmers are too apt
to use it as a sole ration for pigs. It
is 80 easy and handy to use, and the
Jigs like It so well that the temptation
is great, but the price Is paralysis and
the fictitious worm gets the blame.
Mix the rations and give plenty of ex-
ercise, and these cases will become un-
common and the quality of our pork
products will be vastly improved,

Under the sad-
dle and in harness the horse is very
often required to walk, and If he has
an upright carriage and strides along
with quick, easy movement, his tail
swinging from side to side and head
and neck keeping timely movement
with his feet, he will have an appear-
ance at once attractive to every horse-
man. Walking should be the first gait
taught a horse, and while training to
other gaits he should be brought back
to a walk frequently In order that he
may not lose the benefit of his first
teaching.
