The amount of mnchluery used 
on this great farm is quite large, 
the most Important being a sixty- 
four horse power traction engine 
which is used In various waya At 
present it is doing service pulling 
tbe two pumps that feed the Irri­
gation ditches. This powerful en­
gine was need also to first break 
the land and from time to Ume it 
does service along thia line. This 
big engine pulls twenty-one four­
teen Inch disc plows and behind 
them a sixty-disc pulveriser. Be­
sides these,' there are ieven wheat 
drills, three extra double-d'sc plows, 
five riding lister planters, one ex­
tra strong rapid steam hay haler, 
seven enttivaters, oaa row binder, 
eomblaatlon raaper and mower, one 
wood aawlag machine, one thresh­
ing machine or eeparator, two mow­
ers, one road grader, many small 
harrwwa. go-devils and snch like, 
aad rowadlng ap with a blacksmith 
aad repair sho^.
