The twa prsnsry objects of 
euHivating a crop are first, to 
conserve moistore, and second, 
to kill weeds. Deep cultivation 
will conserve very little more 
moisturs than shallow cultivation 
and possesses three very serious 
daisdrantages; 1st-destroys the 
feeding roots of the erop; 2nd 
is wasteful of plantfood, ss the

Such a simple 
operation aa wa<d)ing the handa, 
for instance, becomes attractive 
when studied with reference to 
bacteria. “ Personal cleanliness, 
purity of food and of drinks, the 
datnre of disease, and the meth­
od of transference, are all things 
whiift can be expressed in the
