Up 10 the day of election all men
doubted the result. Neighbor dis-
agreed wtih  neighbor and whole
neighbofhoods were torn with dis-
sention and strife, Orators pow-
wowed and harrangued and the coun-
ty was, flooded with iMterature pro.
axd con. The title of the ' laad
on which the proposed county seat
was to be located at the center was
attacked by lawyers favoring Gra-
ham and was ably defended by those
favoring tife center. While the
campalgnh was at its helghth on
March 6 a fire accidently broke out
at the Graham Hotel on the west
side of the public square and pe-
fore it could be brought under con-
trol a whole block of the best busi-
ness property was burned. It was
the worst flre the town ever ex-
perienced and was a heavy pecuniary
loss to people along the west side
It seemed for a time that luck was
against the town, but, on the 29th
Graham came out victorious in the
election and the hopes of he peoplet
were greatly revived The vote was
pretty close, 465 for Graham and
411 for the Center, a majority of

With the county seat question
settled, County Judge Arnold and
(rha commisssioners went ahead with
the preparations to bulld the oourt
house. They were temporarily stop-
pad by an ianjunctjon which how-
was dissolved by the court
and in May 1884, the contract was
let to a Waxahachje contractor for
the sum of $29.907 and during the
summer and fall of that year the
ocourt house was built. Several new
brick houses were erected In Gra-
ham in the year 1884, the largest
being bullt by W. C. Beckham and
son on the north side of the square
and the town was in a very pros-
perous cobdition. Several rallways
(on pager) were projected through
the county about this time. A rous-
