A merchant could 
dtapoxe of hia whole yuar’a atock of 
gooda within tli« course of three 
months if he were willing' to mark 
kia prict's down low' enough to induce 
people to Uke theai at that time and 
hold them for futuh> uae. By keep- 
such suppltea on hand aa are oecea- 
aary to meet the. needs of his cus­
tomers, however, and not forcing his 
goods on the market, he is able to 
maintain throughout the year profit­
able- prices on hw sales. It ia a fun­
damental basinetis principle that the 
farmers must oliserve, and unless 
they are going to stand heavy losses 
they must take action on this-right 
away.

If the farmers ami the actual con- 
aumers of cotton, the spinnirg mills, 
the autumobile tire companies, etc., 
can get closer together and the farm ­
er aellH jast as much cotton as those 
rohaumers need and at the time they 
need it there is no fear but that cot­
ton will continue to lie the “kir.g” of 
caah crops. If. however, the cotton 
is rushed on the market during the 
next three months in greater quasti- 
tiaa than these consumers can use, 
speculators anil buy it up a t low 
pricea and in turn aell it to the spin­
ners aa they need it and make their 
large' proAta.

The time to put cotton marketing 
on a business liaais ia now and not 
naxt spring or even next month. The 
farmers of the South can, organide. 
by states and market their cotton 
thruggh oM organization properly di- 
reetod by busts eaa man. Thera is 
not a town ia the South whace a ware- 
hooaa that will be satisfactory for 
the storing of the cotton cannot be 
accured or quiefcly constructed. Aa 
their cotton is picked out and ginned 
farmers of the South can organise 
houaaa to be as the consumers 
demand it. They should then call on 
their leaders from the governors down 
through the coflimisaioners of agri­
culture and agricultural colleges to

Misery, fuicids, mur­
der, robbery and crimes of every char­
acter flow from tha gambling tablaa 
as water flows from s bead spring 
and will continue to flow as long as 
the spring is there. I will say to you' 
that OUT law is ample for the sup- i 
pression of gambling. Men who rent 
property for that purpose, men whsi 
nm Gie games, man who play the j 
games am each and all guilty of

crims aad should be indictsd by you 
whara the facts will w arrant 

"But don't misundaratand me to 
say th a t , you should stop whan you 
have iav ^ ig a tad  and eloaad up the 
gambling hells of the oil fields and 
indicted a few doxen oil well workers 
out there.

"I am convinced that if you do 
your whole duty in this matter, you 
will not only catch a lot of oil well 
workers and rough-necks in the field, 
but also a  number of the so.^lled 
bon-ton, newly rich, high-toned and 
generally respected gentlemen, busi­
ness and professional men. When a 
man admits sports and gamblers into 
the bosom of his family and allows 
playing there it soon becomes a vio­
lation of the law. for Just as soon as 
it becomes' a resort for that purposa, 
the presence of wife and children wilt 
not protect either the house owner or 
the gambling guest. So don't con- 
fins your invsatigations to the oil 
fletdi, totot*; th«m an alike.

T  have never had any, patience 
with that oflicial diligence tlmt always 
caught the negro crap game down in 
tha flats and never found the friendly 
game of draw or stud poker up on 
the hill a t some rich man's residence 
whose wife happens to be visiting 
somewhere. And it looks hard to me 
that SamiHi b  arrested and hailed 
before the courts every time be b  
caught shooting craps and yst hun 
dreds of men bat thousands of dollars 
on tha basahaO games and tha slec- 
tiona and do not avor racaive an of< 
flcial reprimand for their violatioa at 
tha law. Let's be honart aad sincara 
about those thin fs."—Wichita TliBee.

MILLION MINERS IN GREAT |REV. G. W. BLACK MARRIES 
BRITAIN HAVE DESERTED PITS I MEXICAN COUPtE

London, O ct 16,—With a  million 
miners out of the pits, thousands of 
dock and industrial workers already 
out of employment as s  coasequsoco 
and the transport workers and rail­
roads men called to meet soon 
to discuss s  sympathetic strike, Greet 
Britain faces one of the greatest in­
dustrial upheavals in its history, in 
tha opinion of labor and political 
leaders who discussed the situation 
today.

The statements that the men struck 
against the advice of moat of their 
leaders was coatirmed to some extent 
by the attitude of many who lei the 
pits, rhey said they did not under­
stand that voting against the “datum 
line” meant a strike and it is clear 
that a great many misunderstood the 
“unfortunate phrase,” as A. J. Thom­
as, secretary of the National Union of 
Railwayman, called it in s ' speech. 
Mr. Thomas admonished the rail­
roaders to listen to the advice of_their 
leaders, which would be given the 
meeting of delegates Wednesday.

A dilTerent not wa struck, how­
ever, by the South Wales branch of 
the miners' federation, which called a 
meeting for next F'riday to recopi- 
mend that if the strike was not set­
tled by October 30, Uie pump men 
and other employes remakiing 
work should be called out.

It is indicated tonight that Premier 
Lloyd G ^rge will take no hand in the 
matter before Tuesday when parlia­
ment meets and undoubtedly will dis­
cuss the aituatioe. No disturbances 
are reported and no troops have besn 
sent ta- the mining centers, but they 
are held in readlncsa The sugar 
ration will be cut 60 per cent Mon­
day.
