THR MONUMENT TO PILGRIMS;

Seltlsh ttatletlce Cempare Nunsher ef 
Men Under Arme in Vartowe j

Kurepean Nations |

Atop Town Hill in Provincetown. 
^asaarhuaetts, looking out over the 
rertleaa sea from the great arm 
whirh that state flings out into it. 
stands a great and impressive monu­
ment of extraordinary beauty and 
great dignity.

This mom ment, one of the tallest 
on thb rontinent, commemorates the 
anchoring of the Pilgrims in the his­
toric Mayflower ia the year 1620, 
their adoption of the first charter 
of .democratic government in the 
history of the world, the birth of 
the first white child born ia New 
Engbnd and tbe whob chain of hap­
penings which preceded the settb- 
ment at Plymouth.

Built entirely of Maine granite, 
the construction supervised by the 
Engineering Department of tbe Uni­
ted States Army, this stmeture rests 
u|«m m sixty-foot square foundatbn, 
b  2S feet square at the base, ap­
proximately 2.S2 feet high and ths 
site b  about 100 feet above tbs 
tides. The architecture la of ths 
Italian Renaissance order, the design 
having been copied from the tower 
of Torre del Mangia at SienO. Italy.

The site was provided by Province- 
'town; the cost of the monument was 
! defrayed by a joint fund contributed 
by Congress, the Commonwea^h of 
Masaachusetta, the town of Prtvince- 
town and individuals in all parts of 
tbe country. Dedicatory exercises 
were held on August 6, 1910, the 
'^resident of the United States being 
in attendance.

This staunch and magnificent com­
memorative structure, standing in 
silent triumph, is typical of the re­
liance and bve of freedom which 
characterised thia litUc band in their 
battle with the elements and fate 
and of their descendants in all parts 
of the world.
