Seiliag saalf' for the purpose of 

raising money for heahh work origi 
nated ia Norway and Sweden aiaay 
years ago. .-In 1907, Miaa Emily 
Bissell e f the Delaware Red Cross 
—follewiag a visit abroad—proposed 
that aomewbat similar saali ba used 
in the United States for the same 
purpose. A few were inued sad sold 
that year in Delaware. The follow­
ing year the Delaware Red Cross 
adopted the idea with the result that 
SOOjOOO seals wera sold and the 
money thus derived was dedicated 
to the campaign against tuberrakwis. 
The National TubermlooiB Aaaocia- 
tk>n and its affiliated state organiza- 
tiona. tincluding the Texas Public 
Health Association, were named as 
the agencies to have charge of the 
seal aale and to expend the money 
which ia raised therefrom. They have 
sold tbe seals year after year. Two 
yaars ago the Christmas seal project 
was turned over by tbe Red Cross to 
the National Tuberrulosis Associa­
tion and its affiliated state and local 
organixationx The total sale has 
increased each Christmas season. 
Last year 3€4J317>75 acals were 
sold in America, and this year the 
number is expected to be far greater. 
For the coming campaign 46,000,000 
seals have been allotted Texas with 
a number of health bonds.

It ia a dcecrvcd tribute that Mr. 

Eldred McKinnon, Austin banker and 
former president of the Texas Bank­
ers* Assoeiation, pays the guaranty 
fund o f Texas, when be says:

‘“The guaranty fund has withstood 
an iron test and its positian ia 
stronger than ever before. The crash 
of the boom town structures that 
brought Anaacial distress has taxad 
the guaranty fund to the extent of 
about $47100,000 in the last twelve 
months, and* now that the storm is 
about over, the fund ii fe lg f strong 
with a ci^H  of 12^00,000 ̂ Bl Ha 
favor.”

He explains that the twenty-aix 
banks that drew on the fond were 
for tbe most part in the oil fields 
where financing ran amuck, and he 
comroenta upon tbe fact that the 
guaranty system has brought mil­
lions of dollars from hiding places.

The guaranty fund is ^ e  out- 
grourtb of a suggestion that deposits 
in banks ought to he insured. Mem­
bers of tbe fund plan put up a per­
centage of their deposits to guarantee 
payments. When a bank is closed 
the shock is distributed throughout 
the state.

The guaranty fund and the federal 
rcaervs system constitute panic pre­
venters. Both have provan so helpful 
that they sriO be preserved and will

Owing to the ravages of the boll 
weevil in Texas, tbe cotton growing 
section of our State is displaying 
active interest in -the applicatioa of 
Fall and Winter measures for tbe 
distruction of the hibernation places 
of tbe boll weevil.

The Extension Service has been re­
liably informed that sonrw rommoni- 
ties are burning the grasses and 
trash along fences, ditches and simi­
lar places commonly used as hiber­
nating places of the boll srecvil. We 
believe this is a mistake at this 
time since the weevils do not go irrto 
hibernation until heavy fr-wt becomes 
general and will continue tbeir mi­
gration for some weeks. Should they 
find such places burned, they will sim­
ply continue their migration until 
suitable places can be found, advises 
R. R Reppert, Entomologist, Exten­
sion Strvice, A. A M. College of 
Texas, who recommends that the 
burning of these places be dclayUd 
until the middle ef December at the 
earliest, although the first o i January 
would be better. By this time all of 
the weevils should be congregated in 
the hibernation places and may then 
be destroyed. The Extension Service 
has recommended intensive clesn-up 
measures for the Fall and the burn 
ing o f hibernation places- in the Win­
ter. In regard to the burning of 
cotton stalks in the field, it ia realized 
that this will accomplish great re 
suits in control; however, the Ex­
tension Serviceghesitatee to recom 
mend the* burnin$^ ef stalks as a 
general measure on account of the 
consequent removal of organic matter 
The individual farmer must decide 
for himself which out weighs the 
other. It is the opinion of the Ex 
tension Service specialists that in aec 
tiona where early Fall plowing can 
be practiced, that this method of 
control will accomplish practically 
the tame reeulta ae tha burning of 
the stalks without the disadvantage 
i f  the lattir nNtltodk
