An Editorial, By James Rogers

During the British-Boer war,
Lord Baden-Powell became so
discusted with the recruits from
England, that when the war was
over, he founded the first Boy
Scout organization, to train the
koys in how to camp, build fires,
put up tents, and live out doors.

When a Chicago publisher, Wil-
‘liam Boyce, became lost in a
London fog, a British Boy Scout
in uniform came up and asked
him where he wanted to go. He
told him, and the Scout took him
to his hotel. When Mr. Boyce
offered him pay for his services,
the lad refused, saying that he
had only been doing his daily
“good turn.” This surprised Mr.
Boyce so much that he had the
boy take him to scout headquar-
ters. Here he learned all about
the souts and the next year, 1909,
he founded the first scout organ-
ization in America. In May, 1926,
the National Council honored this
scout with the award of the bronze
buffalo. On it was this insecrip-
tion. “To the Unknown Scout
whose faithfulness in the per-
formance of the ‘Daily Good
Turn” brought the Scout Move-
ment to the United States of
America.”

Scouting has grown steadily
since, and now has over a million
members. It has expanded until
now there are scouts in 47 coun-
tries over the world. Very often

He is ex-
pected to be able to step in and
take charge in times of excitement
and danger.
know what to do if there had
been a wreck, or if someone had
fallen in a lake or in any other
emergency. Scouts receive train-
ing in camping, swimming, track-
ing, handicraft, first aid, nature
study and many other subjects.
A Scout who has been trained
properly, would not get lost in a
forest. He would be able to pro-
vide his own shelter and cook his
own food over a fire made with-
out matches. He could make and
read a map; make and follow a
trail, and a great many other
things.

It has been said that if one had
no other way to get an education
he could make a complete study
of all the merit badges offered
and when he finished have a
fairly liberal education. Merit
badges are offered on all sub-
jects from agriculture to zoology.
There are some that would be
valuable to one training for prac-
tically any occupation. In order
to obtain the rank of Eagle Scout
one must qualify for 21 merit
badges. This is the highest rank
in scouting and by the time a
Scout attains it, he is fairly well
educated.

General Fund Behind
$12.000 After Cols.

In conversation with the Coun-
ty Treasurer, Mrs. O. L. Jones,
recently, she stated that the Gen-
eral fund of the county was in
the red more than $12,000 at that
time, even though tax collections
for the year was over. However,
other funds of the county are in
comparatively good shape. Of
course, no one is to blame for
this condition, as this fund is ex-
pected to care for relief of those
not able to get work on projects
on account of age, sickness etc.

Then too, there must be medi-
cal care and sometimes operations
to come out of this fund. Most of
these deserving cases. But the
general fund has run so far in
the red that we understand the
bankers are getting rather skittish
of taking them at a 5 per cent
discount, and may have to demand
mire. This in turn will make it
hard on those who perform labor
or furnish material for the coun-
ty, and this, we understand in-
cludes the salary of all officials,
as they come out of this fund.
Unless they are able to wait sev-
eral months or a year after the
warrants are registered, a big dis-
count must be taken.
